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Polish Jew Pedinrs.
To the Editor of the Gazette :—
Stz :—Will it surprise yqu to hear that
there are forty Polish Jew pedlats in this
city at this moment, and- about six hun-
dred in the lower provinces? There are
eight of those trade maraudersin one
sailors’ boarding-house, and four more to
arrive today, that the sailors’ boarding-
house man can’t keep. They are in
every street in the city from house to
house selling dry goods, pieces of cloths
of ymen and boys’ wear, towelling, tin
ware, plated ware, table and pocket cut-
tery. Since the ttate of Maine passed a
law that no foreign pedlar could peddle
in that state without being a citizen and
agood character and their operations
confined to one county and license one
hundred dollars, this has had the effect
of drawing them all into the lower prov-
inces. The ney expulsion act of the
Russian and German governments will
drive many hundreds more here before
the first of June,as they are coming
every day. These Jews are ‘paying no
taxes to the city or county and how can
shopkeepers ‘compete with them that
have to pay shop rent,water rates, police
rates and all other rates. Where is our
city council, municipal council and legis-
lature that will permit such a piracy
on the respectable’people of this country
and no redress. There should be a
special license of five hundred dollars
which would put them on a footing with
our ordinary shopkeepers in the city, as
it will cost that to pay rent and taxes.
In all the states in the Union they have
special license for all Jew pedlars. If
the city council and municipal council
don’t act promptly the shopkeepers ought
to take the matter in their own hands
and see justice is done them.
