water power in the Revelstoke District on which 
amounts varying from $10,000.00 to $100,000.00 have 
been spent in development work, several of which are 
now under option or being developed. The principal 
minerals are placer, gold, silver, lead, zinc, copper 
serpentine asbestos, and mica of which there are vast 
bodies still awaiting development. The Government is 
yearly adding to the roads lending to the mineral 
timber areas.
