Lord Mayor’s Historic Pageant Sym-
bolises Reign as “Harvest of
the Peace Maker.”

London, Nov. 9.—The anniversary of
the birthday of King Edward who was
born on Nov. 9th, 1841, was observed
to-day throughout the British empire

th the customary militarv and naval
salutes and displays.

His Majesty is celebrating the event

Sandringham, where the King and
Queen of Spain and the KXing and
Queen of Norway are staying in addi-
tion to many other members of the
British royal family.

The morning was occupied in receiv-
ing an immense number of congratu-
iatory telegrams, letters, and presents,
from almost all parts of the world, one
uf the most noticeable events being the
presentation to'the King of the Culli-
nan diamond the largest known, and
estimated to be worth $750,000, and pre-
sented to His Majesty by the legisla-
tive assembly of the Transvaal as a
token of the loyalty of the people of
that ecolony. The presentation was
made by Sir Richard Solomon, ex-
lieutenant-governor of the Transvaal,
representing the government of the
colony.

GREAT ELEVATOR:
DESTROYED AT DELUTH

Flour Mills, Homes and Vessels
Completely Gutted by Dis-
astrous Fire.

Duluth, Minn., Nov. 9.—A fire which
started in the Great Northern elevator
at Superior about 9 o'clock last night,
s stili burning at an early hpur to-day

Lhaving destgrhvgd_ the - slavator.
e four mills; torty homes, and 700,-
000 bushels of grain.  Two seows, a der~
rick and two tugs were also destroyed.
The loss is estimated at $3,000,000.

The stimated losses are partially dis-
tributed as follows. Great Northern
elevator and power house, - $1,250,000;
Freeman flour mills and elevator, $250,-
000; Great Lakes Dredge and Dock
Co., $75,000; Minnetoka flour mills and
elevator, $50,000; Webster Hair Co., $75,-
000; Superior Shipbuilding Co., $25,000;
‘Whitney Bros., marine owners, $250,000;
Northern Pacific bridge, $50,000.

The fire, the cause of which is un-
known, started at the Southwest corner
of Elevator “A” dock, and before it was
discovered had spread to the elevator
proper. An alarm was turned in and

from the slip, and they were unable to
do anything to save the elevator. 'They
then concentrated all their efforts in an
attempt to save the adjoining property.

‘When the fire started the steamers W.
A. Rogers and W. A, Parent were In
the ¢levator slip loading wheat. The
steamers Utica and Alva were on the
north side of the slip at Merchandise
dock. All were pulled out by tugs, and
thus saved from destruction. Flying
sparks from the elevator ignited the
Grard Republic mill, the dock of the
Great Lakes Dredge & Dock Co., and
the plant of the Duluth, Superior Stor-
age Co., which contained the finishing
plant.of the Webster Chair Co.

‘The Globe elevator, owned by the
Pevey Grain Co., caught fire, as did the
sawmill of Payne, Kimba]l & Barber,
but the flames at both these buildings
were extinguished before much damage
was done. The dock of the St. Paul &
Western Coal Company caught fire, but
the blaze there was quickly brought un-
der control.

ENGINEER LEASH IS
VISITING THE CITY

A large Force of Men Will Be Em-
ployed in Survey This
Winter

The line of the Grand Trunk Pacific,
through the Yellow Head Pass, has
been located, and survey work is now
being rushed forward between the
western end of the pass and the Bulk-
ley valley. On this section, traversing "
about 400 miles of territory, there wiil
probably be 150 surveymen engaged this
winter;, and it is thought that things
will be in shape for the commeneement
of comnstruction work through the
mountains early in the spring. With
the advantages which the country offers
for the movement of supplies; it -should
not take more than two years to bulld
the road through from Edmonton to the
coast.

This is in effect a synopsis of the sit-
uation as explained by Chief Engineer
Leask, - last evening. Mr. Leask is
registered at the Oak Bay hotel, and is
accompanied by his wife. This is his
first visit to eivilization in many
months.

The headquarters of the chief engin-
eer, if he can be said to have any—for
he is constantly moving from place to
place along the. line—are at Fort
Geonge. This is a Hudson Bay post at
the gnction of the Checasa and Fraser
rivegs, 100 23 north of Quesnelle.

In the neighborhood of Fraser lake
and Stony creek, Mr. Leask reports,
some ‘settlers are locating. This is a
country of timber belts and ' open
patches of prairie, somewhat similar
to the land around Stewart lake, which
is also very good.

The work now being done by the sur-
vey parties is planned to determine the
very best possible location for the road.
A wide survey is, therefore, being made
and Mr. Leask suggests that the Grand
Trunk will have an excellent line
through the mountains, in fact the best
that it is possible to get. Several par-
ties, that have been released from the
prairies, are to be transferred to assist
the work in this province.

It was a company from Mr. Leask's
party that met with disaster in the Gis-
combe Rapids some time ago, the story
of which has aiready appeared in the
Times.

Manila, Nov. 9.—The departure of
Secretary of War Taft from this city on
the cruiser Rainbow for Vladivostosk
to-day was attended by a remarkable
demonstration on the part of the Fili-
pinos. The horses were withdrawn
from the carriage in which were seated
Mr. and Mrs. Taft, and it was pulled
by Manila schoolboys from the Luneta
to the dock, through cheering crowds of
citizens.
