“With a full knowledge of these cir-
cumstances we might maturally expect
that any government would do ‘its ut-
most to encourage and protect an imdus-
‘try of such vital importance to ihe gen-
¢ral welfare of the province, but unfer-
tunately such has not been the spirit
rtnifested during the last two . years.
Mining is-still in its infancy ip this dis
trict. It is a healthy, thriving, growiag
irfant, it is called on to bear the burden
of a grown man. Not only has the
minér been deprived of important priv-
‘fleges, but he has new to pay taxes
‘1n-ver before levied in this province,
"taxes on the output of the mine, taxes
‘o the mining timbers and cordwood,
and. this year a further, though mnot im-
portant, tax has been added by increas-
- ing the fee for companies’ mining certi-
ficates t0,$100 yearly.

“If the provincial legislature has thns

Mr. McArthur stated further that Mr.
