EIGHT THOUSAND MEN
ARE IDLE AT BOSTON

s

Trying to Settle a Long Standing Strike
at Chicago—A Serious
Allegation.

Boston, Mass,, March 11.—With more
than 8,000 men actually out, and with
promises of support from unions whose
membership, it was claimed, would bring
the total up:to 25,000 if it became neces-
sary for them to join the movement, the
striking freight handlers and men of
allied’ interests to-day began the second
day of the contest to prevent the em-
ployment of non-union labor by railroad
and other corporations. After 24 hours
of quiet, careful, but energetic work, the
labor forces declared themselves this
morning to-be in a most satisfactory po-
sition,

The two railroads principally ‘affected
by The strike, the New York, New Haven
& Hartford, and' the Boston & Albany
