| LORD PAUNCEFOTE

DIED THIS MORNING

The Distinguished British Ambassador
Passed Peacefully Away at fis
Residence at Washington.

Washington, May 24.~FLord Pauner
fote, “the British .ambassador, died. at
5:30 o’clock this ‘'morning.
