How News Was Received.

Shenandoah, Pa., Oct. 21.—News that
1he mmers’ convention had declared the
strike off reached Shenandoahgat noon,
and almost simultaneously every bell in
the town was rung, and the whistles of
the factory and breaker were sounded.
Ten minutes after the news reached
town, the streets were crowded. At
Mahanoy City and elsewhere in the an-
thracite fields the news of the strike
settlement was received with wild en-
thusiasm, blowing of whistles and Ting-
ing of bells. Almost the entire popula-
tions of the towns assembled in the
streets,

In some localities there were impromp-
tu parades, in which the fire departments
and other organizations joined,

Pathetic scenes occurred, as the men
who have been idle and under a great
strain for nearly six months, rushed offi
to prepare for work. Col. Rutledge sent
the 18th Regiment band into town this
afternpon to take part in the celebra-
tion. The band marched through the
streets at the head of a mine workers’
parade, and was wildly cheered along the
line,

LOUBET IN DANGER.

Armed Man Arrested While Trying to
Enter the Elysee Palace.

Paris, Oct. 22.—The Kigaro this morn-
ing says a man was detected early Tues-
day morning attempting to climb a wall
of the Elysee palace. 1t is believed that
he intended to hide in the palace garden
in the hope of obtaining an opportunity
to assassinate President Loubet. He
was arrested, however, and was found
to be armed with a poignard and a load-
ed revolver. He has been recognized as
a dangerous anarchist who has already
been convicted three times, and upon two

Sir Wilfrid Laurier writes Mr. Tarte
to-day as follows:

My Dear Mg~ Tarte:—After having
seen you on Sunday last, and having ex-
pressed to you'my well settled opinion
upon the consequences of your recent

His Excellency the Governor-General to
inform him that I was obliged to de-
mand the resignation of your portfolio.
After having seen His Excellency I had
to acquaint my colleagues of the. inter-
view which I had with you, In accept-
ing your resignation, it is well to em-
phasize the points of difference between
us,

During my absence in ¥urope, without
any communication with me, and with-

ou any previous un/derst_‘andlng with

theory which you have made yourself
champion.

This question, however important ib
might be, is subordinate to one still
more important. If you had teached the
conclusion that the interests of the coun-
try demanded without delay an increase
of the custom duties, the first thing for
you to de as'a member of the govern-
ment, before addressing you views {o the
public, would have been to place them
before your colleagues, with the object
of obtaining the unanimous action' of
the cabinet, which is the wery founda-
tion of responsible government. 1f you
had not been able to obtain from your
colleagues their assent to the course
which you recommend, you would have
been obliged then either to accept their
own views or to sever your connection
with them, and then for the first time
you would have been free to place your
views before the public. Such was the
very simple course which was bimling
upon you, but to remain a member of
the government and at the same time to
advocate a policy which had uot yet
been adopted by the zovernment was an
impediment to the proper working of our
constitutional system, #rd implies a dis-
regard for that loyatty which all those
who are members of the samo adminis-
tration owe te one another, and have a
right to expect from cach other.

I thank you for the good wishes which
you have -expressed for the improvement
of my health, and I will make it my duty
to convey to your oll colleagies those
that you formulate for their welfare : nd
their happiflbss,

to have it accepted by His Excellency
the Governor-General.

In the interview which I had with
you, you expressed the opinion that I
should not have spoken on the fariff as
I have done, that the government had
not as yet come tp any definite under-
standing on their fiscal policy for the
future, ete.

I shall not discuss with you at the
present time the question as to whether
I was right or wrong in the course I
followed. You are the leader 'of the
government and your opinion, as far-as
my attitude is involved, must prevail.
You told me my utterances arc causing”
you trouble. I have uo right and no
desire to be a source of embarrassment
to you or to the party with which I
have been. connected since’ 1892, My
views on the tariff are well known to
you. I have on several occasions stated
them publicly in your presence and dis-
cussed them often privately with you.
Entertaining the. opinion that the inter-
ests of the Canadian people make it our
duty to revise, without delay, the tariff
of 1897 with_the view of giving a more
adequate protection to our industries,
to our farming community, to our work-
ingmen, I cannot possibly remain silent.
I prefer my freedom of action and of
the circumstances, even
to the great honor of being your col-
league,

Before severing my official relations
with you, allow me to express my sincer-
est hope that you will soon be restored
to your health of former days. You
would greatly oblige me by conveying to
my colleagues my best wishes for their
welfare and their happiness. My per-
sona] relations with most of them have
veen of a pleasant aud ecordial nature. I
hope that they will continue to be the
same in the future,

SOLDIERS ARE N
A TIGHT-CORNER

THEIR AMMUNITION
ALMOST EXHAUSTED |

Officer Tells of Situation in Somaliland
—Says Many Men Have
Been Killed.

Simla, Oct. 21.—The Second Bombay
Greénadiers, stationed at Mhow (Central
India) have been ordered to Somaliland.
Other troops will probably follow.

Officer’s Letter.

