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ALLEGED MUTINY OF
NEBOGATOFF'S SAILORS

A Report That They

Either Threw Officers

Overboard or Bonnd Them in Their Cabins
and Hoisted the White Flag.

It Is Believed That More Than Six Thousand Russians Per-
ished During the Battle—Report That Men Mortally
Wounded on the Battleship Oriel Were Thrown
Overhboard,

Tokio, May 31, 2 p.m.—A Japanese
officer who has returned to Sasebo gives
the following account of the sea fight
off Tsu island: y

“At 5.30 Saturday moming a wireless
message reading, “The enemy'’s squadron
in sight, reached the maval base.. “his |
message was transmitted torall ogr “ships
by the flagship, with instructions.to’ pre-
pare for action, Ouf squadron left their
rendezvous and headed for the eastern
channel ‘off Tsushima (Tsu island). Our
men seemed to be filled with new inspir-
ation and were edger for the long delay-
ed fight to begin.

“When Tsuhima was sighted to the
southwest, the sea was rough, and the
torpedo boats were forced to run for the
shelter of the island. . Our third fight-
ing squadron, with the Takashibo  to
port, reconnoitered the Russian course,
and at 1180 a.m. informed the main
squadron by wireless telegraphy that the
Russian ships were passing into the
eastern channel, whereupon our main
squadron, changing its course somew hat
to the southward, came in sight of Okin-
sgima at 1 o’cloek in the afternoon. The
third division arrived later and joined
the main squadron, The first and sec-
ond divisions, accomjqnied by the de-
styoyoxs’ Autilla, ehancid .,?n A& westerly
course, while the third division and “the
fourth destroyer flotilla headed slightly
eastward,

“During the manoeavre the Russian
flagship appeared to the southward at
1.45 o’clock. The Russians steamed up
in double column. The fleet was numer-
ous, but

No Living Being Was Visible.
The Russian ships seemed to be in good
order. Our ships hoisted the flag of
action, the Mikasa signaliing-{The des-
tiny of our empire depends wupon’ this
action; you are all expected. to.do your
utmost.” 'Our men  seemed - to. silently
weigh the significance of ‘this sigmal.

“Qur first and second 'divisions turned
to the Russians’ starboard, while the
third division kept in close touch with
the preceding two divisions.
Japanese ships proceeding in this order,
it was 2.13 o'clock when the Russidng
opened fire.

“The first two shots fell short of our
line, and it was some minutes later be-
fore we commenced firing. The fight
was on with firing from ‘both sides.
Our destroyers kept on the port side of
the ‘miain squadron, and in this forma-
tion we pressed the Russians against the
coast of Kinushima end they ‘were ob-
liged to change their course to the east)
We manoeuvred our ships o as to have
their bows parallel to the north side of
the Russian line. The Mikasa, of our
first division, which had been leading,
changed to the rear of the line, which
the Kasuga headed.

“The engagement’ now became very
fierce. The Borodino was geen to be on
fire. A little later the Russians headed
west and we changed our course accord-
ingly. Five of the second division con-
centrated their fire on the Borodino. Our
first division now

Began TIiring Vigorously,
proceeding parallel with the Russian line
and as we began to press against the
head of -.the Russian line our first divi-
sion veered to the Russian rear, thus en-
veloping their ships.

“The engagement proceeded hotly. Our
second division followed a course par-
allel with the northern side of the isl-
ands, and this movement completed the
envelopment. The Russian ships were
trying to force their new course. This
state of envelopment continued until the
following day. Thus enclosed on all
sides, the Russians were helpless and
powerless to escape.the circle. Previous
instructions had been given the destroy-
ers and torpedo boats to attack the Rus-
sian ships.

“Following instructions, the fifth de-
stroyer flotilla advanced against a Rus-
sian ship, upon which the second divi-
sion had been concentrating its fire, sig-
nalling, ‘We are' going to give the last
thrust at them.’ i

“The Russian ships continued to fight,
and, seeing the approaching torpedo
boats, directed its fire on them. TUn-
daunted, .

Our Destroyers Pressed orward,

the Chitose continuning its fire. The tor-
pedo boat flotilla arrived within two hun-
dred metres of the Russian ship and the
Shiranui fired the first ghot. . Two other

“According te orders previously given
tor a torpedo attack after dark, -all the
destroyer flotilla, dividing into two squad-
rons, proceeded fo attack the Russians
during the whole night. - The Russians
frustrated the first and second attacks
with searchlights.
“A third attack was carefully made
dnd the ¥Yugiri sunk a ship of the Boro
dino type and also hit others. - During
the night the Russians

and we pressed our enveloping movement
gome distance from the Russian positiea.

