Cattle-Raising on the High Grazing
Grounds.

The grazlag grounds of great altitudes are
the graveyards of cows, For years the trails
leading from Texas to the Northern ranges
have been crowded with stock cattle that
were driven north fo be used in establishing
ranches, The number of cattle in Texas Is
80 great and so near the capacity of the land
fo carry, that during the decade ending in

young, male and female, were driven from
the atate annually, It is falr to assume that
in the past, at least one-fourth of the Texas
drlves were females, and young females gen-
erally, Where are the cows that bave been
driven from the mesquite and gamma ranges
of Texas durlng the past decade’?’ The busl-
ness of ralsing cattle on-the northern plains
is not old, ' It {s safe to assert that at least
1,000,000 female cattle have left Texas for
the northern grazing ground during the ten
years last past, In a suitable climate these
cattle would have been alive today. — Where
are they ? The bones of thoueands of them
lie bleachingwon the wind-swept flanks of the
foothills of mountain ranges ; they pave the
bottoms of miry pools; they are scattered
among the pines standing below the eternal
enowdrifts of the Rocky Mountains ; they
lie in disjointed, ' wolf-gnawed frag-
ments on the arid, bunch.grass ranges ;
they are scattered over the short buf-
falo grass, low-lylng monuments of ~man’s
inhumanity" to the dumb animals he
has arrogantly assumed charge of; they have
dled of hunger; they have perished of thirst,
when the icy breath of winter closed the
streams; they have died of starvation by the
tens of thousands  during the season when
cold storms sweep out of the North and
coursedover the plains,burying the grass un.
der enow. Other thousands have been fi0-
zen into solid blocks duting blood-chilling
blizzards, ; ;

There has been a movement of yoang cat-
tle, steers generally, from the corn States to
the plains, for several years, Many of the
men who own or conifel Wyoming, Dakota,
and Montana ranges have practically aban-
doned the business of breeding cattle, driven
out of it by the severe losses of female cat-
tle during the winters, and now confine their
attention to grazing youog steers, knewn as
¢‘pilgrims,” which they bring upon the range
from Eastern States. These animals are gen-
erally high-grade steers from the corn States,
or long-horned cattle from Texas. If the
latter are bought, those that have been
held over one winter in Kansas er Nebras-
ka or Indian Territory are preferred, In
the past, this buosiness has proved to be
falrly remuneratlve, beoause, since it
has been started, the price of beef has
been high, and there has been no exceedingly
severe winter on the plains. The country
these cattle are held in has been in the white
man’s poasession but for a few years, The
men who have accurate knowledge of its
climate can be counted on the fipgers of one
hand. The northern cattle growers assort
that the climate fs mild and the winters
balmy. There are a few men in the North-
west who have traded in the Yellowatone
Valley in the winter and the early. spring
when the Sioux occupied the land, Some
of these men have told me that during some
winters the snow was deep on the ground for
weeks, and the cold was most intense, They
sald that ocoasionally ''the winters were so
severe that large numbers of hardy Indian
f:lﬂel died. It is a well known fact that

dfan ponies can endure a greater degree of
cold than American horses, and that Ameri-
can horses can endure a greater degree of
cold than cattle, it matters not where the
latter are raised,

It Is estimated that 220,000 cattle were
driven or carried into Montana and Dakota
durfng 1884, The larger portlon of this
stock was brought on to the range to be fat-
tened. ' They were young steers. It is also
estimated by competent authorlties that
100,000 of the 220,000 cattle that entered
the far northern range during 1884 were
young native cattle from the corn states,
The number of ‘‘through” cattle that were
included in the great herd of Texans no man
can tell, 'The Texas drover is famous
throughout the arld belt for never telling
the truth as to where his cattle come from,
He is always willing to swear that they
passed the previous winter in Kansas or
Nebraska, and as cold weather kills the
Spanish fever, his cattle are sound, and he is
not (responsible for damages if the disease
makes its appearance in northern herds,
The truth is that a large proportion of
the Texas cattle driven Into Montana
and Dakota during the season of 1884 were
fresh from the Soathern range. The young
oattle that are brought on to the Northern
grazing grounds from the agricultural States
come from a land of plenty. They have
been well fed and attentively watered from
the day of "their birth wuntil they are sent
West, They have been protected from se-
vere winter storms. They have had intelli-
gert and anxious care, Their instincts have
been blunted by the protective care of man,
These immatare animals have been taken
West and turned on the range to shift for
themseelves, They cando soin amild winter.
Last year, up to September 8, the Northern
Pacific railroad carried 68,860 young cattle
from the East into Montana and western
Dakota. Many thousands have been driven
In, and other thousands carried in by other
railrord companies. But let a hard “winter
come, following a wet antumn, and the graz.
Ing ground be covered with snow, aud bliz-
zard after blizzard sweep out of the frozen
north in quick succession. Then how will
these cattle fare ? and how will the through
Texansfare ? I answer, just as they did in
Kansas in the winter of 1871-2. They would
disappear from she range. And if the winter
should be as severe as some of the Indian
traders told me they had seen in the Yellow-
stone Valley, 50 severe that the Indians
were forced to cut cottonweod trees so that
their ponies could feed on the buds and
tenderer limbs, the toughened range cattle
will be decimated before 'spring.—Frank
Wilson, in Harper's Magazine for April,

father, mother and * sister Nellie, aged ten, in
8, T. Daylon’s house, near the railroad station
at Watertown. In the house also lived My,
and Mrs; Clarence Cook and their young babe.
Atone a. m,, the house was:almost totally
wrecked by a bolt of lightning, and the ground
for rods around was torn up as though just
ploughed. :

Mrs, McGaffey thus describes the disaster,
from which it is wonderful that any one es-
caped alive:—

THE BEREAVED MOTHER'S STORY,

“'I had been sick, and was not able to sleep.
When the thunder commenced I had a feeling
that something dreddful was going to happen,
because of a thunder storm at this time of the
year. When the second crash came Nellie
awoke, and said she was glad I was awake for
the thunder made her feel so lonesome, Just
then the house seemed. tearing ‘all to pieces,
and the plaster began to fall down on me
and ' Nellie. : The light was put out, and
I thought the top of the house was
broken in and that my husband was killed, I
got up, and, taking my little girl by the hand,

elt my way to the chamber door, I could not
open. it, a8 it was all blocked up. Then I heard
my husband ecreaming that the hounse was on
fire, - He came down to:the door, but could not
open it until he had kicked and pushed for
some time with all his strength. We then went
to the door of the girls' bedroom, but that was
blocked up, too. I thought they had mot been
awakened at all by the thunder. But my hus-
band, ' fearing the 'wor:st, ran out of the doors
naked, and going round to the rear
found that*side of the house all open, the room
in ruins and the wall overhead all fallen down.
He cried out that the girls were killed and be-
gan to pull away the rubbish. He found Jane
and then Sarah, and we thought they were
both dead, but after a while Sarah began to
moan and we got her out. She knew us, but
could not talk, as her tongne was split in two.
Hoon after the doctor came she died, and I
came to Mr, Dayton’s with Nellie, my little
girl, the only child I have left,”
