Laws=
yers, merchants, customs officials, bank
managers and clerks, engineers, capital=
ists and manufacturers were at the
card party.

How Mrs. Thornley contracted the
disease is not known, but it is surmised
that it was during her wedding trip.
She was married a lttle over a month
ago, and had just returned from an ens
tended trip to New York, Washington
and Florida. She may have caught it
in a Pullman sleeper. Physicians say
that persons often trawvel who are af«
flicted, this way in order to reach theit
P homes.
