LIPTON DISAPP

In a Lengthy Inferview He
Discusses the Yachting
Situation and Sets Forth
His Views—Is Bourd to
Have Another Try .

LONDQN, Sept. 26—Sir Thomas
Lipton is bitterly disappointed at the
failure of the New York Yacht Club to
accept his challenge for another series
of races for the America’s Cup, and is
anxiously awaiting official information
on the subject through the Royal Irish
Yacht Club, which he hopes will give
in detail the reasons for the American
club’s action.

.In an interview today, Sir Thomas
said he could not understand why his
challenge had not been accepted as he

had beeh led to believe that if he chal- [’

lenged under the universal rule, name-
ly, that prevailing for races in the
United States, there was every possi-
bility of his challenge beirng favorably
received. He added, however, that he
had not given up hope of sending a
yacht to Sandy Hook in 1908 and al-
ready had telegraphed to William
Fife, the designer¥, to come to London
for a consultation. There was but one
thing which Sir Thomas was emphatic
about, and that was that he would not
challenge under the old rule. One rea-
son for this is that there is no design-
er of note in Great Britain which in-
cludes both Fife and Milne, who will
design a boat similar to the previous
Shamrocks. They say that to do so
would necessitate the production of
even a greater freak than those which
have already gone to defeat. Besides
the danger of sailing such a boat across
the Atlantic must be taken: into ac-
count, and Sir Thomas is not prepared
to again risk the lives of men in such
a venture.

Sir Thomas, however, authorized the
Associated Press to say that he was
prepared to challenge with a mninety
foot boat under the new New York
Yacht Club rules.

‘In sending the challenge,” said Sir
Thomas, “I conformed with the deed
of gift of the America’s cup, which
says that sloops must be ‘over sixty
feet on the water line and under hinety
feet.. I adhered in this respect to size,
inasmuch as the boat I ~challenged
with would have about seventy-six
feet on the water line, This also con-
forms with the New York .Yacht
Club’s rules for the class “J” boats.

“I am prepared, now that they have
declined to accept my challenge for
tihs class of boat, to enter a ninety-
€oot under the New York Club rules.
There is no class expressly defined in
such‘a boat, the next class “H’:pro-
viding for boats —of eighty-two foot
rating, is capable of producing a boat
up to about ninety-four feet on the
water-line.”

In explanation of his action in chal-
lenging under the New York Yacht
Club rules, Sir Thomas said: ‘“The
international rule, which applies to
Great Britain, France, Germany, Spain
and Portugal, is different from the rule
now existing in the United States,
which is known as the “Universal
Rule” and which has been in use in
America for thre or four years, and
under which dozens of boats have been
built. Some of the most famous, such
as the Queen, Effort, Avenger, Istatna,
Winsome and Neols, are well known to
yachting men. On the other hand, a
boat has never been built in Great
Britain under the ‘“Universal Rule” 80
that in making my challenge I had no
pull and was not asking.any}advant-
age. It was quite the other way. The
American designesr and builders, with
their experience in building boats un-
der the “Universal Rule,” have all the
best of it. 7

“Freaks such as the three Sham-
rocks which I have been racing with
for eight or nine years, were built un-
der a measurement rule which now
does not exist in any part of the world
and to prevent such freaks from being
raced in America, the ‘Universal Rule’
was adopted. So naturally, I concluded
that hy challenging under the ‘Univer-
sal Rule’ I was meeting all the wishes
of those interested in sports. After a
race, win or lose, a boat built under
such a rule, is of some use, the winning
boat being an example to naval and
marine architects, whereas in the other
case, the boat is only fit for the rubbish
heap and the education of designers.

“] was prepared to build two bhoats
and taken the fastest of the two to
the starting Mne, had the New York
Yacht Club given me permission to do
s0. I have always found the members
of the New York Yacht Club to be
more than kind. They have always
been most ready to meet my every re-
quest and it would be impossible to get
better men to sail against, and of
course I am most sorry that they did
not accept my challenge, the reasons
for which I am anxiously awaiting to

A feature of the local produce mar-
ket for some time past has been the
boosting of prices in oats. Since last
May the price has jumped in stages
from 12¢. to 1§e. per bushel, At present
wholesale quotations are being made
at 60c. and 6le. per bushel but a dealer
said today th&t it was only a matter
of days, probably hours, when another
advahee would take place, because of
the fact that oats cannot be landed at
St. John at less than that figure and
such a price means no margin what-
ever for the dealer.

The new crop cats are exceptionally
late this year. In Ontario, where local
dealers obtain most of their supplies,
the, unusual amoung of rainy weather
during the suthmer has seriously af-
fected ' the crop which: will without
doubt be far ‘below the average. In
Manitoba, Quebec and the Maritime
Provinees conditions are  much the
same, although Ontario has probably
suffered most in this respect.

Ooats are scarice and the feeling is of
an exeecedingly bull nature. No P. E, 1.
nor New Brunswick new crop oats ars
upon the marketas yet and only a very
small quantity @ Upper Canadian new
crops. - i .

