The apostle can hardly wait for the
objsction to be raised, so eager is he o
show what & monstrous perversion of
the truth such an objection is, and to
seek to crush it fore “What shall
we say then, shall we conlinue in sin
that grace may abound G.d forbid.
How shall we whe are dead to sin live
any longer therein 1
in which my text is found, we have
Paul answering this objsction, and
proving most clearly and conclusively
that the doctrine of justification by faith
is utterly incompatible with living id
sin, that it not only does not give
license o sin, but pleads most forcibly
for a boly and righteous life. Heshows
that jastifying faith is sanctifying faith,

and Lhat the motives for a goaly life are |

far stronger than if we were jstified by
works.

We have before us then in tuis sixth
chapter of Romans a short treatise on
sanctificstion, or, as it may be termed,
the practical outcome of jastifization by
faith, My text is found at about the
middleof this chapter, “Likewise reckon
ye also yourselves to be dead indeed un-
tosin,” &c. I believe the greatest need
of the church to-dsy is for its members
to exemplify in their daily Jives tue
truths contained in the above passage.

Haviog looked at the setting of the
text, let us prayerfully examine its
teaching.

figure gives us a very graphic ploture of
complete separation from sin as our old
master, of entire surrender to
righteousness as our new master. * Be-
lng then made free (emancipated) from
ye became the bond servants of
ri);Lteoulneu,” There is no mitidle
ground bere. It is not hall breaking
with the old master and entering into
half service under the new, but it is &
complete emancipation fmm the service
of the old, to be fully possessed and can-
trolled by thenew master. Infactitis not
only a change of masters, buta change of
kiu]gdoma as well, for we are said to be
delivered from the powers of darkness
and to be translated (carried over) into
the kingdom of God's dear Son.

The great characteristic of a‘Christian,
then, is life.
