were threatened from all sides. She
says:

“Our friends came to school as usu-
al on Wednesday, April 21. Although
we heard that there was a good deal
of unrest in the city, we went on with
our preparations for a school enter-
tainment, which was to be held the
next day. Soon firing began in the
city and before noon things were in
such a disturbed condition that we
were afraid to send the day scholars
home. The girls were too excited to
study, as there was a constant sound
of firing. We, ourselves, tried to go on
with our annual meeting, but the read-
ing of the reports was interrupted by
the screaming in the streets and the

shooting, which evidently was
at hand.
