Washington, July 14.—An interna 
tional railway commission with su­
pervisory authority over the railroads 
of the United States and Canada, pro 
bably will be the result of action tak­
en today by this government in the 
appointment of Chairman Martin A. 
Knapp, of the Interstate Commerce 
Commission as the representative of 
the United States, to confer with Hon. 
J. P. Mabee, chief of the railway com 
mission of Canada. Announcement of 
Judge Knapp's appointment was made 
by the department today.

It is understood that meetings will 
be arranged between Mr. Knapp and 
Mr. Mabee at once to take place at 
points in the United States or Can­
ada, or both, during tl\e remainder of 
the summer. Upon the completion of 
the conferences, a report with recom­
mendations will be made by the com­
missioners. either jointly to both gov­
ernments, or separately to their re­
spective governments.

The appointment of Judge Knapp 
and Mr. Mabee is the result of a con­
siderable period of correspondence and 
diplomatic interchange between the 
United States and Canada wMore than 
a year ago, the subject was broached 
first in a letter from Mr. Mabee to 
Judge Knapp. It was pointed out that 
the Increasing traffic between the Uni­
ted States and Canada would render 
full control over rates In the future 
more difficult If some Joint action-were 
not taken.

no longer offer explanation for the 
death of his wife, which was alleged 
to have occurred months ago In Cali­
fornia. Then It was that the police, 
in making a thorough examination of 
the empty house, came upon the 
body, mutilated, and burned beyond 
recognition by quicklime which had 
been thrown upon it. 
clay by which It was partly surround­
ed to some extent, retarded the ac­
tion of the quicklime and so frustrat­
ed the murderer's intention of des­
troying the body utterly. It Is report­
ed that the body had been partly dis­
sected before burial, and that nearly 
all the bones are missing. Requests 
have béen sent out broadcast that all 
Incoming steamers be watched. The 
belief is strong that Crippen sailed 
on Saturday for New York but there 
have also been rumors that he was 
seen J^ London not longer ago than 
this nu>r>*ng. Nothing! however, de­
veloped during the course of the day, 
although the police continued their 
digging at the house. Nothing was 
found that would throw further light 
on the mystery, which has become 
the chief sensation In the London 
newspapers.

Although the mystery of Belle El­
more's disappearance did not come 
officially before the public until this 
morning, her friends In this country 
have been quietly working on the case 
for some days past, and their activi­
ties resulted today in the discovery 
by the Brooklyn police of the dead 
woman's family.

According to the information of the 
Brooklyn detective bureau. Belle El­
more was born Kunlgunde Makomark- 
ski. of noble Polish descent. When 
she was 2 years old. her widowed mo­
ther married M. F. Marsinger, and 
the little girl, growing up with Am­
erican bom step brothers and step 
sisters, dropped her christened name, 
and became known at Cora Marsinger. 
Her step father. Mr. Mills, the step 
sister to whom the "Louis and Robert" 
letter was addressed and other rela­
tives were found today in Brooklyn 
and Queens. Her mother Is dead. Mar­
singer, the step father. Is a farmer 
and huckster.

Campbellton, July 14.—Pestilence today added its hor­
rors to the plight of the hapless people of Campbellton. A 

of smallpox broke out among the refugees in the tents 
and was promptly reported. Isolation'was at once establish­
ed, and vigorous action will be taken to prevent the spread 
of the dread disease.

The wildest flight of imagination could not reach the 
completeness of the destruction and no description can con­
vey an adequate idea of the utter destruction that has taken 
place,

The people are cheerful but they seem stunned by the 
awfulness of the catastrophe and are just beginning to real­
ize that the worst is before them, Every one who can, is 
leaving the town and those who remain -are huddled to­
gether in tents or shelters made of blankets and boards 
thrown hastily together.

Many are in the open fields or woods back of the town 
without any shelter whatever, and very little clothing,

Food is plentiful and is being issued in a regular way 
so no one need suffer with hunger,

Men of the militia are trying to preserve order and are 
doing good work, but there ought to be 40 at least to protect 
person and property, and prevent looting, some of which has 
taken place already,

Yesterday it was learned that some one had started in 
selling liquor at the back of the town, An armed guard went 
out, seized the stock, and took it down to the wharf, where 
it was destroyed,

Last night one of the militia men on guard was struck 
in the head with a stone, and knocked down,

The most pressing need seems to be clothing of all kinds 
and shelter, There are about 40 tents, They need 400.

No Controlling Power.
It was realized that the acqqlsltlon 

of Canadian terminals by American 
roads and of American roads and ter­
minals by Canadian railways present­
ed ever-lncreslng difficulties. In the 
present circumstances, It Is not possi­
ble to compel either railway or ex­
press companies to establish joint 
through rates to and from points In 
the two countries. The Interstate 
Commerce Commission may require 
roads under Its Jurisdiction to estab­
lish through rates and joint rates, and 
the Canadian commission may re­
luire the lines under Its Jurisdiction 
to do the same; but neither body can 
compel two or more carriers to do 
this with International traffic and fur­
nish to the shipper a through bill of 
lading from any point in one country 
to any point In the other. The reason­
ableness of rates between points in 
this country and points In Canada also 
is a question of serious Importance to 
shippers. To determine any given 
question as to rates that may arise it 
Is necessary for the. shipper to insti­
tute a proceeding before the Interstate 
Commerce Commission and the Cana­
dian Railway Commission and even the 
result is not satisfactory. 4 

The difficulties practically preclude 
any Inquiry by existing tribunals Into 
the reasonableness of combination 
through rates as applied to internation­
al traffic. No power at present exists 
requiring carriers engaged in this in­
ternational transportation to establish 
what may be officially regarded as 
reasonable through joint rates and ap­
portion those rates among the partic­
ipating carriers in the event of a dS-
agreement.
