Authoritative information 
was obtained today to the effect that 
the Prince is endeavoring to present 
this matter in a somewhat different 
and more comprehensive way. He 
seeks to convince Italy and Austria 
that they should not disregard the 
broader questions of policy and mutu­
al self-interest on account of possible 
misunderstandings of the moment.

Prince Von Buelow has expressed 
the opinion that matter» now under 
discussion cannot he limited in their 
application to the present hut will have 
a far-reaching effect on the future of 
both nations. He is understood to 
have had recourse to the arguments 
set forth by him twenty years ago, 
during his former service as ambassa­
dor her£ and later when he was Im­
perial German Chancellor. He then 
pointed out that the strength of the 
Triple Alliance was Impaired by antag­
onism between Austria and Italy; an 
opinion which had been confirmed by 
recent events.

He now maintains that once these 
nations overcome the friction occa­
sioned by Austria’s retention of Trent 
and Trieste, they will be able to co­
operate to great mutual advantage, In­
asmuch as they have important com­
mon Interests in the Adriatic and the 
Mediterranean.

Nineteen million dollars worth 
of food is now on the way to the strick­
en country, or is stored for future ship­
ment. Of the grand total, 16,500,000 
was provided by benevolent contribu­
tions, either of food or cash, and the 
balance of $30,500,000 was provided by 
banking arrangements set up by the 
commission.

The benevolent contributions con­
sisted of $2,600,000 in cash, and $5,- 
900,000 in food. Of the benevolent 
contributions the United States pro­
vided $4,700,000; Canada, $900,000; 
Australia. $900,000; the United King­
dom, $1,200,000, and the balance of 
$800,000 came from various parts of 
the world.

Clothing received and distributed has 
not been valued by the commission 
but it is estimated to be worth over 
a million dollars.
