RED CROSS
Gauze and Cotton Are the Two Ar-
ticles Most Required.

Colonel Marshall reports from over-
seas that all Canadian hospitals are
Lwell supplied with surgical dressings
from the Red Cross store, and that a
number of the hospitals of the allies
|are recelving needed supplies.

From an interesting report of the
needs of French hospitals it is learn-
ed that the chief articles required
are gauze by the yard and cotton by
the pound. Surgeons who know the
|Red Cross furnishes these articles
|1ook to it for continued help. The de-
|mand is for goods in bulk and not in
|made dressings. The demand for these
|goods in the French hospitals in pref-
erence to pads and compresses cor-
roborates the instruction received from
its own commissioner and will show
why it was decided to discontinue the
making of dressings. In the earlier
stages of the war there was no doubt
a great demand made for dressings
before the French hospitals were sys-
tematically organized, but this stage
has passed and the Red Cross has an
immense store of dressings for emerg-
encies. The needs of the hospitals
are continually changing and the ma-
chinery must be so constituted as to
change also. But there is no need for
Red Cross workers to be idle. Be-
sides the perennial need for socks,
thousands of comfort bags, house-
wives, shirts with collars, pyjamas,
knitted red cotton ties, sheets and
towels are needed; 2500 shirts with
collars were recently sent to the Can-
adian prisoners of war from Red
Cross stores. “News from home” is
also most popular, both in hospitals
and trenches, and would give occupa-
tion to many of those who for one rea-
son or another cannot sew or knit
There is no doubt that the needs of
the work are more than for which
money, rather than work is required.

It is of interest to all Red Cross of-
ficials to note that amongst the Brit-
ish prisoners lately transferred from
Germany to Switzerland there were
twenty Canadian soldiers. Red Cross
officlals are sure that the conditions
in Switzerland will be much more
pleasant than those which prevailed
in Germany, although they have rea-
son to believe that the great majority
of the parcels despatched by the so-
clety to the prisoners in Germany are
being duly handed over to them.
