Speech in Conscription Debate — MacDonald
of Pictou in Tirade Favors Do Nothing Refer-
endum Plan of Laurier.

Ottawa, July 4—Clarence Jameson
\of Dighy delivered the chief speech in
ithe house today on the comscription
Wiebate.

Men Are Available.

“The military service bill,” argued
(Mr. Jameson, “which the Right Hon.
the Prime Minister has introduecd,
provides for the raising of 100,000 men
as reinforcements for overseas serv-
ice by means of the selective draft,
that number being required in the fu-
ture upon the highéest military author-
ity. Everyone who has familiarized
himself with existing conditions knows
that these men are available without
drawing upon labor engaged in the
vital or essential industries of the
country.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier has proposed an
amendment that the principle of the
bill be referred to the people of Can-
ada by means of a plebiscite, a cau-
tious policy in time of peace, but one
which the Right Hon. gentleman did
not heretofore favor, a faltering and
dangerous policy, I believe, in time of
war, with 20 per cent. of our voters
overseas and one which will not pro-
vide the required men.

“Mr. Barrette has moved an amend-
ment to defer the further consideration
of this bill for six months which is the
parliamentary method of stating that
Canada has no business in this war, a
question which was disposed of once
and for all in August, 1914, when this
parliament unanimously pledged Can-
ada’s participation in this sacred
cause to a triumphant conclusion.

Voluntary Service Fails.

“The question can . thus be con-
densed to one as to which system shall
be carried out in future, that of vol-
untary service or the selective draft.

“Voluntary service - has ' hitherto
proved sufficient in small wars, many
supposed it would always meet our re-

quirements, and had all parts of Can-
ada contributed equally, it might have
served in this war; however, it has
proved inadequate and improvident. In
my opinion voluntary enlistment has
proceeded far enough, it has proceed-
ed so far as already to strain the econ.
omic efficiency of Canada. If pro-
ceeded with further it cannot but ser-
fously impair our economic efficiency
by drawing men from the vital and es-
sential industries, with possible dire
consequences to this country.

“Most of us appreciate the fact that
the world is confronted with a food
shortage, one which may result in a
famine so widespread that the famine
of ancient Egypt would appear trivial
by comparison. The western hemi-
sphere and Canada in particular is es-
pecially favorably situated in this re.
spect for Canada is an exporting coun-
try.

Serious Food Problem.

But even in Canada unless we see to
it in time, there may be a serious
shrinkage in food production with
equally serious consequences to our-
selves and our Allies, who in some
measure are depending upon us. This
gneans that our man power engaged in
t\e vital and essential industries must
e kept at productive work to prevent
the danger of disaster both at home |
end abroad,

his heart of hearts knows that not 26
per cent. of those men, no, not 19 per
cent. of them, would be those that a
a selective draft would yield. The
selective draft would reach those who
have not enlisted and who Wwill not vol-
untarily enlist, the very men the com-
try can spare, namely, the men en-
gaged in non-essential industry. This
the tribunals provided for by the bill
would decide. It i{s therefore to the
men whom the country can spare that
our soldiers must look for reinforce-
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ments, and by voluntary enlistment
they cannot be obtained. Hence, the
choice is not between voluntary en-
listment and conscription, the choice
is really between reinforcements by
conscription on the one hand and no
conscription and no reinforcements on
the other.

Favors Conscription.

»“In my opinion the bill should pass
and the amendments should not be
adopted. If the referendum ecarried
what does it mean? It means that we
pass a vote of want of confidence in
ourselves and in this house. A vote
of want of confidence which the peo-
ple of Canada following our lead would
certainly ratify if the question were
referred to them by means of a plebis-
cite.

“I impute motives to no man. Every
member of this house is the keeper
of his own conscience, but as I view
it if either of the amendments to Gefer
the consideration of the bill, or the
amendment to refer the principle of
the bill to the people by a plebiscite,
be adopted, it means if not in purpose,
yet certainly in effect, that Canada's
sustained participation in this war
ends. Ends not because valor has for-
saken the breasts of Canada's soldlers
in the tremnches, but ends because,
shall I not say it, ends because the
spirit of betrayal of our soldiers has
entered the breasts of those in Can-
ada whom they voluntarily went over-
seas to defend.

The Political Phase.

“It means that we in this house
think more of our political lives than
of the lives of those Canadizns who,
with their crushed and bleeding bod-
ies helped to stem the tide of Prussian
barbarism which otherwise would have
overrun the world. Today, for the
world and for Canada, peril stands in
the gateway. It did not cease to exist
when the Huns dug themselves in from
the sea to the Alps. Young Canadian
volunteers thrust themselves between
us and that human torrent of hate and
fury which seeks to submerge civiliz-
ation, law, and order. The line they
hold is as vital to our safety as the
line which is held by Great Britain or
by France. For them in the trenches

“What human standards or rules of
conduct have thus far survived this
awful war, whose battle line is 3,000
miles in length, a war in which thirty
millions of armed meh have contend-
ed; a war which will shape the des-
tinies of nine hundred millions of
human Uves; a war with literally its
thousand battles and shaking a
hundred thrones.

“It in this war all other standards
have been swept away two at least
have survived. One the standard of
physical and moral courage which
Canadian soldiers have assisted in
elevating to its loftiest plane, the
other is that standard of natiomal
and International good faith which
requires of us that we supply rein-
forcements . to those soldiers in the
trenches. They at least have worth-
ily performed their duty, performed it
in the face of stupendous difficulties,
difficulties relatively much greater
then those with which we in this
House and this country are confront.
ed. If we face our difficulties as a
united parliament and peaple, they
will lessen and they will finally dis-
appear.”

DAYLIGHT BILL NEXT.

(Canadian Press.)

Ottawa, July 4-—Hon. Wm. Pugsley
in the House this afternoon asked Sir
George Foster what the government's
proposals were regarding the daylight
saving bill which has been given a
first reading, and he thought that if
it was to become effective this sum-
mer progress would have to be made
at once. “The bill is not proceeding
as rapidly as the summer,” he said.

Sir George Foster replied that the
debate on the military gervice bill had
precedence and the daylight saving
bill would follow in the wake of that
measure.

The House went into committee of
supply on & resolution by Sir Thomas
White. He stated that the three
months’ supply voted had expired and
by an arrangement between Sir
Robert Borden and Bir Wilfrid
Laurier a supply for two further
months would be granted.

The resolution was passed and the
bill based upon it given a first read-
ing.

MacDonald of Pictou.

Mr. E. M. MacDonald, of Pictou,
continued the debate on the conscrip-
tion bill. He sald that we should
have two objects in view. One was
to give our best energh’s so that we
would play our part against the mili-
tary despotism in Germany, and sec-
ond that we should keep peace at
home and prevent discord.

Mr. MacDonald declared that all
the forces of the country should have
been mpobilized long ago. He said
the government should long ago have
conferred with Great Britain and
France as to what our part in the
war should be, and to the best serv-
fces we should render, Arrangements
should have been made for transporta.
tion and for building ships. /There
should have been a conference with
the Allfes as td the number of men
we should furnish, having regard to
