“The best people in the Dominion
are behind the demand for an investi-
gation and one will have to be held,’
was the statement made by Mr. Palmer
He also stated that the very best leg-
al advice is that the military service
act is being evaded and that there is
every reason for an investigation.”
“The Roman Catholics are as much
interested in the case as are protest-
ants,” said Mr. Palmer. “This is not
a religious row, it is not a matter of
Protestant versus Roman Catholie.
The first complaint that the military
gervice act was being evaded by the
Jesuit Novitiate came from a Roman
Catholic who has a son at the front.
Another Roman Catholic had boasted
to him that he knew how to evade
the act and that he had a son in the
college. The Roman Catholic with the
son overseas reported to the' military
representative and the information in
turn came to me.”

CHANGING PRICES
IN THE MARKET

Strawberries and Early Vege-
tables Climbed Price Ladder

Yesterday.

More than strawberries climbed up
and down the “ladder of price,” yes-
terday. A visit to the market revealed
that many eatables were in the climb-
ing list. Potatoes were selllng at 3v
cents per peck in some stalls and m
others at 40 cents; butter, 45¢c. to 48c.;
radishes, 5 to 8 cts. per bunch; eggs
went at 45 to 48 cents per dozen, and
cucumbers at 20 cents each.

Strawberries sold at 2 boxes for
25 cents but jumped to 18 and 20 cents
per box in other stalls. One official
stated he believed berries would go
up again, as the recent rains had hin-
dered the gathering of them and a tem-
porary scarcity would’ cause prices to
climb. He showed sdine new American
beans which were going strong at 35
cents per pound, and cabbage at ten
cents per pound.

Prices differ in the same commodity
in different places. A grocer on Char-
lotte street sold strawberries yester-
day at 10 cents per box, whilst another
on the same street was charging 18
cents.

A countryman sold them at 2 boxes
for 25 cents.
