Made Full General.
At-a tfuaor given in Sir Arthur

dab. Sir General S. C. Mewiburn,

I InAll Faith from the United Kingdom by £160 
000,000. Receipts from foreign 
vestments at present were down to 
£100,000,000, while Great Britain has 
to pay back an adverse trade balance 
of £800,000,000.

Labor conditions in the United 
Kingdom, he added, have improved. 
Of the 3,600,000 men demobilized, only 
360,000 have not been absorbed in 
industries.

The national debt the premier de­
clared, has grown frptn £641,000,000 
to £7,800.000,000.

Pensions cost the government 
£ 10,000,000 yearly. Private expendi­
tures in the aggregate, the premier 
said, were more formidable than pub­
lic. expenditure. One way of meeting 
the Increase in expenditure was to in­
crease production, but the output was 
less in everything except agriculture.

The premier declared that if the 
country continued In the way in which 
it is going, the adverse trade balance 
would reach £1,000,000,000 compared 
to £150,000,000 before the war.

"We cannot prosper," he said, "we 
cannot even exist without recovering 
and maintaining our international 
trade. We must bring up the trade 
balance, adding to our exports and 
lessening our imports."

In-"Our first feeling, on knowing 
we were to return to Canada,” said 
General Currie, ‘'was that Canada 
meant so much to us. ‘Canada" was 
engraved on our shoulder badges, and 
the name of Canada was 
out hearts. We could 
fought aa we did overseas were it not 
for our utmost confidence In your 
prayers and support at all times, and 
1 feel confident that these men who 
did well in the trying moments on tha 
battlefield will more than do their 
share to carry on after their return."

No State Ownership.
The premier contended there wae 

no evidence that harmony would pre­
vail with the workers under state own­
ership. He instanced the recent min­
ers ’strike in Yorkshire, which, he de-, 
clared, was a strike against the gov­
ernment, and the experiences of the 
railways under government control 
Therefore, he thought the whole basis 
of the Sankey report that state own­
ership would promote harmony had 
been falsified.

The government, the premier con­
tinued, had accepted the principle of 
unification and re-organization and 
there undoubtedly was cause for giv­
ing the miners greater interest and 
better working conditions; and in or­
der to organize the tntnes and reduce 
working expenses to a minimum, the 
country would be divided into areas, 
in each of which amalgamation of la­
bor in the mines should be under­
taken for a limited period. The work-, 
era should have directors represent­
ing them on the body controlling the 
policy of the area, he added.

Mr. Lloyd George said the move­
ment would prepare measures at the 
speediest moment possible so that min­
eral rights could be purchased toy the 
state, and that a fund would be raised 
for the promotion of the social welfare 
of the miners, but that the government 
would not purchase or operate mines.

“We have advanced some fdiir bil­

lion pounds to the world from which 
we are getting something like £200,- 
000,000 yearly In interest 
sold £1,000, ,000,000 of foreign securi­
ties to pay for war material for our­
selves and our allies. We have bor­
rowed £1^00,000,000 firom America 
and Canada for the 
Our allies including Russia, owe us 
£1,000,000,000.

"At the present moment our ad­
verse trade balance is £800,000,000.

“We must bridge that chasm o*iat 
the bottom of It Is. ruin. We are 
building a temporary bridge, by bor­
rowing, not state borrowing, but 
traders’ borrowing for raw material, 
food and so forth. That win oply add 
to the catastrophe.

“In every direction we are spend­
ing more. We are earning -less. We 
are consuming more and we are pro­
ducing less. These are facts. It 
not last."

The production of coal this year, 
the premier continued, would be 
200,000,000 tons compared with 287,- 
000,000 before the war, although 30,- 
000 more miners are employed at pres­
ent than in 191*. Aton of coal which 
coat ten shillings to 19(13, now costs 
26 shillings.

Coal Chief Factor In Industry. 
Premier Lolyd George declared that 

coal was the chief factor in the in­
dustrial situation. He said that the 
outlook was Indeed dark unless the 
conditions which he stated were 
changed. The premier continued : x 

“In America the wages are higher, 
hours of labor are no longer, and the 
labor cost in proportion to thearticlee 
produced is less. This being the case 
competition is Impossible, and no 
tariff will remedy this."

After pointing out that the British 
pound at present waa worth in the 
United States only 17 1-2 shillings, 
the premier said:

"We shall never improve matters 
until we increase production, or we 
will he driven later to reduce even

Paris, August 18, (Havas Agency) — 
Several collisions occurred between 
food dealers and consumers yesterday 
in the southeastern provinces and 
elsewhere. At Brest dock workers 
seiæd provisions In the central mar­
kets and sold them at half price. Con­
sumers and retailers at Levallois. near 
Paris, decided to take joint action 
against the middlemen.
