Spacious Printing Rooms and a Busy Centre
of Industry.
Mr George >V. Day, fioding his busi 

sinessconstantly extending, decided on 1st 
May to secure additional room, and accord­
ingly rented from Mr. Puddington the 
offices in the brick building in King’s 
Square lately occupied by Dr. Frost. Mr. 
Day, therefore, uses now the best part of 
the second flat and the whole ol the third 
flat, the latter being 30 x 90 ft,, and ad­
mirably lighted and ventilated—the whole 
forming one of the most commodious and 
convenient establishments in the city. The 
rooms down stairs are used more particu­
larly for a Job Office they are airy and 
cheerful. One of thorn is devoted in 
part to a business office and a store 
room for stock ; in the other the job 
printers work, and the handsome presses 
rattle off merchants’ orders for fine descrip­
tions of “ the art preservative.” Many ol 
the stands are new ; the presses are new ; 
the arrangements are all labor saving and 
complete. It is in Mr. Day’s office Tax 
Daily Tribune is printed, and he owns and 
prints The New Dominion (weekly) which 
circulates in all parts of the Province. 
Seven hands are employed on newspaper 
work, eight on job work and three at the 
presses. Mr. Day runs a rapid power 
press, two expensive Gordon presses and a 
Washington hand press, and these are kept 
running all the time. He has every variety 
of metal and wood type, a large proportion 
ol it new ; and can turn out anything in 
posters, from a four-sheeter to a quarter 
sheet, both colored and plain ; also pam­
phlets, lists of electors, Society reports, 
theatrical small bills, programmes, bills of 
fare, cards of all descriptions, Magistrates 
blanks, and, in fact, anything that any 
other printing office can produce, including 
book work of every kind. He fills all 
orders promptly, executes them neatly, and 
charges moderately,—three recommenda­
tions that oombine to keep his large force 
constantly employed on remunerative work. 
Mr. Day deesn’t “ cut under” for work,— 
no respectable printer does:—he asks a 
moderate profit on every job, and he gets

Three resolutions or series of resolutions
