College Fees are payablein advance. At the end of each quar-
ter the bill for books and stationery will be presented. The various
Text Books required in the College may be had from the Prin-
cipal at current retail prices, or from the booksellers in town.
The books used will,among others,comprise the Canadian series
of authorized Text Books in Grammar, History, Geometry and
Arithmetic.

A reduction of fifteen per cent. is made in the case of the
daughters of clergymen, and ten per cent. when two or more
members of one family are students in the College. A reduction
of ten per cent. will also be made for Fixtras when three or more
of them are taken in any one term.

No correspondence or visiting will be allowed excepling with
those whose names are furnished by parents and guardians.
Persons inviting pupils to their homes are expected to furnish
proper attendance to and from the College, and will be respon-
sible for all the associations of the pupils during their visits. All
invitations to students must be addressed to the Principal.

Weekly boarders may leave the College on Saturday morn-
ing, returning not later than five p.m on Sabbath. No respon-
gibility will be assumed by the Faculty of the College for the
behaviour of such pupils during absence from College.

It is earnestly requested that boxes containing cakes, sweet-
meats, pickles, &c., be not sent to the students by parents or
guardians. They are the cause of nine-tenths of the sickness
which oceurs at college.

The College classes open each day, Saturday excepted, at
9a.m,and close at 8.30 p.m. Reecitation hours 9 to 12 and
1.80 to 8.80.

Due time is allowed for physical exercises consistent with
the preparation of lessons. Ample grounds have been provided
for this purpose.

Breakfast s served at 7.80 a. m., Dinner at 12.80, and Tea
at 6 p.m. Family Worship is conducted morning and evening ;
all the boarders are required to be present,
