FIRE POLICIES EXEMPT FROM WAR RISKS,

On the night of September 8th, 1915, a bomb
dropped by a Zeppelin started a fire on the premises
of R. H. & S. Rogers, Ltd., causing a loss of £40,000.
The firm was insured in Lloyds under an ordinary
fire policy, containing the usual exemption clause
excluding liability for loss or damage arising from
riot, etc. They brought action to recover under
their policy, and failed, the English Court holding
that the clause excluding loss by "insurrection, riot,
civil commotion or military usurped power,"”
was not merely a riot clause from LEeginning to
end, but a riot clause and a war clause combined;
and that the fire at the plaintifi’s premises was not
covered by the policy
