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At the time of the alleged 'Popish
Plot," the English people, frighten­
ed at the possibility of having fofeed 

j on them a Catholic King supported 
I by France, passed a number of vio­

lent laws, .having for their object the 
exclusion of Roman Catholics. from 
both houses of Parliament, from 
the throne, and from every public 
portion down to that of street- 
sweener and hangman. All these 
laws have been repealed, with .the 
exception of the one relating to the 
King. The case for sweeping away 
that last relic of intolerance was, 
therefore, extremely strong, for 
why retain in the case of his Majes­
ty a religious test from which 
every other man in the British Em­
pire has been freed!

Moreover, the King at that time 
was King of England only. At the 
present moment, the King of . Eng­
land is also ruler of a great em­
pire which contains about twelve 
million Catholics. Moreo-ver, the 
declaration which he is forced to
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the most eminent tiatho- 
ltce-oi Ute British Empire. It bids

I the mur?Ul^1'fal in importance even 
the Huvliaristic Congresses in Lon­
don and Cologne, and to mark ail 
epoch In tho history of Catholic pro­
gress in North America: and even 
more 13mn m the case of the London 
Congress, the voice of tho Montreal 
Congress will be not only heard 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the t hristian world, but it will be 
listened to with attention, and per­
haps with anxiety, by those who 
arc responsible for the preservation 
of the unity of tho British Empire.

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Canada's Next Cchsus of Populaticn

Tho next census of Canada will be 
taken under date of June 1st, 1911, 
and will embrace the subjects of po­
pulation, mortality, agriculture, ma­
nufactures, minerals, fisheries and 
dairy products.

Population will be recorded under 
thc heads of residence and personal 
description; citizenship, nationality, 
and religion; profession, occupation 
and trade or means of living; wage- 
earnings and insurance; education 
and language spoken, and infirmities.

Ev<‘*9* person living on 1st June 
will be entered on the schedule of 
population by name, as member of 
a family, institution, or household, 
together with place of habitation, 
sex, relationship to head of the fa­
mily or household, and whether sin­
gle, married, widowed, divorced or 
legally separated. The month of 
birth, year of birth and age at lost 
birthday will also be recorded.

Entries will be made for each per­
son to show the country or place of 
birth,/ year of immigration to Ca­
nada if boro elsewhere, year of na­
turalization if formerly an alien, and 
also racial or tribal origin, nation­
ality and religion. Every person of 
alien birth who has become a na­
tural Need citizen is a Canadian by 
nationality, and every British sub­
ject with residence in Canada, as 
well as every native of Canada who 
has acquired citizenship by birth or 
naturalization, is also a Canadian 
by nationality. But there is no 
Canadian by racial or tribal origin, 
unless .the Indians are so counted.

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TO FORCE THE ACCESSION BILL
In the meantime, the uncertainty
