1 wonder that the self-devotlon of our
priests does not strike Protestants in
this point of view. Whatdo they gain
by professing a creed in which, if my
assailant 18 to be belleved, they really
do not believe ? What 18 their reward
for committing themeelves to a life-
restraint and toll, and after all to a
premature and miserable death? Tne
Irich fever cut off between Liver; ocl
and Leeds thirty priests and more,
young men in the flower of their daye,
old men who seemed entitled to ecme
qulet time after their long toll There
was a Bishop cut off in thg north ; but
what had a mau of his ecclesiastical
rank to do with the drudgery and dan-
ger of sick calle, except that Christian
faith and charity constrained him?
Priests volunteered for the dangerous
service, It was the same on the first
coming of the cholers, that mysterious,
awe {nspiring irfliction. If priests
did not heartily belleve in the Creed
of the Church, then I will sy that the
remark of the Apostle had is fullest i1-
lustration : ‘‘If in this life only we
have hope in Christ, we are
of all men most miserable” What
could support & set of hypocrites in the
presence of a deadly disorder, one of
them following another in long order
up the forlorn hope, and one after an
other perishing? And such, I may
say, is its substance, is every miesion-
priest’s life. He is ever ready to eac-
rifice himself for his pzople. Night
or day, sick or well himself, in all
weathers, off he ig, on the news of a
sick call. The fact of a parishioner
dying without the Sacraments through
his fault is terrible to him. Why ter-
rible, if he has not a deep absolute
faith, which he acts upon with a free
service? Protestants admire this
when they see it, but they do not seem
to see as clearly that it excludes the
very notion of hypocracy.

Sometimes, when they reflect upon
it, it leads them on remark on the won
derful discipline of the Catholic priest-
yood ; they say that no Church has so
weoll-urdered = clargy, and that in that
respect it surpoeses their own ; they
wish they could have such exact dis-
cipline among themselves. But is it
an excellence which can be purchased?
Is it a phenomenon which depends on
nothing else than {itself, or is it an
egect which has a cause? You cannot
buy devotion at & price. ‘'It hath
never been heard of in the land of
Bhonaan, neither hath it been in The-
man. Thechildren of Agar, the mer-
chants of Meran, none of thesa have
ever known its way.” What, then, is
that wonderful charm whi:h makes a
thousand men act all in one way and
infuses a prompt obedlence to rule, as
if they were under some stern military
compulsion ? How difficult to find an
answer unlees you will allow the obvi-
ous one that they believe intensely
what they profess ! — Cardinal New

A NUN SEES THE WORLD

After Forty-five Years In a Convent,

After forty-five years spent as a
cloistered nun in the Ursuline convent
at Bedford Park, near New York,
Cecilia Lawrence, known in the Sister-
hood as Mother Cecilia, passed beyond
the convent walls and for the first time
in her life rode on a rallroad train.

Permission to leave the convent for
a brief period was obtained by a
special dispensation from Archbiehop
Corrigan on account of Mother Cecilia'’s
falling health, and last week she went
to Babylon 1. I, where the will be
nursed by the Sisters of the couvent of
St. Joseph,

Mother Cecilia 18 a daughter of
Bryan Lawrence, who lived in New
York, and at his death left 100 000
to the Ursuline convent and a like sum
to his daughter., She assumed the
white vell when ehe was a girl grad-
uate, seventeen years old.

Oa taking the final vows Miss Law-
rence devoted her whole fortune to the
convent of which she has now been an
inmate nearly half a century.

It was with the utmost reluctance
that the venerable nun was persuaded
to leave her lifelong retreat.

Accompanied by two of the Sisters,
she left the convent and went by train
from Bedford Park to the Grand Cen-
tral Station. Thence an electric car
took her through the bustling streets
and another across the great bridge to
the Fiatbush avenue station, where
another traln was taken to Babylon,

She was like a being suddenly trans-
lated from another world, All was
strange beyond realization. She was
stunned by the ruszh and roar of tre
tralns, by the epeed of the electric
carg, by the noise and bustle of the
great city, by the immensity of the

crowds, and towerlug maes of the
bulldings.

Throughout the long journey she eat
outwardly impassive and almost

silent, only opening herlips to murmur
‘‘ Wonderful ! Wonderful.” She was
like one in a dream.

Grave fears were entertained lest
the shock of the journey and excite-
ment of her new experience would
have a serious effect in her enfe)bl d
condition, but after she had rested for
a while at Babylon she dwelt with
eager pleasure on her new experience.
The trains, she said, frightened her at
ficst, but she soon became reassured
and positively enjoyed the rapid
motion. The electric cars she thought
e¢ven more wonderful.

What impressed her more than any
thing else was the mighty tide of hu-
manity flowing along the streets
throughout which she passed. In the
af'ernoon she was able to make a visit
to Oak Island There she had her first
view of the ocean and sald that it was
the most glorious of all the slghts she
hid seen.

