OF RAILWAYS, FACTORIES AND BANKS, 
WHO EXERCISE A TREMENDOUS INFLUENCE 
OVER THE VISIBLE GOVERNMENT. THEY 
ARE THE INVISIBLE GOVERNMENT. AND 
THEY MUST BE UNSEATED BEFORE THE 
FREE AND UNBIASSED WILL OF THE PEOPLE 
WILL PREVAIL IN THE MAKING OF OUR 
LAWS.
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
