The SHAVES COST FIFTEEN CENTS.CANADIANS TAKE BY STORM POSITIONS NEAR ZILLEBEKE

LONDON, June 14.—Canadian troops, in what the British 
official statement describes as a “gallant and snuccessful as­
sault” southeast of Zillebeke, recaptured a former British posi- 
iotn over a fron of more than 1500 yards. Notwithstanding a 
severe s helling the Canadian retained the ground gained, which 
is being consolidated.

The text of the statement follows:
“At 10.30 in the morning the Canadian troops made a gal­

lant and successful assault southeast of Zillebeke. Their objec­
tive was our old position in that neighborhood, all of which was 
captured on the front attacked, extending from the southern por­
tion of Sancturay Wood to a point about 1000 yards north of 
Hill 60, a total front of over 1500 yards.

“In the course of the assault heavy losses were inflicted on 
theenemy and three officers and 123 men were taken prisoner.

“Our troops were subjected to a severe shelling for several 
hours after gaining the position, but were well suported by our 
artillery and retain the ground gained, which is being consoli­
dated. Heavy bombardments by the enemy continued during the 
day, to which our artillery replied effectively.

“Attempts of hostile infantry to counter-attack were frus­
trated by our artillery fire.”

EGG-LAYING RECORD 
Early last December P. S. D. Hard­

ing of Smiths Falls bought ten Barred 
Rock pullets from Hamilton Stewart 
of Drummond and kept them in a box 
six by eight feet in size during the 
winter. For each month from Decem­
ber to May he kept a record of all the 
eggs laid by these ten pullets, and at 
the end of May,, six months to all,, he 
found that his barred rocks had beat­
en the International egg-laying rec­
ord, having laid on an averagè for 
each month 100.2 eggs.
