The views of the
two gentlemen are very gimilar, as they
could hardly fail to be when the most
urgent needs of the city are so apparent
to all, but in conversations that followed
the interview both seemed to bave about
the same ideas of the organization of
the council and the dividing up of the
work into committees, and so on. C.0.

Lalonde was found at his store, and
while continauing to busy himself with
castomers talked as follows:.
Protect Health and Wealth.
«The first expenditure of the new
city council would be a double header.
It would be for the thorough equipment

of a fire briga.de—thoroughly, I mean in
proportion to the means at our disposal;
then to establish grades and levels so
that the sewerage could be at once at-
tended to. These two matters are of
the very first importance; saving the
town from being burned down and say-
ing the people from ty hoid, diphtheria
and other diseases. The next thing in
point of importance is to level all the
sidewalks of the most central streets.
“Now 48 to the sewerage gystem.

we had time the plan I would propose
would be to advertise and offer a prize
for the best system of sewerage for the
city. This, of course, cannot be thought
of, and thedetails of the course the coun-
cil will take under the circumstances of
course I am unable to state. It should
be a system that could be put into im-
mediate operation, bedause 1n regard to
that as in regard to the protection against
fire, one day’s delay might prove disas-
trous. At the same time we should first
adopt some well-defined system, suf-
ficiently large to last for some years, and
capable of enlargement to meet growing
needs, and then immediately construct
tl;z(farts of it that are the most urgently
needed.

Street lmprovements Next.
«Qf course with $50,000 we can only do

a part of what we would like to do, but
it is probable that early in the history of

the new town council steps will be taken
to raise further funds for the real neces-
gities of the situation, with a strict care,
however, that the new town is not over-
burdened.

«“Having established levels and grades
and gone to work on the sewerage 8ys-
tem, the sidewalks on Columbia avenue
should be levelled on both gides and the
steps done away with. This is important
because’ should anyone be injured by
reason of the present sidewalks the city
would be responsible for damages. Then
we would improve the other streets of
the city in rotation, beginning with those
the most frequented.

An Inspector of Chimneys.

«There is a point I would like to men-=
tion in relation to the fire department,
and it is this: An inspecter should be
appointed to examine every chimney in
the town, with full power to order alter-
ations in their construction, and those
who failed to obey the orders should be
fined. This would do away with the
danger everyone now runs of a fire from
improperly constructed flues.

Oity to Own Water and Light.

“Agto the water supply, as soon as
possible steps should be taken to esti-
mate the city’s needs and then the ca-

city of the present company. In case
its capacity is not sufficient it shall be
calle(F upon to put in a proper and ade-
quate system; failing to do that, the
council or some other company should
put in a system that would give an ade-
quate supply.”’
