The use of a list of such citizens
now in the possession of the Semi-
Centennial Association was promis-
ed to the officials of the Fund to-
gether with assistance in the work
of preparing the appeals. Discuss-
~ion was evoked also upon the ques-
tion of the length of time to be
consumed in the celebration. Ald.
J. J. Kelly and others advocated
the confining of the ceremonies to
ope day exclusive of the opening
religious services upon Sunday, th2
day fixed being Monday, July 2, a
statute holiday. Mr, J. G. Liddell
was strongly in faver of retaining
the original two day plan, assuring
the meeting that an ample program
would be prepared to cover that
time, and that the financial success
would acerue.

The question was settled by the
motion of Messrs MacBride and
Ward, that the program committee
bring in at a subsequent meeting
a8 report wpon the question of cele-
brating upon one or two days, and
that an outline be given of the en-
tire proceedings, fixing the approxi-
mate time to be consumed and the
cost thereof.

The minutes of the previous
meeting were read and adopted.

G. A. Ward, S. P. Pitcher, G. D.
Watt and Ald. J. S. Dowlmg were
appointed to wait upon the finance
committee of the city council at-its
meeting on Friday evening next, to
retquest a grant of $500.00 from the
city.

It was now npossible for
these men to be nlaced in other
branches of war service, where the
medical requirements were not sc

given by eligibies for not enlisting,
and in this connection declared, “I
tell you, the ‘excuse factory’ is work-
ing overtime these aayvs. There is
not a man in khakij to-day who could
not have, had he so desired, given a
legitimate excuse for not enlisting.”
He inquired if, after the vast outlay
of mian nower, and material resour-
ces that hnd already been made, was
the country now to give up with res-
ignation, and be forced to inform
the Mother Country that nothing
more could be exnected from Can-
ada?

Private
Landers stated that he, accompanied

Silbermann went to Paris as the
representative uf the King Rubber
Company of Hyde Park, Massachus-

etts. He was commissioned by Got-
twik, Scheffer and Company, the
New York agents of the Massach-
usetts firm, to sell rubber gloves to
the belligerent nations. He was ‘de-
nounced in Paris by a Serbian who
had known him in New York, and
was arrested last October. Repre-
sentations in regard to his case were
made to the United States depart-
ment by his sister, a resident of New
York and by Paul Gottwik, his em-
ployer.

SIR SAM HUGHES

Makes Speech in Commons
in Explanation of Course

MODERATE IN TONE

Was Shocked When Asked
to Cast in His Lot With

Liberal Party
e e

Ottawa, Jan. 31.—The speech of
Gen. Sir Sam Hughes in the House
yesterday is best described as a bit-
ter disappointment to the Opposition.
It was moderate in tone, dignified
and restrained within the lines of a
straightforward explanation of the
course taken by the late Minister,
and the points of administrative pol-
icy which brought him into conflict
with his colleagues. Sir Sam’s earn-
est desire to promote the welfare of
the Canadian soldiery by the meth-
ods which commended themselves to
him was the keynote of his address.
The studied effort of Liberal speak-
ers to goad the former Minister into
the delivery of a speech which would
provide them with material for ad-
ditional attacks upon the govern-
ment, failed of its purpose.

“I‘have been asked,” said he, “by |
some-—not officially by Liberal lead-
ers—to cast in my lot with Laurier
and the great, the time-honored Lib-
‘eral party. In all love and kindness
let me say the idea shocked me. To
assist in placing a statesman of even
his high character in power with the
principles epunciated by his author-
ized supporter in Dorchester, and
have Canada depend on his ideals for
the conduct and the settlement of
the war, would be repugnant to my
very soul.”

Further on he said; ‘‘Whatever my
course to-day may be, and whatever
the effect to me may be, rest assured
my .aim, my purpose, my determina~-
tion have but one conclusion; the ac-
tive, energetic conduct of the war to
a victorious conclusion.” v

Drew Large Audience

The announcement that Sir Sam
Hughes would speak drew to the
House a crowd which taxed the ca-
pacity of the gallery. He dealt with
the question of future enliStments,
and reaffirmed his advocaey of = the
calling out ef the single men - for
home defence under the provisions
of the Militia Act, arguing that from
the men so trained drafts would be
easily available for service overseas.
He stated that fhere were 788,000
single men in Canada eligible for
military service. Sir Sam said that
he had planned to have at least six
Canadian divisions at' the front in
order that two might always be in
rest billets. He declared his belief

promotions in the ‘Canadian army
should be in the hands of the Can-
adian authorities and that the of-
fice of Overseas Minister was a pure-
Iy ornamental one. Sir Sam vindi-
cated the advocacy of life-long ad-
herence to British principles, but
stated that he was going to stand by
the rights of Canada and the consti-
tution to the end. In this connection
he also asserted his belief in the ef-
ficiency of Canadian officers as
compared with officers of the British
army or any other army.
Support for Sir Sam

Sir Thomas White, who followed
the ex-Minister of Militia, gave the
latter eredit for his mobilization of
the first contingent and for originat-
ing the ideas which had led to the
development of the shell industry in
Canada. The Minister of Finance re-
ferring to certain letters which Sir
Sam had read, denied that he had
ever engaged in intrigue against that
gentleman or had instigated news-
paper attacks upon him. On the con-
trary, he had given him a generous
measure of his support in his plans
for the improvement of the Canadian
militia.

Sir Thomas quoted at length, let-
ters which he had written to the
Prime Minister, and which 'indicated
his position with regard to the con-

trol of Canadian expenditures in
Great Britain. He had fel?that since
the members of the cabinet were in-
dividually and collectively constitu-
tionally responsible for these expen-
ditures they should not be made
solely on the authority of depart-
mental officers. He had first suggest-
ed an audit of such disbursements.
Later, he had thought a commission
with Sir George Perley at its hgad
should authorize expenditures in
England, and finally had reached the
conclusion that a Minister of over-
seas services, responsible as was a
Minister at home for the administra-
tion of his department should be ap-
pointed. The Finance Minister con-
demned the partisan attitude of the
Opposition and the suggestions that
came from that quarter to the effect
that Canada lacked leadership., He
outlined the achievements of the
Domipion and its government since
the war began as the answer to these
insinuations.

Speeches by Hon. William Pugs-
ley and Mr. A. Bellemare of Maskin-
onge, brought the debate to a close.
The address to the 'Govérnor-Gen-
eral, in reply to the speech from the
Throne was then adopted,
