Fires in Vienna.
. For a city of more than two million
inhabitants Vienna certainly enjoys an
amazing immunity from fires. The re-
port of the city fire department, just
issued, shows that the total losses from
fire in 1906 were less than £26,000.
The department cost the city about
£60,000,

In all there were 1,109 fires, an aver-
age of a little more than three a day. Of
these thirty-seven were classified as
large, 156 medium and 976 small fires.
Thirty-four were in pyblic buildings, 426

in_private houses and 109 in the streets. |

The small total of the aggregate loss
is due not only to the activity of the fire
department, but also to the very solid
construction of all buildings in the city
public and private alike. While practi
cally the whole population live in flats,
it is seldom that a fire will extend be-
yond the apartment in which it breaks
out.—Vienna correspondence Pall Mall
Gazette.
