“ To pick anew the sorrows of the last ten 
years, and 'stings and pains, I had daily 
schooled myself to bury and forgive, makes 
this imperative act, called forth by the 
malicious statement of my husband, the sad' 
dost act of my Ufe ; besides my thought of 
following the Master contradicts this act ef 
my pen, and s sense of the perversion of my I 
life’s faith almost compels me now to stand 
aside tiU God himself delivers. Yet I see I 
in this wanton act np urgent call and privi­
lege from which I shrink not. To reply in 
detail to the twenty-two articles of arraign­
ment I shall not attempt at present. Yet, 
if called on to testify to each and all of 
them, I shall not hesitate to do so. Suffice 
it for my purpose now that I reply 
to one or more of the most glaring 
charges. Touching the feigned sorrow of my 
hns band’s compulsory revelations, I solemnly 
avow that long before the WoodhnU publica­
tion I knew him by insinuation and direct 
statement to have repeated to my very near 
relative and friend the substance of these 
accusations, which shock the moral sense of 
the entire community this day. Many 
times, when hearing that certain persons 
had spoken ill of him, he has sent me to 
chide them for so doing, and then and there 
I learned he had been before me with his 
calomnies against myself, so that I 
speechless. The reiteration in his statement 
that he had persistently striven to hide these 
■o-csUed facts is utterly false, as his hatred 
to Mr. Beecher has existed these many years, 
and the determination to rain Mr. Beecher 
been the only aim of his life.

THE TREATY.

ITS OPERATION AGAINST ENGLAND.
(From the London Standard, July 8.)

We publish to-day the text of the Redit 
procity Treaty between the United States 
and the Dominion of Canada, which has 
been recommended to the American Senate 
by President Grant, in a Message dated the 
15th of June. It wUl be found to be, upon 
examination, one of the most remarkable

üôjtùTth-our diplomatic history, justifying 
manner of its negotiation and in its political 
and commercial bearing upon the interests 
of Great Britain, all that we have said of its 
character and its probable results. The 
first thing we have to note of this mysterious 
passage of diplomacy is that it bears upon 
the face of it no clear indication of its source 
or its cause of being. Who has originated 
the Treaty, or who Is responsible for its pre­
visions; is a problem which we are quite as 
little able to solve as the Americans them­
selves, who profess an entire ignorance 
of the matter. It has not been prefaced 
by any of the usual discussions in the press 
or in the Parliament of any of the three 
countries directly concerned. It 
been recommended, so far as we know, by 
any authority, either commercial or politi­
cal in the States, in Canada, or in Great 
Britain.

Articles 1, 2, and 3 are merely repetitions 
of Articles 22, 23, 24, and 25 of the 
Treaty of Washington, being only dis- 
tinct in this one feature, that whereas 
the former Treaty contemplated a money 
compensation to be paid by the United 
States to Canada in order to balance 
the respective value# of their fisheries, that 
equivalent for the surrender of the Canadian 
fishing grounds to America Is wholly dropped 
in the present Treaty, nor is there, so far as 
we can perceive, the slightest advantage 
given to Canada in lieu thertbf. In fact, in

A diamond, said to be the largest yet die-

The stone weighs about 
two hundred and ninety carats, and is of the 
purest water. Some months will probably 
elapse before the diamond is finished. Al­
though it is impossible to estimate the exact 
value of the gem while still in its rough 
state, it is believed that should the stone 
when finished realise the expectations formed 
of it, its value will be at least $100,000.

The French Geographical Society projects 
the formation of an inland sea to the south 
of the French colony of Algeria. There are 
in Northern Africa lakes known by the name 
of Chotta, which run dry at certain periods 
of the year. A chain of these Chotta, the 
first of whioh is only separated from the 
Mediterranean by sandy downs, extends as 
far as Brisks to the south of Constantine. 
The last of the chain being twenty-seven 
metres below the level of the sea, it is 
thought feasible, by cutting through the sand 
above the first Chott, to admit the waters of 
the Mediterranean to this series of lakes, and 
thus form a salt-water lake at the southern 
extremity of the chain, Important enough to 
admit of the creation of seaports.

We learn by a letter from SI Petersburg, 
that one day lately, the body of the Russian 
courier who left Peking for Kiachta, with 
the mail-bags for Europe, was found in the 
snow in the Mongolian Desert, frozen to 
death. The mails were not found with him, 
but have safely come to hand at Kiachta, 
and been sent on to Europe, from which it 
is inferred that the corpse had been first dis­
covered by some Mongolian traveller, who 
had taken op the mail bags with him and 
delivered them unopened and in safety.

