. Friday, Oct. 18,
London, Oct. 17.—A telegram from 

Simla says :—An advance on Candahar 
can be expected immediately. Little re­
sistance is anticipated this side of Canda­
har.

The Right Hon. Richard Ashton Cross, 
Home Secretary, in a speech at Southport 
to-day, defended the Government’s past 
policy. He said the Government would 
never cease until by the exercise of their 
treaty rights they achieved England’s great 
civilmtig mission in the East In regard 
to Afghanistan, he said the Government 
had no desire to extend the boundaries of 
the Empire in that direction, but if they 
found new influences at work there they 
must be ready to deal with them. The 
Ameer’s answer might be satisfactory and 
no more might be heard of the matter, but 
a volcano might suddenly break upon them 
and the Government felt that in that part 
of Asia there must be no doubt of Eng­
land’s supremacy.

Edinburgh, Oct. 17.—The Scotman's 
London correspondent reports renewed 
rumours of an early dissolution of Parlia­
ment in consequence of differences in the 
Cabinet relative to the Indian policy.

Simla, Oct. 17.—The concentration of 
the Afghans in the Khyber past is causing 
uneasiness. The garrisons at Peshawnr 
and Kelat are being reinforced. The three 
Punjaub regiments reported for Ali Mus- 
jid and Candahar have been largely re­
inforced.

Bombay, Oct, 17.—The Times of India
publishes a despatch stating that the 
Ameer’s reply has been received and that 
it is unsatisfactory.

Vienna, Oct 17 —Andrassy's reply to 
to the Porte’s circular is published.

London, Oct. 20.—Sir Stafford North- 
cote, speaking at Birmingham on Saturday 
night, admitted the depression in trade and 
consequent loss of elasticity in the revenue. 
Nevertheless he does not anticipate the ne­
cessity of asking of the country renewed 
sacrifices. He condemned, the over-anxiety 
respecting the fulfilment of the provisions 
of the Treaty of Berlin. The disturbance 
of the waters. does not cease with the fall­
ing of the wind. An important moment 
would be next May, the period of the com­
plete Russian evacuation. He was con­
vinced the Powers would not suffer the 
Treaty of Berlin, which cost so nfcch, to 
be set aside. The English Government’s 
policy would be one of firmness, prudence, 
and moderation, and they would watch 
over the interests of England’s Indian 
Colonial Empire. The Government would 
not have the heart of England with them if 
it thought the interests of England were 
limited to these small islands (meaning 
Britain and Ireland). One great prindnle 
of their policy ia the preservation of the 
Ottoman Empire, and they intended to in­
troduce material improvement in Asiatic 
Turkey. He then defended the acquisition 
of Cyprus, which he said was vindicated by 
the Government’s policy respecting Egypt. 
Concerning Afghanistan, the Chancellor re­
iterated the statements made by Mr. Cross, 
Home Secretary, et Southport, adding that 
the Government will not allow its atten­
tion to he distracted from the execution of 
the Berlin Treaty.

Berlin, Oct. 19.—The Reichstag to-day 
passed all the remaining danses of the 
Anti-Socialist Bill and then adjourned un­
til two o’clock, when the entire bill was 
adopted by 221 against 149.

New York, Oct. 22.—The failure of 
Dodd, Brown k Co., of Sk Louis, has 
caused much excitement in the dry goods 
trade in this city. It is generally conced­
ed that their liabilities are $1,600,000 or 
more, the greater portion in New York, bat 
the firm is supposed to have creditors in 
Baltimore, Boston, Philadelphia and other 
places.

Omaha, Neb., Oct. 22.—Destructive 
prairie fires are raging near Kear­
ney, along the line of the Omaha 
and Republican Valley in Polk 
county and other sections of Nebraska.

We are glad to find there is in all the 
banks of London a strong feeling of confi­
dence and readiness to help those requiring 
it, which must go far to prevent any ex­
treme danger. If the business public ia as 
sensible as most London hank managers, 
the worst that could happen may probably 
be avoided.”

■ Ottawa, Oot 18.—Recent developments go to 
■how that fireman McAuley, whose remains were 
found yesterday In the Ottawa river, about fourteen 
miles from the city, eras murdered in cold blood. 
An inquest it now in progress. The medical evi­
dence revealed the tact that deceased met his death 
by a bullet shot In the head. The ball had entered 
near the right temple, about an inch above the ear, 
and half an inch forward. It went forward, striking 
the frontal bone, and then passed down a little, 
tiffing to penetrate the bone on the right cheek. 
On a line with the jaws was an abrsalou s couple of 
inches in length. It is evident that he waa shot by 
some party who stepped up to him from behind. 
The question of suicide cannot now be entertained 
for a moment, for deceased could never have shot 
himself in the manner mentioned and then thrown 
himself into the water. The medical men give it as 
their opinion that he waa dead before being placed 
In the water, and struck on the cheek with a stick 
before being shot. So far no evidence hae been 
elicited to implicate anyone in the murder, but sus­
picion points to one or two parties, who are being 
watched by the detectives. The inquest Is being 
held before Coroner Corbett The drawn la repre- 
•ratal by Mr. Laes, Q. €., and the firemen have in 
addition retained Mr. Moegrove to watch the ceae. 
Mo tame is being left unturned to probe the matter 
to the bottom and discover the murderer, If pos­
sible. Until the poet Bierlem examination waa arid 
to-day, it was very graenlly believed that McAuley 
had committed suicide on account of some dispute 
it was alleged he had ha* with the young 
lady he was keeping company with. This 
theory, however, has been exploded, and there is 
not the slightest doubt but that he was murdered, 
robbed, and than thrown into the river.

The evidence of the young lady goes to show that 
the deceased called on her on the avratra et the 1st 
Inst, and remained until twenty-live minute» after 
tee o’clock, and then left for the station to go on 
duty, having five minute» to tame. He never 
reached the station.

Deceased wae thirty-three years nt age, and had 
resided In Ottawa for » number of years. At the 
time of his death he wae Grand Chaplain at the 
Onego Young Britons.
