He acquired great wealth,
and owns one of the finest collection of
horses in Great Britain. Before leaving
Canada Mr. Dunn married Miss Gertude
Price, daughter of J. Price lumber mer-
chant, Quebec.

It will be remembered that Mr. Dunn
built a hospital at Bathurst, which is
