The quiet trading condit­
ions ruling during January 
more or less during the month 
under reyiew. The demand on 
the spot showed signs of ex­
pansion, and was reflected in 
the statistics. Arrivals were 
small, and exceeded in most 
instancetfby deliveries. Stocks 
taken all round are quite mod­
erate, and with increased de­
mand some varieties will soon 
require to be replenished.

The New Brunswick Fed­
eration of Labor adopted a 
number of resolutions which 
had been introduced on Tues­
day. One was to the effect 
that the Factory Act be re­
drafted and placed under the 
administration (of the Work­
men’s Compensation Act. An­
other was that the minimum
rate of compensation for wid­
ows and orphans under the 
Compensation Act be $30 and 
$7.50 per month. The resolu­
tion to amend the Power Act 
so as to permit the City of St. 
John to sell current in St. John 
County was adopted. The 
same was done with a résolu 
tion for free school books and 
also for one to amend the act 
relating to City Government 
of the City of St. John so as 
to permit bond issues on a 
majority vote of the Common 
Council. Other resolutions are 
under consideration.*

From Moncton a new resol­
ution was introduced to the 
effect that Labor be given re­
presentation on school boards 
and similar public bodies to 
which the Provincial Govern­
ment makes appointments.
