10 auv audienco be was addressing:
“ Today sll the great crimes are com-
mitted By ib8 young.” Guillot, s
msgistrate of Paris, saye: . “No
serious man oan fail to perceive that
this frightful angmentation of erime
coincides with ‘he ohanges intro-
duced into publio inetrmotion. In
Paris, from 1880 to 1893, more thsn
half of those sarrested were under
twenty, and mostly for grievous
Already in 1880 there
were 30 assassinations, 39 bomiocides,
3 paricides, 2 poisoninye, 184 infant-
ioides, 4,312 sssaults with dangetous
wespone, 25 cadea of arsew, 163 rob—
beries, 80 indecent assaults, 11,862
larcenies, all by oriminals aoder
twenty, There were a namber of
sunicides also. To make matters
worse, the official statistics are not
complete. In 1890 the number bad
reached 36,000 and went On inoreas
ing till 1904 Then the public go:
excited and an attempt was made to
redace the figures by juggling with
the statistics, witheus result, how-
ever, as the conolading wordeof thé
report of 1907 eay that the max-
imom of crime both for men and
women is to be found between the
ages of sixteen and twenty. Even
&8 regards murder, the criminality
is six tim#e more among the young
than Mng the adult, This is the
statemént of the Archives d’anthro—
pclogie eriminelle (1901)

If the reports of 1895 show a
diminution it is because the police
have lost coursge in the pursuit.
The magistrates have been told to
Lold off ; there would be too much
to do; the government hag instruct.
ed to bave as little as possible to do
with youth, This is founnd in the
reports of the Guardian of the Seals,
oF Justice Vellé (geveral addonntant
of the criminal courts from 1900 to
1904) ; of Justice Chanmie (1905)
and of the Mivister of Jdgtice, Guyot-
Dessaigne (1907).

The average of youthful suicides
less fhan sixteen years of age was
geventy-eight in 1896, and 120 ino
1900 ; from sixteen to twenty, the
total pumber in 1896 ;was 529, and
781 in 1900. The oauses of sll this
sre crowding in oities and factories,
condition of families, decadence of
apprenticeship, and the scbool.

The Christian ldea of
Private Ownership.

There are plenty of Socialists in
Italy, as elsewhere nowadays, and the
rights of property are constaotly being
attacked. Dealing with that question,
Cardinal Capecelatro, Archbishop of
Capua, points out that it is a Christian
idea, and one natural to man, that
private ownership of property is just,
But this Christian idea is quite apan
from the pagan one, that a man can
do what be likes with his private prop-
erty

To a Obristian, ownership of prop=
erty” must be conditioned by three
things—firstly, by jastice in the acqui:
sition and increase of it ; ucondy. by
orderliness and gooduess i kbe em-
ployment of it, and thirdly, hy 2 recog
nition of the claims of charity, which
regards the bumg; race as oane family,
all men as brothérs and God a8 glving
témporal goods ‘for the Pedefit not
merely of the polisesor,but of his
needy brethren.

The Cardinal laments that 1o many
Catholics in the latter times fail to
recognize this Christian comcept of
private ownetsbip of propetty, : and act
as though'they had the pagan idea
that they were entitled to do what
they like with their own. His words
are being widely quoted in Italy,
where, we hope, they may belp to
allay that ferment among the laboring
classes which is recruitiag the fanks
of socialism, REvidently His Emin-
ence believes that the best way to
meet the socialistic attack on private
property is to persuade wealthy own-
ers that they will be working for thair
real interests by regarding their duties
as well as their rights, and acting up
to that conception of ewnership which
follows from their acceptation of
Christian principles of moral conduct.
—Liverpool Catholic Times,

Rev. Father Robert Hugh Benson,
M.A , son of the late (Protestant)
Archbishop of Canterbury, and a con-
vert to the C tHolic Church, delivered
a lecture recently, in Liverpool, in the
course of which he said this about con-
verts and conversions:

“Another thing I notice in the
Church in Eugland is the extraordin-
ary number of conversions which take

being recorded, both amongst rich and
poor, educated and uneducated, and
to me it it most satisfactory to learn
that a large number of blackguards
are coming into the Church. Ifit
were possible to add another mark to
the Church it would be that she really
did gather under her wings the abso-
lute blackguard.

In the same lecture Father Benson,
speaking of the sanctity of Rome,
where he lived for some time after his
conversion, gave these examples :
“Her sanctity is to be seen again
in the way in which the people pray.
I remember once: observing a country
boy—the dirtiest I bave ever yet set
eyes on, and. who looked as if he had
not taken off his clotbes in six weeks,
I remember he entered the great
church in which I was, and walked
across the splendid marble floor as if
absolutely at home—every Catholic is
st home in bis church—and placing
& chair pear an altar, took out his
rosary beads, closed his eges in prayer,
add for twenty minutes remained ab-
solutely motionless.  But that is the
spirit of Rome.  There is boliness
everywhere. | remember on another
occasion visiting a little church clo¥e
to the city, where the Blessed Sacra-
meot it always exposed. I'remained
there ten minutes, od duringithat ten
wiautes the sacred edifice was visited
by the Queen of Italy, a great prince
of Rome, thirty shopkeepers, and
twenty beggars. All came nalurﬁly,
and all as equally the children of the
Divine Father.” ‘
