features, such as acquiring a team 
for the sole purpose of playing for 
the cup, contract breaking, and other 
features to which the great hockey 
emblem has been a prey in past.

of Corean revolutionists is feared fol­
lowing the assasination of Prince Ito 
at Harbin and the House of Viscount 
Sone, the Japanese president general 
is under the guard' of half a regiment 
of troops. The center of the revolu­
tion from the activity seems to lie 
here, and more soldiers are being 
rushed here.

From papers seized ip the office 
home of the assasin, it has been 
learned that many prominent Coreans 
were parties to, the murderous plot. 
That no more arrests have followed 
•the crime is believed due to the fear 
that drastic action by the officials 
would bring on an uprising at once 
with no adequate forces to meet he 
revolutionists. It is predicted that 
wholesale arrests will follow the com­
ing of re-inforcement and that Ane 
suspects will not be dealt with 
gently.

Officials admit that the situation 
is grave and that the crisis may come 
at any moment. It is evident from 
the, attitude of a considerable section 
of the Corean population that the 
assasination of Prince Ito was not 
unpleasing. Those comprising this 
section represent the element which 
is now deprived of opportunities form­
erly here and they are agitating for 
further violence.

Disturbed bv Reports.
Viscount Sone is much disturbed by 

reports coming ip regarding the at­
titude of some of the officials and 
others who were formerly closely Con­
nected with the court of emperor, it 
is now believed that the entire pint 
was hatched in Seoul and the closest 
investigation is proceeding to ferret 
out. every instigator of Prince Ito’s 
murder.

Chicago, Oct. 29.—Since the sum­

The first open move on behalf of the 
dismissed minister was made today, 
when fifty prominent business men 
of Chicago signed an invitation to 
him to be their guest at a danner on 
a day to suit his convenience.- The 
letter, mailed to Mr. Crane in New 
York today, is calculated to bring joy 
to the heart of the Chicago manufac­
turer who came so near the ranks of 
diplomats.

Opens New Vountry.

“What significance do you see :n 
the opening of a great tract of farm­
ing country in the Canadian north­
west?"

“Why, it. opens a great new land 
for agriculture. Nearly all the dis­
trict bordering our new road from 
Winnipeg to Prince Rupert is undulat­
ing plain. It is to some extent graz­
ing land, but principally it is sown 
with wheat. Hundreds of people are 
pouring into this country every year. 
It is being settled rapidly. A great 
many Americans are among the im- 
rigrants.”

“Do you think these Americans in­
tend to stay permanently in Canada?”

“Well, they may think they will go 
back to the United States after they 
have made a bunch of money, but at 
the end qf eight or ten years they 
will find they are content to stay 
where they are. The laws of Canada 
are similar to those of the United 
States. It does not make much differ­
ence which country you live in.”

Similar to Middle West.
Canadian lands are similar to 

your oxvn Minnesota and Dakotas and 
the young men, temembering what 
thèir fathers did, are eager to go up 
there and strike out in the same way 
for themselves. They are men who 
are able and willing to rough it, ,0 
hew out their livelihood from soil 
which has never known the plow.”

“What effect do you forsee the 
growth of the Canadian wheat crop 
will have on traffic on the great 
lakes?”

“It should increase it greatly. It 
must be remembered, too, that a new 
field is opened up for American manu­
facturers, and for English too.”

“Are most of the Canadian immi­
grants from the British Isles?’ ’

“Well, a good many are. They are 
from all places, Americans, S cote a, 
Scandinavians, Hungarians.”

“Now are you perfectly sure that 
all these things you have said may he 
taken as coming directly from Mr.
