The Whelan Case.
DECISION Ol‘_’l_'l{E JUDGES.

THE QUESTION OF APPEAL YET TO BE
DISCUSSED.

This important case came before the

Court of Queen’s Bench on Monday for

decision. The Judges on the bench were

Wilson, and Justice Morrison. The pri—
soner was brought into Court at 10 a.m.
| by Sheriff Jarvis and a posse of consta-
bles. He was dressed in a suit of black,
| with a scrupulous regard to neatness and
cleanliness. When he entered and took
1 his seat, it was evident that the bravado
| which has hitherto to a greater or less ex-
| tent carried him through the various or-
1 deals he lias been subjected to, has in &
great measure forsaken him, and though
| he made a strong effort to stare the au-
| dience out of it, the effort was far from
| successful. His lips were deudly pale ;
l his mouth was parched, and his eyes had
| & nervous stare about them. During the
whole time,he sat with his hands clasped
| across his knees, except on one or iwo
oecasions when he was arranging his col-
lsr. At times he appeared to listen at-
| tentively to the speeches of the Judges,
| but clearly unable to follow them through
lall the labyrinth of technicalities inci-
| dental to such a case, he at last gave it
up and sat staring at the audience. A
few ladies came into the Court, for the
purpose of seeing him, and their gaze
vigibly distur] him. Owing to the
early hour appointed for the giving of
vhe decision, the Court was comparatively
empty on hisarrival, but before 16fg it
was crowded to the door.

A lengthy and lucid reading of the
caBe was then delivered, Judges Richards
and Wilson sustaining the judgment,
Judge Morrison siding with the srlpesL

The Globe says the failure of this ap-
plication by no means exhausts the re-
sources of the prisoner and his lawyers.
The next step is the application for leave
to appeal to the Court of Error and Ap-
peal against the judgment rendered
yesterday, and that applieation will be
argued beforo the Queen's Bench on
Thursday next. To bring the case again
before the Court it was only necessary
to obtain the fiat of the Attorney-General,
which, we understand, has been granted.
The next question is whether the Court
of Queen’s Bench can refuse the appeal
iu spite of the Crown office. The gen-
eral opinion of the bar seems that the
Attorney-General's consent is sufficient
but the question will be decided on
Thursday. The Courtof Appeal sits on
31st of the present month, and it the ap-
peal is granted, thero will be a repeti-
tion of the argument, and the Court will
decide whether to sustain or reverse the
decision of the Queen’s Bench. If the
decision should be reversed, then the
prisoner will get a new trial, and another
chance before a jury, If, onthe other hand
the Court of Appeal custains the Court
below in refusing a new trial, the case
is ended so far as the Courts of this
country is concerned. But that, it would
appear, may not be the end of it abso-
lutely. There is said to be still a chance
to appeal to the Privy Council in Eng-
land, but it is not worth while to specu-
late, at this stage, on the chance of the
prisoner's friends finding the large sum
necessary to carry the case there.
