SIR JOHN’S LAST PUBLIC UTTERANCES,
The question upon which 8ir John last
spoke in the House was the subject of the
debate which was adjourned by the news of
his npproaching death, 1t was late on
Friday night last when his last utterances
were heard in the Chamber.

There has been a suspension of interest in
everything but the struggle which the
Premier, lying helplessly and almost hope-
lessly at death’s door, is making. There
were. no games on Patliament Hill
on Saturday.

It was the expectation that
the Premier would die in the carly honrs of
this morning, but the last report from the
physicians is that life will hold out for at
least 24 hours longer. In all the churches
prayer was made for the dying Premier
amid the solemn hush of sympathetic con-
gregations.
