HEAVIEST DOWNPOUR
HARROW EVER KNEW

Country Deluged in Little Over an
Hour -Crops in Danger.

Harrow, Ont., June 16.—The heaviest
rain that ever fell in this section of
the country neary deluged this viliage
yesterday morning. Although the
rain lasted but little over an hour,
such a quantity of water fell that the
large government drains were wholly
incapable of carrying it away. To
the west and north hundreds and
hundreds of acres of farm lands are
still covered with wvater, in many
places two feet deep. It is feared that
unless the water drains away quickly
the crop, largely corn, will be utterly
ruined. In parts of the village side-
walks are floating and lawns are
covered.

GEN. DELAREY SURRENDERS
WITH EIGHT HUNDRED BOERS

He, With Botha and Dewet,
Will Go to Europe.

COLD WEATHER AT PRETORIA

Burghers Had at Least 80,000
Fighting Men-16,500 Have
Surrendered.

E——

London, Monday, June 16.—A dis-

patch from Lord Kitchener, dated Pre-
toria, Saturday, June 14, says that 2,594
Boers have surrendered since Friday,
June 13, and that everything is pro-
ceeding most satisfactorily.

Gen. Delarey has surrendered at

Lichtenberg, Transvaal, with 300 men.

The number who have already sur-
rendered is 16,600, and the British are
extending every possible kindness to

the men who come in.
THE BOERS' STRENGTH.

The burghers are displaying an ad-
mirable temper. The large number of
surrenders exceed the estimates of
Boer strength made by the most cau-
tious military experts. It enables mil-
itary men to assert that the army has
been fighting 80,000 burghers since the
war opened. It also inspired appre-
hension on the part of pessimists lest

there may be a renewal of trouble and

a fresh outbreak of hostilities after the

reiease of the Boer prisoners.

NOTHING TO EXPECT FROM OUT-
SIDERS.

One great safeguard of peace, with-
out doubt, is the conviction of the
Boers that they have nothing to ex-
pect from foreign nations, but a senti-
mental admiration for their grit in
keeping up a desperate struggle with-
out foreign intervention they hoped to
secure. Hence they may be contented
to settle down as British subjects and
secure Dutch control of the confeder-
ation destined to follow the war.

MORE TODAY.

The Times' correspondent at Pre-
toria says the surrender of another
four or five thousand Boers is expect-
ed on Monday. The great friendliness
which is arising between Boers
and British is undoubtedly dJdue
to some extent to the revul-
sion of feeling, whiciu ~aine naturally
ater the exireme discomforts of cam-
paign.

THE RECOUNT IN MUSKOXA

Leaves Mr. Bridgland With 59 of
a Majority.

Reduction of 28 From Returning
Officer’s Figures.

Bracebridge, June 14.—The recount of
the ballots cast in the late Muskoka
election was held in the court house on
Friday last before His Honor Judge
Mahaffy and was not completed until
late this evening. The result of the 're-
count leaves Dr. Bridgland, the Liberal
member, with a majority of 59 instead
of 87, the number of the official declar-
ation of the returning officer. Dr.
Bridgland was represented by Mr.
Thomas Johnson, and Mr. Mahaffy by
Mr. O. M. Arnold, both of Bracebridge.
The result of the actual recount of the
ballots reduced Mr. Bridgland’s major-
ity by thrce. Judge Mahaffy decided
that all the votes polled at polling dis-
trict No. 17, being subdivision No. 1 of
the townships of Medora and Wood,
should be thrown out owing to the
fact that the deputy returning officer,
Henry C. Guy, initialed all the ballots
with “H. G.,” leaving out the second
initial of his name. As the result of
this decision Dr. Bridgland lost ten of
a majority. In polling district No. 18,
being subdivision No. 2 of Medora and
Wood, where William McNaughton was
the deputy returning officer, he marked
all the ballots with ‘“‘McN.” Judge
Mahaffy held that the failure to place
the initials “W. M.” on the ballots in-
validated the whole vote, and as a con-
sequence of this decision Dr. Bridgland
lost fifteen votes, his majority in this
polling subdivision.

CLOUDBURST IN VERMONT

Five Railroadmen Were Killed in
a Washout.

Twelve Freight Cars Piled en Top
of the Locomotive.

Barre, Vt.,, June 16.—In addition to

cloudburst over this section late last
night, five railroadmen lost their lives,
a freight train on the Central Vermont
having run into a washout at Middle-
sex.