London, Oct. 21.—A letter from an
officer. belonging to the Somaliland ex-
pedition received here shows that the
British force is even in a more precari-
ous position than has been indicated in
the official dispatebes. The writer says:

“No. one will appreciate this business
antil it is too late. We are in a regular
trap and how we are gcing to get out
we do not-know. We have had stiffish
fights and have lost many men. The
worst is that our blacks are funking and
our camels have nearly all been killed or
captured. We have next to no water
and we are miles from any water. We
have no supplies and nearly no ammu-
nition. They have captured two of our
Macxims,

“I do not suppose they care at home
what happens to us. It is a brutal shame

to send us hlind into such an ambush as |

this. I hear fresh troops are coming up,
and only hope they will come from In-
dia.”

The writer refers incidentally to some
brisk fights, which he apparently pre-
sumes were already known here, and
adds: ““Thirty-three of us escaped. By
jove, that was a pretty affair. We
whites stood out, but—-=Oh, well, we
have too many blacks.”

TRAFALGAR DAY.

London, Oct. 21.—Trafalgar Day, or the
anniversary of the battle of Trafalgar,
fought Oectober 21st, 1805, was celebrated
to-day in the customary manner. The Nel-
son column on Trafalgar Square was
decked with wreaths sent from varioua
parts of the world.

A novel feature which created consider-
able interest, was the exhibitlon of a
model of one of the submarine boats just
added to the navy. Nelson’s old flagship,
the Victory, at Portsmouth, was decorated
in honor of the day.

BEEN CALLED OFF

RECOMMENDATION OF
OFFICERS ACCEPTED

All'" Matter in Dispute Will Be Sub-
mitted to Commission Appointed
by Roosevelt.

As soon as President Mitchell came
inte the Lall at 10:05 he called the con-
vention to order.

The debate on the reinstatement of all
men in their former positions was im-
mediately 1esumed. The question before
the convention was a motion to accept
the recommendations of the officers to
call ‘the strike off and submit all ques-
ticns at issue to the arbitration com-
n ission,

As it was evident the delegates desired
to close the debate, a number of songs |
were given and when the last singer had |
concluded the resolutions committee sub- |
mitted a report recommending that a
communication be sent to President
Roosevelt informing him that the con-
vention’ accepts the arbitration tproposal.
President Mitchell is authorized to act
as.the Mine Workers’ representative be-
forggithe -comntission.

“Phe debate on reinstatement was im-
medintely resumed . One delegate stren-
uously . objected to the adoption of the
resolution, because no provision is made
for the men who may fail to get work.
The other side of the question was taken
up by a delegate from the Panther
Creek valler. He said: “Let us go
back, we will all get work in the end.”

The resolution” was adopted at 11:15,
and ‘the strike is thus declared off.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.
New System Designéd by J. E. Mas}
kelyne, Jr., for Inter-Island
Service.

London, Oct. 21.—The Eastern Tele-
graph Company has equipped its cable-
ships with a new system of wireless tele~
graphy, designed by J. E. Maskelyne, jr.,
for the company. He purposes to utilize
the ships in an auxiliary cable serviee
for inter-island communication or any
other short stretches where tides and
rocks unduly shorten the life of a cable.
Mr. Maskelyne’s system utilizes a closed
metallic circuit both for.the ‘sending and
receiving station and a new form of co-
herer, dispensing with metal filings,
claiming that the action is much more
delicate and reliable.

ROSSLAND CAMP.

Last Week’s Shipments Again Amounted
to Over 8,000 Tons.

The shipments from Rossland Camp
for the week ending Saturday night were
again over 8,000 tons. The mines main-
tained their normal production with the
¢xception of the Le Roi No. 2, which
bas reduced its output temporarily, pend-
ing the ddjustment of the coke shortage
at ‘the Northport smelter. The produe-
tion from the War Eagle ‘and Centre
Star mines has been excellent, averaging
cver 500 tons daily for the six days of
the week.

The week’s shipments were: Le Reoi,
4,660 tons; I.e Roi No. 2, 645; Centre
Star, 1,800; War Eagle, 1,290; Giant, 30;
Velvet, 60. Total for week, 8,285 tons;
for year to date, 265,599 tons.

The Northport smelter blew in two fur-
naces on Monday, ample coke having
been received from Comox, B.C., Coke-
dale, Washington, and East Kootenay,
to operate the plant. General Manager
Mackenzie is now confident that the coke
will be forthcoming to supply the smelter
all winter, and that there will be no fur-
ther interruption of activity. This is
welcome news in Rossland, as it guar-
antees that there will be no interference
in the operation of the big Le Roi mine,
with its 350 employees, and monthly pay
roll of $35.000.

FATAL »IRE.

Number of People Believed: to Have
Perished in Chieago,

Chicago, Oct. 21,—A. fire broke out at
midnight in the plant of ihe Glucose su-
gar refinery, situated at Taylor street
and the Chicago river, destroying the
factory and causing the loss of
many lives. The number of dead
has not been estimated yet, but it is
known that & number of men were in
the building on the seventh floor. The
flames spread so rapidly that a man
who was working on the third floor had
barely time to escape with his life, and
it is not thought by the firemen that
the men in $he upper stories eould have
escaped. Poon after midnight twe
bodies were taken from the ruins, but
the fire was burning so fiercely that it
was impossible to make further search.
The plant of the refining company con-
sisted of threo buildings. The fire,
which was caused by an explosion,
started in the drying house and the
flames spread so rapidly that the fire-
men were powerless to make any effee-
tive fight, and in a short time all the
walls were down. The men on the
seventh floor had no e¢hance whatever
for their lives. It 1g believed the lives