The Russian

‘ter daybreak, hoping to
vostock. . Our officers and men were
‘termitied. that not'a ship should “eschpe
and resolyed not to relax their efforts’
until they had succeeded in their sinking
or capturing every Russian ship. Our
ships always kept ahead of the Russians.
“The fight was Tesnmed at 9 o’clock
Sunday mewning twelve miles east of
Chiyupyon bay, and lasted all day. Here
the Russians suffered ‘their direst loss.
1ney seemed .unprepared to resist night
attaeks. During the first night, attack
tne Russians showed nine searchlights

'and ‘frustrated - the ‘attacks, but' clearly-
‘gave us the location of the ﬂeet, which

brought success later.”

St. Petersburg, June 1».—Official re-

Owing to the insufficiency
of my coal supply and the certainty of
meeting the enemy’s cruisers, I subse-
quently altered my course for Viadimir
bay, where I arrived on the night of the
29th. In piteh darkness the Izumrud man
full on & reef at the entrance of the
bay. Having only 10 toms of coal, amd
seeing that it would be' impossible to
again float that vessel, I ordered the
crew ashore, and

Blew up the Izumrud
fo prevent her falling into the hands of
the enemy. (Ten of my sailors were

“I am assured that eight men in Ne-
bogatoff’s squadren Wwere hanged for
mutiny while in the Red Sea.

“Many people well yversed in affairs at
thé front declare -that something similar
is likely to happen in Manchuria,  when
the armies learn the truth in regard to
the naval battle. They will doubtless
learn the trutlr as usgal from the Japan-
ese.”

“We launched the boats and embark-
ed 800 of the crew, who were rescued by
the Japanese. I, with the navigating
officer. Jdetermined to share the fate of
our ship, which sank. We were drawn
unlerneath by the sunetion and whirled
about till we lost our breath.

“We forgot everything, but fortuantely
were picked up by Japanese fishermen.
We had intended to die, and floated
about in the water, as seemed for hours
watching the scene created by the ex-
plosion of the Japanese shells.”

RUSSIA NOW SEVENTH
AMONG NAVAL POWERS.

New York, June 2.—Figures prepared
in Washington for the New York. Times
by the naval intelligence bureau of the
navy department, under direction of
Captain Seaton® Schroeder, its chief,
show that as a result of the battle just
fought and its predecessors Russia has

dropped from third to seventh place in.

naval power and Japan has risen from
seventh to sixth. The fighting has put
the United States up from fifth to
fonrth place, and Germany from fourth
to third.

The naval powers now rank in this
order: Great Britain, France, Germany,
United States, Italy, Japan, Russia, and
Austria.

Prior to the battle of the Sea of Japan
they ranked as follows: Great Britain,
France, . Russia, Germany,
States, Italy, Japan and Austria.

Austrin is the only-power whose rank

is unaffected by the battlé; Italy moves
from the sixth place to fifth.

Great Britain’s tonnage is 1,595,871;
France’s, 603,721; Germany’s, 441,249;
United States, 316,523; Italy’s, 254,510,
Japan, 252,661; Russia’s (which former-
ly was 442,315) now 227,443. Austria
comes last with 112,336

1his does mnot include vessels over 20
years old, gunboats and other vessels ot
less than 1,000 tons, torpedo craft of
less than 50 tons, colliers, repair ships,
torpedo, depot ships, converted merchant
vessels or yachts,

Practically all that Russia has left is
in the Black Sea. Of the fleet of 1Y
battleships only 7 remain; of her 11
coast defence vessels (inciuding smaller
battleships and monitors) only 2; of her
7 armored cruisers, 3; of her 20 other
craisers, 15; of her 41 torpedo boat de-
stroyers, 33; of her 85 torpedo boats.

St. Petersburg, June 2, 2.50 p.m.—The
aussian press th's morning is stiil advo-
cating more vigorousl§y ‘than  ever the
summoning of a national assembly, even
the reactionary Sviet joining in the gen-
eral chorus. In view of the current
rumors it is' most significant that the
papers which are more or less in the con-
fidence of the government unanimously
take the position that representatives of
the people should decide the guestion of
peace or war.

All censorship is now removed from
foreign dispatches and the people are
appalled ‘at ‘the  horrible stories of
slaughter on board the Russian ships.

“The admiralty has not yet been:able
to estimate even approximately frosm tha
foreign advices

but as the ships were over, rather than
under, manned the total will be greater
than the ordinary complement of the
vessels would indicate, and probably will
exceed 10,000, of which only about
4,000 were saved.

The admiralty up to the present bas
beent unable to throw any light on the
situation except to announce the safety
of those who have reached Vladivostock.