Usually:at this, time of year the
coming ofithe new crop oats has a di-
rect and igstantaneous bear effect upon
prices in this line. It is very doubtful
if such will be the case this year; at
any rate no falling off in price that
will compare with. that of cother years
can be expected. Just to what the com-
ing month of Qctober will bring in the
way of priee is. & matter of conjecture.
At this date Manitoba oats are being
quoted wholesale at 64c¢. per bushel, de-
livered in St. John. Under the circum-
stances it would not be at all surpris-
ing to those Interested.if oats would be
selling at 6he. per hushel.wholesale, f.
0. b. St. John befoye mapy weeks have
pagsed. There s _a feeling in some
quarters that market manipulation may
be partly responsible for the .increase.

GOUNCIL OF WOMEN HAD
AN INTERESTING SESSION

BRITISH PROPOSAL WAS
PROMPTLY TURNED DOWN

Suggestion for the Abolition of Contra-
band Received No Support at
the Hague

THE HAGUE, Sept. 26—Great Bri-
tain received a serious rebuff at a pri-
vate gathering of the delegates to the
peace conference held here yesterday
to discuss the abolition of contraband.
The meeting was convoked by Sir
Edward Fry, head of the British dele-
gation. Three months ago Great Bri-
tain presented a proposition regarding
the abolition of contraband in which
25 countries expressed their adherence.
Yesterday Sir Edward invited the gel-
egates of these 25 countries to attend
the meeting last night with the view
of agreeing on a convention abolishing
contraband, adding that the United
States had abandoned the principle of
conditional contraband.

Twenty-two of the delegates were
present. M. Merey Von Kaposmere
(Austria) objected to the proposed con-
vention, saying that the instructions
given the delegates referred only to
questions to_be adopted by the confer-
ence - unanimously. '‘Count Tornielli
(Italy) supported the Austrian dele-
gate, while Dr. Ruy Barbosa (Brazil)
took advantage of the meeting to de-
clare that under such a system even a
permanent court of arbitration, al-
though defeated, might be instituted.
All the other delegates present, with
the exception of the Haitien represent-
ative, opposed Sir Edward Fry, and the
British proposition was ultimately re-
jected. Haiti stood by Great Britain
for reasons of chivalry.

Gouncil Toid of their Trip
—The Playground Report
Received— Discussion Over
Executive Mestings

A very interesting meeting of the
Local Council of Women was held at
the King’s “Daughters’ rooms, Chip=-
man’s Hill, yesterday afternoon, with
the President, Mrs, David W, McLellan,
in the chair. There was a very large
attendance.

The president made an instructive
report of the discussions at the recent
meeting of the National Council at
Vancouver, going fully into all detaiis
of important matters, such as manual
training, domestic science, delinquent
children, citizenship from a woman's
standpoint, children’s playgrounds, fee-
ble minded woman., With regard to last
mentioned subject much amusement
was caused by Miss Grace “Murphy's
report to the Mational Council that she
“had made exhaustive enquiries and
Lad come to the conclusion that there
were no feeble minded women in New
Brunswick.” Mrs. McLellan’s report
was highly appreciated by all present.

Miss Annie Puddington was then
called upon by the president to speak
on behalf of the delegates as to the
many pleasures that had been theirs
during the trip to the coast; Miss Pud-
dington respond:d and spoke in very
glowing terms of the “hospitality of
the West that we have heard so mucin
about.” After hearing Miss Puddington
tell of the many courtesies that had
been extended to the delegates, and the
plans that were made anrd carried out
for their entertainment by the people of
the difterent towns through which they
passed, there were doubtless none
pyesent at the meeting who were not
filled with regrets that thzy too had
not been able to take the trip, and
share so many pleasures. Miss Pud-
dirgton caused much amusenient by
saying that they were given latger rz-
ceptions in the smaller places, perhaps
because they were a gréater noveity.
That these places were probably not
accustomed to seeing so laige a num-
/ber of women—there were eighty odd
delegates—accompanied by Oily one
man. e

Miss Puddington carried those pre-
sent with her to Regina, and then Mrs.
Campbell and Miss Gillis were called
upon to tell about the experiences of
the delegates in Vancouver, and ably
responded. Mrs. Campbell spoke high=
ly of the kindnes and courtesy of their
entertainers, and hosts and hostesses
while in Vancouver, and said that
nothing that could possibly be accom-
plished for their pleasure and benefit
while there, was left undone. That
everything was made pleasant for
them in every way possible, and.that
they had been delightfully’ entertained.
* A hearty vote of thanks was extend-
ed to the president and to Mrs. Camp-
bell, Miss Puddington and Miss Gillis.

The president then Dbrought up the
question of finances, of increasing the
Local Council's yearly contribution to
the National Council; also the question
of subscriptions: to the Year Book, and
said she would like to have as many
as possible.

Miss Mabel Peters thereupon pro-
posed as one way of augmenting the
council’s financial resources that some
members of the Local Council become
life members. She stated that she,
herself, was a life member, and con-
venor of the committee for that pur-
pose. This method did not seem to
appeal to many present as no one ex-
pressed a desire to become a Jife mem-
ber. Miss Péters then called upon all
the members present to subscribe to
the Year Book. She expressed won-
der that any one could take part in
the Council work without a Year Book.