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THE FORESTERS' PICNIC.

To the Editor of the CATHOLIC RECORD :

Dear Sir—Relative to the Foresters' picnic,
held in Fallowtleld on July 4 it is due to both
the pastor and people of that parish to offer a
few words of explanation. The trouble which
occurred was certainly deplorable, but at the
same time was very much exaggerated by
**Soggarth” who, by the way, was not present
at the picnic. This ia the true nature of the
case: Two or three of the Foresters, without
the knowledge or consent of their brothers,
brought lager beer on the grounds, a matter
which was sincerely deplored by the other
members of the court, for as a bady there is no
more fervent and law-abiding Catholics in Car-
leton than the Catholic Foresters of Fallow-
field. No persons got drunk at the picnic, but
after it was over, some twenty or so called at
the hotel, where I am sorry to say, a few of the
Catholic Foresters were Lhe first to give bad
example; and there, not at the picnic grounds,
originated the disgraceful scenes which Iam
foremost to condemn. But are we to hold the
whole parish responsible for the acts of these
few? In my humble opinion, no.

The next and most painful charge in the ar-
ticle of **Soggarth’ is that the people of Fal-
lowfleld at large are wanting in respect to the
clergy. To this charge | can safely give a flat
denial . Has *“Soggarth” forgotten that the
people of Fallowfield are Irish and Catholic.

THE TRANSVAAL WAR.

In the Transvaal, the main army of the Boers
is being gradually driven to the refuge of the
mountains in the northeast corner of the quon.
dam South Afriean Republic or the Transvaal-
On August 20th Lord Roberts had his head-
quarters at Belfast, 153 miles east of Pretoria,
from which point he sont a despatch to the war
office, stating that Waterval-hoven had been
capbured by Lord Dundonald who had driven
the enemy through the town. Watervalonder
was also taken, which isabout 28 miles further
east than Beifast

At Nooltgedacht, which is still further east,
1,8 0 Brivish prisoners were released. These
are in bad condition being ill-clothed, and
many of them in half-starved condition, but
they have reached the quarters of Generals
French and PoleCaren.  They report that
Presidents Krugerand Steyn, also Bota, Mey
er and Schatkburger left Noolteedact for Nols
pruit on Aug. 29. Nelspruit is about 120 mil
east of Middlebarg, and abou
torin.

It is expected that the defeat of Botha will
pivan end to the war,

The movements of Lord Roberts are neces
sarily ilow onaceonnt of the diffiult nature of
the country which forms thescene of the pres
ent operations, but Lord Roterts hopes to force
adecisive battle to bring matters to a crisis
without further delay.

On Aug. 23 a bold attempt was made by Gen.
Botha to capture Buller's cavalry, and in fact
he inflicted a severe loss on two companies of
the Liverpool Regiment who lost 10 Kkilled and
3 wounded.  Besides these Buller lost 20 in
killed,wounded and missing, but succeeded in
repelling the Boer attack, which was well
planned and desperately fought out,

General Dy Wet has again succeoded in
effecting a clever escap>. Delarey appeared be-
ford Bank station on August 25, with a large
force and summoned the garrison to surrender,
I'ne garrison refused, and De Wet who was
closely pressed by a superior British force took
occasion of the diversion to make his escape
and crossed the river toward the Orange
River Colony, where he is likely to give somws
trouble yeu before he can be trapped.

Notwithatanding that the Boer forces are
being gradually cooped up at every point
where they make a stand, they s.ill inflict
some severe blows, At Klerksdarp 52 men of
the Kimberly Mounted Corps were captured
by a detachment of De Wett's army, and thore
was a fight at Reitfontein near Pretoria in
which 14 Seaforth Highlanders ware taken
prisoners, Considerablo activity is also shown

y the Boers near Mafeking, where guerilla
parties are constantly sniping at the British,

powers hold against each other

S0 long a# the allies worked together har
moniously, no other result could have been ex-
peeted than that China should succumb to
their united forces  The absence of any truly
patriotic feeling among these Orientals, to
gether with the vastly superior armaments of
the Europeans and Japancse, made the large

But now that Pekin has been taken and is
held by the allies, a cause of dissension has
arisen which, unless it be pacifica ly remaoved,
may snatch the fruits of victory out of their
!i'llrglm and leave the Celestials masters of the
ficld.