A STRANGE STORY.

THE SCHOONER PEARL AND THE 
DEVIL FISH.

(From the Homeward Mail.)
The following strange story has been com- 

munies ted to the Indian papers : “ We had 
left Colombo in the Steamer Strathowen, had 
rounded Galle* and were well in the bay, 
with our course laid for Madras, steaming 
over a calm and tranquil sea. About an 
hour before sunset on the 10th of 
May we saw on our starboard beam and 
about two miles off a small schooner lying 
becalmed. There was nothing in her ap­
pearance or position to excite remark, bat 
as we came up with her I lazily examined 
her with my binocular, and then noticed be­
tween ns, but nearer her, a long, low, swell- 
ing lying on the sea, which from its colour 
and shape I took to be a bank of seaweed. 
As I watched, the mass, hitherto at rest on 
the quiet sea, was set in motion. It struck 
the schooner, whioh visibly reeled, and then 
righted. Immediately afterwards the masts 
swayed sideways, and with my glass I could 
oi early discern the enormous mass and the 
hull of the schooner coalescing—I can think 
of no other term. Judging from their ex­
clamations, the other gazers must have wit­
nessed the same appearance. Almost im­
mediately after the collision and coalescence 
the schooner’s masts swayed towards us, 
lower and lower ; the vessel was on her 
beam-ends, lay there a few seconds, and 
disappeared, the masts righting as she sank, 
and the main exhibiting a reversed ensign 
struggling toward its peak. A cry of hor­
ror rose from the lookers-on, and, as if by in­
stinct, onr ship’s head was at once turned to­
ward the scene, which was now marked by 
the forms of those battling for life—the sole 
survivors of the pretty little schooner which 
only twenty minutes before floated bravely 
on the smooth sea. As soon as the poor fel­
lows were able to tell their story they aston­
ished us with the assertion that their vessel 
had been submerged by a gigantic cuttle-fish 
or calamary, the animal which in a e miller 
form, attracts so much attention in the 
Brighton squariom as the octopus. Each 
narrator had his version of the story, but in 
the main all the narratives tallied so remark­
ably as to leave nd doubt of the fact. As 
soon as he was at leisure, I prevailed on the 
skipper to give me his written account of 
the disaster, and I have now much pleasure 
in sending you a copy of-hit narrative :—

“ 1 wai. lately the skipper of the Pearl 
schooner, 160 tons, ss tight a little craft as 
ever sailed tne seas, with a crew of six men. 
We were bound from the Mauritius for Ran­
goon in ballast, to return with paddy, and 
had put in at Galle for water. Three days 
out we fell becalmed in the bay (lat. 8 50 N., 
long. 84 5 E ). On the 10th of May, 'about 
5 P. M ,—eight bells I know had gone—we 
sighted a two-masted screw on out port quar- 
ter, about five or six miles off. Very soon 
after, as we lay motionless, a great mass rose 
slowly ont of the sea about half a mile off 
on oar larboard side, and

m brought forward with that 
great object it would have failed had it not 
been for his foU determination ; and only 
within recent years as Prime Minister 
of England—(applause)—he carried that 
great act which supplied the deficiency and 
repaired the injustice of the previous Act, 
because it restored to the working classes of 
this country those franchises of which in 
1832 they were deprived. (Load applause ) 
The sculptor who has raised this statue 
equal to the great occasion has, in the 
beautiful bronzes which relieve the pedestal 
commemorated other Beenes in the life of 
Lord Derby besides those which he passed 
in the Senate and in the Council Chamber. 
He has depicted him as the Lord Chancel­
lor of the renowned University ; he has de­
picted him as the genial president of that 
committee ot charity and patriotism which, 
in the unprecedented crisis in the history of 
the industry of England, mitigated the 
sufferings of the population of that great 
country where he was born, where his issue 
lives, and which he represented so well. 
Lord Derby was far too successful a man to 
undervalue the advantages of wealth and 
lineage, bnt he valued them because they 
gratified his highest ambition, and allowed 
on his part a large performance of duty. 
He was one of those rare characters that, I 
am bold to say, can be found in no other 
country bnt our own. (Load applause. ) 
He combined the passion of politics with all 
the doctrines of domestic life. We have 
raised this statue to him not only as a com­
memorate but to inspire. (Loud and con­
tinued cheering.)