The Winooski River rose to spring
freshet pitch and several bridges were
washed away.

THE DEAD.

The dead are the conductor, the en-

gineer, the fireman and two brake-

*| men. The train was bound north from

Montpelier Junction. Passing through
Middlesex it struck a ditch washed
out by water, which rushed down the
side of Camel’'s Hump Mountain. The
locomotive went into the ditch and
twelve freight cars were piled up on
top of it. The engineer and fireman
were killed, it is thought, when the en-
gine was derailed. The conductor and
brakemen were buried under the cars.

The main line of the Central Ver-
mont railroad is covered up by the
washouts and this wreck.

The cloudburst destroyed the rail-
road bridge at Bolton, and John Egan's
sawmill and his house adjoining it in
the town of Middlesex.

BR. WILKIE STATES HIS CASE

Report of the Committee—Consider=-
ation Not Concluded— Painful
State of Affairs.

“Whereas, according to the minutes

of the Presbytery of Indore, dated Jan. |

Dr. Wilkie handed in the following |
statement: ‘In view of what has becm |
said by the majority of the preshy-
tery as to the difficulties of working
me, it seems to me that only
one course remains open, that is, for
me to get out. I therefore ask the
presbytery (1) to arrange to take over
whatever work has been intrusted to
me by it, (2) to agree to take charge
of the college, prov®ied that the F. M.
C. agrees to hand it over, (3) to allow
me the use of the medicines on hand
or on the way.’

“Whereas, from the minutes of said
presbytery of date, March 4, 1902, iy

‘“Whereas, Dr. Wilkie in a letter dat-
ed Jan. 30, has placed himself in the
hands of the F. M. C. to take such
action as they deem best in the cir-
cumstances;

“The committee, having heard Dr.
Wilkie and representatives of the Pres-
bytery of Indore, with deep regret feel
constrained to terminate Dr. Wilkie's
connection with the Central India Mis-
sion, and request the Presbytery of In-
dore to take charge of the college work
at Indore until such time as they ie
instructions from the |
committee; also that Dr. Wilkie’'s fu- |
ture relationship to the committee be a
subject for after-consideration.”

THE CASE SET FORTH.
Dr. Wilkie spoke at length in sup-

standpoint of certain very painful cir- |
camstances of a personal nature in the
conduct of the work. It appeared from
his statement that acute personal dif-
ferences have existed for some time in
the staff in the field, differences which
of late, at all events, have centered
around the management of the college |
at Indore, of which Dr. Wilkie may be
styled the creator. Until three years
ago this college in theory was, locally,
under the control of the Presbytery of \
Indore. Much friction attended its |
working, and in 1899 the expcx'imenti
was tried of placing the college direct- |
ly under the foreign mission commit- |
tee, so that it was independent of the |
presbytery. This expedient, however, |
has not resulted satisfactorily; it must '
be recollected in this connection that |
one of the functions of the colicge is to |
train natives for the mission work, so |
that intimate relations between the |
other missionaries and the college are |
inevitable.

The Adifticulties continued, and it |
was plain that Dr. Wilkie was at hope- |
less variance with quite the majority
of the Presbytery. Dr. Wilkie in his
relations of his difficulties went ex-
haustively into various personal mat- |
ters, showing in his statements that |
his experiences have caused him to |
entertain sentiments of considerable |
bitterness towards his opponents.

Mr. Hamilton Cassels, K.C., spoke
on behalf of the foreign mission com- |
mittee, reciting the history of the |
case, and holding that Dr. Wilkie had
proved unable to work satisfactorily
colleagues. Rev. Dr. Mc-
Tavish followed, holding that Dr.
Wilkie had, through personal peculi-
arities, proved an impossible colleague.
Rev. Dr. McLaren, ¢n behalf of the
minority in the committee, which is
disposed to take a more favorable
view of Dr. Wilkle's case, urged that
the case had never been examined
fully, and suggested the appointment
of a commission of assembly to go
into the whole matter.

Rev. Dr. Gordon, of Halifax, moved
that the action of the committee be
sustained. FHe held that the work in
Central India could not be carried on
by the present staff if Dr. Wilkie con-
tinued a member of it. He could not
see that the appointment of a commis-
sion would do any good. Rev. Dr.
McMullen seconded this.

Rev. Principal MacVicar gave notice
that he would move in amendment that
a commission be appointed to examine
into the circumstances of the case.

The assembly then adjourned.