Ugly stories are circulated in this city
of the demoralization and even treachery
of the crews of several of the Russian
ships during the battle, and it is even
said that the crew of the battleship Orel
hound ,their officers and _hoisted  the
white flag. The origin of these stories,

which are discredited by aH naval men

here, cannot be traced as the ofily direct

She was sunk at her doek
before she left Kronstadt, and later at
Libau the crew were mutinous.

St. Petersburg is full of rumors of the
most contradictory character regarding
prospects of peace, but in the best in-
formed quarters the Associated Press
was told that no definite decision had
been reached. Nevertheless it is pensis-
tently reported that an imperial mani-
festo may be expected . shortly. This
manifesto will proclaim the immediate
convocation of a national assembly, to
which the question of peace or war will
be submitted, thereby shifting the bur-
den of a decision from the shoulders of
the Emperor to the whole nation, mob-
bing agitaters of the opportunity to make
revolutional capital out of the decision.

According to the dispatch from Baron
Ferzen, the commander of the cruiser
Izumrud, the battleships remmining in
the fight were still in squadron forma-
tion when he was cut off, and this in-
creases the deep resentment felt here
at the surrender of the ships, the Novoe
Vremya even declaring that officers
ought to be court-martialed and shot for
hauling down their flags and turning
over their ships to the Japanese. The
paper cites articles of the naval regula-
tions forbidding a commander to sur-
render except as a last emergency, after
taking measures to destroy hig ship.

The report from Lieut. Dourmovo, of
the forpedo boat destroyer Bravi, telling
how that beat was disabled on the first
day of the fight, and limped ‘to Viadi-
vistock through the midst of a hostile
flotilla of destroyers, being obliged to
even burn lher wooden fiftings to reach
the harbor, awakens satisfaction, and
though the Izumrud failed to reach
Vladivostock, her destruetion by her own
crew is regarded with almost equal
pleasure,

RUSSIANS CONDEMN

ADMIRAL NEBOGATOFF.

St. Petersburg, June 2. —Feeling in
the admiralty against Rear-Admiral Ne-
bogatoff continues to rum high, the ma-
jority of naval authorities being deaf to
the appeals of the few who insist that
the admiral’s action in surrendering his
warships should not be condemned until
the circumstances become fully knowm.
The *majority say rhey could forgive
anything but surrender] and point to the
precedent set in the case of the Russian
warships Raphsel, whicly in' 1829, during
the Russo-Turkish war, struck its colors
to three Turkish sl.ips which surround-

her.

Nicholas 1. meted out a terrible pum-
ishment to the officers and crew of the
Raphael, ordering that all of them
should be shot after their exchange, and
directing that if the ship should ever be
recaptured its infamous history should
be biotted out by the destruction of the
vessel. The Raphael, sirange to say, was.
recaptured twenty-five years later at
Sinope, during the Crimean war, a gon
of the captain’ who surrendered her tak-
ing part in the battle, and to this som
fell _ﬂxve task of executing the dead Em-
peror’s orders to destroy her., Many
naval authorities declare that theé Bm-
peror Should reserve thé same fate for
"Admiral Nebogatoff.

“While hope” for the safety of the pre-
tected ‘ériisers ‘Oleg ‘and " Adrora ' has
been ‘generally abandoned, someé of- the
naval authorities ‘believé it possible that
“their commanders; realizing that the
fiéet had been” practically destroyed, and
that VIadivostock as a harbor of réfuge
‘would only prove & death trap in the
end, laid their course for Nicholaieff, at
the mouth of the Amur river, or fm-
Petropaviovek.

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ROOSEVELT SPOKE IN
FAVOR OF PEACE.

‘Washington, June 2 —President
Rodsevelt to-day struck a blow for
peace in the Far East. In a conference
at the White House this afternoon with
Count Cassini, the Russian ambassador,
the President expressed the earnest
feeling that Russia would forthwith
conclude peace with Japan.:

Prolongation of the war, he believed,
will not result in a victory for the Rus-
sian arms, and it can only serve fo in~
crease the Japanese demands amd ren-
der more difficult the drafting of' a
treaty of peace which.the Czar as well
as the Mikado ean sign. . The President
spoke, he said, as the friend of Russia
no Jess than of Japan, and on behalf
not only of the Washington government
but m the iaterests of humanity.

Until his words have.reached Tsar-
skoe Selo and have been communicated
to Fmpcror Nicholas in the friendly
spirit i which they were uttered, their
effect cannot be estimated.

Soonr aftar reaching his embassy,
Count Qassini hegan the preparation
of a.  dispateh to his government.
Throtghout the diplomatic corps there is
a strong hope that to-day’s conterence
marked the first step, toward peace, but
the general opinion i§ that weeks may
elapse before even preliminary negotia-
tions can be begun.