China has offered to negotiate for peace
through Li-Hung Chang whe, it isclaimed, has
credentials from the Empress authorizing him
1o act a8 plenipotentiary ; and now Russia pro-
poses to admit his representative authority,
and to ¢ater intc negotiations with him, This
will practically be an amnesty for the Chiflese
Empress. if the plan be acted upon,and as a
matter of course, she will become mistress of
the sitnation to continue the anti foreign course
on which she has entered ; for it {s now absc-
lutely established as a fact that she was privy
to and authorized the massacres of foreigners,

In furtherance of these proposed negotia-
tions, Russia desires the withdrawal of the
allies from Pekjn, which would give up to
China, during the negotiations, the vantage
ground which the allies have gained after so
much trouble, and as the sacrifice of so many
lives,

Strange to say, the United States Govern-
ment appears to be disposed to act upon the
proposal of Russia, and thus strong pressure
i3 brought to bear upon the other allies by two
of the important powers, to put &an end to the
invasion of China to obtain redrees for the
enormities which have been perpetrated by
the Chinese, It is expected, also that France
will join with Rusgia and the United States in
these proposals.

The British press strongly 'object to the
adoption of this plan, whereby U fruits of
the victories already gained by the allies will
be lost; but it is feared that so strong will be
the pressure exerted by the three powers men-
tioned that the British Government may be
obliged to yield in this matser.

Russia has already overrun Manchuria, and
at the ateat moment tha newa aa arrived
that the Chinese have evacuated their last
stronghold, Muckden in that province,
Naturally the other European powers which
have important interests in the East
to protect, and also Japan, are un-
willing to eee the Russians acquire this ex
tensive territory without gaining for them-
selves some equivalent. They are, therefore,
opposed to the evacuation of Pekinon thie, as
well as on the grounds already mentioned, un-
legs simultaneously with their evacuation of
Pekin, Manchuria bz also evacuated by
Russia, which power,is #o far from manifesting
any desire to evacuate Chinese territery that
it is said she has at this moment 375 000 troops
now on the way to be poured into Manchuria
and other points in China.

It is readily understood why the United
States may agree to Russia’s proposition, as it
has comparati v emall commercial interests
in the far EKast; and on the other hand, itis
one of the grounds of opposition to President
McKinley's re -election that he has committed
the country to an expansionist policy. ence
he is anxious to withdraw from the Cninese
embroglio as 3oon as he can do so, even by
yielding a point, in order that the least possible
capital may be made out of the expansionist
policy of the Republican party duriug the Pre
sidential campaign.

Germany, Ausiria, and Ibaly are said to be
dererminedly opposed to the Russian proposals,
and here it may be feared that there is now an
apple of discord between the allies, which may
resuly disastrously to Christians and toreign-
ers in China alike,

The Daily Mail of London puts this matter
into a nutshell saying:

“Until St. Petersburg definitely declares
that no Russian soldier will remain in Man
churia, Russia cannot expect that the powers
will accept her protestations that she has no
desire for territorial aggrandisement.”’

German papers say, ominously, that ‘‘the
retirement of the allies from Pekin would have
a sad effect in encouraging the Chinese.”

The effect of the guns of the allies upon the
fortifications of Pekin, when the city was at
taoked, was very great, The battlements of
the city were everywhere protected by huge
guns in pairs, and these were all destroyed by
the shells of the allies, and were surrounded
by dead Chinese, while the losses of the allies
were comparatively small,

The deatruction done by the Chinese in the
legation quarter, before the occupation of the
city by the allied troops, was fearful. Lega
tion street has been utterly destroyed, and
pea very foreigner’s house has heen either
burned, blown up, or destroyed by shells he
French Legation, which was the finest part of
the city, has only a few battered walls left, and
the other legations are aimost in a similar con-
dition. The native quarters also sufferea
greatly, both from depredation by Boxers and
trom the shells of the allies.

The report of a combined declaration of war
by Russia, Germany and Japan, against China,
turns out to have no foundation in fact, as we
suspected would be the case. It is asserted
now that once more a force consisting of Rus
gians, Germans and Japanese has gone into the
interior in pursuit of the Empress, who has a
guard of only 1,500 troops to protect her. It is,
believed that she has establiched her court at
Siangfu, the arcient capital.

There are reports to the effect that Li Hung
Chang is now actually engaged in negotiating
with the powers, and also that Prince Tuan,
the Boxer leader wae Kkilled in a bottle at Te-
heku where the Japanese gained a great vic-
tory over the Boxers killing 1,500,

There was also a battle outside of Tien-T¢gin,
in which the Boxers were rignally defeated by
1,075 Americans, British, and Japanese, under
the British General Dorward. The Boxers lost
300 killed and 64 prisoners who had been
wounded. The Americans had 5 wounded, the
Japanese 6, the British none.

The New York San in ite Washington cor-
respondence of Saturday asserts that the posi-
tion of the United States has been misunder-
atood. According to the correspondent, the
American Government i3 anxious to continue
the occupation of Pekin, but will not keep its
troops there if any power withdraw.

The latest intelligence is to the effect that
Prince Ching will go to Pekin to begin newoti
ations 1f his liberty is guaranteed by the
power,