The effect of these articles, therefore, as to 
the future commercial relations between the 
mother country and Canada cannot be mis- 

en. By just as much as they favour 
the free exchange of commodities between 
Canada and the United States so they must 
injure the trade between Canada and Great 
Britain. In other words, the Treaty will 
establish what we have called a separate 
North American Zollveroin in resoect of 

the essential articles of trade 
tween Canada and the United S

Zollveroin from which Groat Britain 
will be excluded and by which she 

it bnt be prejudiced. How far the 
lercial reciprocity may be complete 

dev this Treaty between the two high < 
trading parties we leave it for the people 
of Canada to decide for themselves. They 
will not complain, however, if we regard it 
mainly from the point of view of oar own 
interest, in whioh interest we might « fairly 
suppose that they are not altogether uncon­
cerned. Commercially, the Treaty can only 
be regarded as one calculated to loosen 
bonds between Groat Britain and Canada.
By it Great Britain is excluded to a large 
extent from the Canadian markets, treated 
like a foreign and less favoured nation, and 
cut off from most of the advantages which 
she derives from her Canadian 
connection. PoliticaUy, the 
quencea of such a measure 
regarded as even more serious. With the 
free interchange ot commodities between the 
two countries a great step is taken towards 
assimilating Canada and the United States. 
With no custom houses between them they 
will, in fact, become, for all practicable pur­
poses, one country. The frontier will be 
obliterated, and the absorption of the leaser 
into the greater country will be only a ques­
tion of time.

If we turn to the articles in the Treaty 
• respecting internal navigation, we shall find 
not less cause for doubting the reality of 
this Reciprocity so far as Great Britain is 
concerned, and far more cause for "appre­
hending that it will inflict a direct blow 
aDon the future independence of Canada. 
Great Britain is so far committed to the 
Treaty, as that by Article 27 of that un­
lucky engagement of Washington, the Gov­
ernment of Great Britain undertook to 
“urge upon the Government of Canada to 
secure the citizens of the United States the 
use cf the Welland and other canals ; ” 
but this ssme article placed the 
Government of the United States 
under an equal obligation to throw open oar- 
tain American canals to “the subjects of 
her Majesty.” Here the Reciprocity was at 
least so far complete as that the whole peo- 
pie on eitner side were to have the free use 
of certain existing water-ways in North 
America. Bnt if we study the language of 
Articles 5, 6, 7, and 8 of the new Treaty, 
we perceive on what an important point this 
stipulation has been exceeded, to the benefit 
of the United States, the injury of Great 
Britain, and the damage of the principle of 
Reciprocity. In the first place, Canada is 
made tb concede a great deal more in the 
new Treaty than she was bound to do under 
the old one. The opening the canals of the 
Dominion to free navigation by the citizens 
of the United States was, indeed, so far oon- 
tern plated by the Treaty of Washing­
ton as that Articles 25. 26, and 27
of that engagement provided that the 
St. Lawrence and certain canals should be 
thrown open to the citizens of both conn- 
tries ; bnt this provision has been exceeded 
by Article 6 in the new Treaty, pledging 
Canada to construct, at her own expense, an 
entirely new canal from Canghnawanga to 
Lake Champlain, a work which can only 
benefit the United States, to the manifest in­
jury of Montreal and all Lower Canada. 
Secondly, we discover that, as we have 
noticed already, while it is stipulated that 
Canada shall construct these very large 
costly works of navigation, the United 
States only undertake to " uroe” upon the 
Government of the State of New York to 
make the necessary improvements on its 
side. What is the value of this conces­
sion on the part of the State» the 
Canadians ought to know already by 
their experience of the old Reciprocity 
Treaty, to which the United States 
Government undertook, in similar terms, to

THE PHILADELPHIA CH 
STEALING CASE.

MAYOR STOKELY OFFERS A RE 
WARD OF $20,000. 

Philadelphia, July 22.—The Mayor has 
issued the following proclamation, offering a 
reward, of $20,000 for the capture of the 
abductors of the child Charley Brewster 
Ross, and the restoration of the child :

Mayor's Office,
City of Philadelphia,

July 22, 1874. .
At the instance of the citizens of Phila­

delphia, 1 hereby offer a reward of $20,000 
for the arrest and conviction of the abduct­
ors of Charles Brewster Ross, the son of 
Christian K. Ross, of Philadelphia, and the 
restoration of that child to his parents. The 
child was stolen from Washington lane, near 
Chew street, Germantown, to the suburbs of 
Philadelphia, on the afternoon of the 1st of 
July last. At the time the child was stolen 
he answered to the following description 
Age, 4 years ; dressed to a brown linen kilt 
suit with a short skirt, a broad-brimmed, 
Panama hat, with a black band ; laoed shoes, 
and blue and white striped stockings. 
The boy has long, flaxen, curly hair, 
hazel eyes, clear skin, round, toll face, 
and no marks except those i 
by vaccination on the arm. His 
pearanoe, as above described, may have been 
greatly changed bp cutting off tie hair or 
changing his dress to that of a girl or in 

other way. The child was decoyed by

Prof. How- 
ard, who attends the man regularly, to con- 
nection with Dr. Worthington, is of opinion 
that it may be some undeveloped brain affec­
tion. The convulsions, which were very 
frequent for some time after the patient was 
first attacked, have become much less fre­
quent. He had only three yesterday, while 
at first he had about twenty to fifteen hours. 
Convulsions are one of the prominent symp­
toms of hydrophobia. The sufferer also ex­
periences difficulty in swallowing water, 
which is regarded as another symptom to 
other diseases as well War will not consent 
to wear a shirt. He will tear the garment 
off if one is pat upon him, and at times he 
will bite at his pillow. He is unable to ar­
ticulate, but generally makes himself under­
stood by signs and motions. A young man, 
an associate of his, who attends him, gener­
ally can comprehend him readily. The 
patient seems to understand what is spoken 
to him, but oannot answer orally. This is 
not unusual in oases of hydrophobia, as 
patients afflicted with that terrible disease 
can generally talk rationally after the par- 
oxysms are over. It was learned from the 
young man that he had been bitten by a dog 
ten years ago. Prof. Howard states that the 
longest period intervening between the bite 
and the development of the disease of which 
he had heard was seven years."

I may say no speech of 
bis I ever heard gave me greater pleasure 
than his private readings of Shakespeare 
among his own family. His translation of 
poems to four different languages are unfor­
tunately unknown to the world, and I sin­
cerely trust his successor will publish them. 
I can remember what his Latin speech was 
at Oxford, when he was installed as Lord 
Chancellor—a speech to which the severest 
critics oould find only three trifling errors. 
What I have said is not exaggerated, al­
though the feelings of my heart might tend 
to that result. Long may hia successors, 
and above all his sons, pass by this s'atue 
on the way to the Imperial Parliament, and 
add new honours to the ancient name. (The 
noble lord resumed hia seat amid loud ap- 
planae )

The German Heet.
The Borsenzéitung says that there are now 

two Alabama» to the German fleet—the Ari­
adne and the Louise—and that of the two 
other vessels of the same kind which are nor 
being built, the Freys will be ready uex~, 
year, while the Thusnelda will not be com­
pleted for some time to come. These ships 
are to be employed in cruising in dietans 
seas, in capturing merchant ships belonging 
to an enemy, and to taking part in naval en­
gagement!, to which they would assist tho 
heavier ships. For the latter purpose they 
are admirably adapted by their great steam 
power and their armament of 21-centimetre 
ooil guns, (200-ponndera,) which, being 
placed to the centre of the ship, may be em­
ployed to all directions while it is proceeding 
at full speed. These guns would enable tbe 
Ariadne and Louise to do considerable dam - 
age at long distances, even to such iron-clad* 
as the Konig Wilhelm or the English Her­
cules ; and the guns and steam power of tho 
Freys and Thusnelda will be tar superior to 
those of the Ariadne and Louise. The heavy 
broadside frigates of the German fleet are to 
be employed in engaging the enemy at close 
quarters and breaking through his lines, 
while turret-ships, which are armed with 
guns of muoh heavier calibre, are rather t > 
fire single shots at the enemy’s fleet as it 
oomes within range, or at his naval fortifica­
tions. The turrets and engine-rooms cf 
these ships are protected by iron plates from 
ton to eleven inches thick, to that they ma r 
be regarded] as invulnerable, even against 
400-pounders. The Hanaa, on the other 
hand, whioh is the only iron-clad corvette 
in the fleet, has a plate of four and a half 
inches only, so that it oould not well be em- 
ployed to attacking coast batteries, and It ia 
probable tint this vessel will be despatched 
for servie» In the Indian seas.

Grit Liberalism.—With all their boa*te l 
liberality, the Grits, as a Party, -are moet 
illiberal With liberty on their tonga eu 
they are tyrants at heart. It is openly ac* 
knowledged that Mr. McLaren was dismiss­
ed from his offioe of Postmaster at Vill i 
Nova because he was an active politician oa 
the Conservative side.
