Liberal Success, an
Associated Press Despatch.

Lausanne. April 23.—The stage is 
all set for a resumption today of 
the Near Eastern peace conference, 
which was so dramatically ended last 
February.

The outstanding feature of the re­
sumed conference is the elimination 
of Soviet Russia. The correspondent 
of the Associated Press learns that 
Moscow diplomatically sought an in­
vitation to participate in the confer­
ence, but that the inviting powers. 
Great Britain, France and Italy, re­
turned a polite negative. Russia has 
been told, it is said, that she was 
invited to the first conference to dis­
cuss the straits convention only, but 
that sho publicly announced a re­
fusal to sign this treaty, on which all 
the other countries, including the 
Turks, were in accord; that if any­
time before the adjournment of the 
conference, Russia had changed her 
mind, the conference always will be 
open and the Allies will be delighted 
to see her.

There is no confirmation here of a 
recent report that George Tchitcherin, 
the Bolshevik foreign minister, will 
came to Lausanne anyway—even as 
an unbidden guest.

Economic and financial clauses of 
the treaty caused the collapse of the 
first Near Eastern conference, and 
these must now be settled. But the 
question of judicial guarantees for 
foreigners probably also will be open­
ed by the Allies. Great uneasiness 
exists among foreign residents of 
Constantinople and other Turkish 
cities, because they henceforth may 
be entirely subject to Ottoman laws, 
without any privileged protective 
treatment.

Will Re-Open Question.
In an endeavor to induce the Turks 

to sign the treaty in February, the 
French and the Italians made last 
minute concessions by which foreign 
legal advisors to be appointed to the 
Angora government would be in­
formed of all arrests and all domicili­
ary searches affecting foreigners.

Lord Curzon, the British foreign 
secretary, had left Lausanne, and 
Great Britain, whose colonies in Tur­
key are numerous, never accepted 
this concession and as the peace 
treaty was not signed, both France 
and Italy consider this question still 
on the agenda. Like Great Britain 
they probably will insist that all ar­
rests or searches of foreigners will 
be made by the Turks in accord and 
with the foreknowledge of foreign 
advisors.

The forthcoming conference must 
lay down principles concerning pre- 
war contractual rights of foreigners 
in Turkey, including concessions, and 
must establish regulations for the 
future economic regime of foreigners, 
including customs, tariffs, trade, in­
surance and property rights gener­
ally. The allies want to know where 
they stand both as to established 
rights and as to future rights if they 
are to continue to do business with 
Turkey.

The Turks and the allies are widely 
at variance on their views on these 
questions.

British Support French.
Subscribing to Angora’s request 

that economic matters, notably con­
cessions be disjoined from the treaty, 
the British and French Governments 
advised concession holders to settle 
any differences by direct negotiations 
with the Turkish officials. These ne­
gotiations are now proceeding and on 
the result depends whether the allies 
will force discussion at the Lausanne 
conference of the general problem of 
concessions.

The European governments seem 
convinced of the wisdom of Turkey 
seriously examining and classifying 
all commitments in the same way 
that China has endeavored to classify 
hers in consequence of the Washing­
ton conference. France probably will 
either insist on the 1914 concessions 
by Turkey, or on some substituting 
compensating concessions.

The British spokesmen said tonight 
they believed France's claims just 
and that they stood ready to support 
France if the French delegation tail­
ing to receive satisfaction from the 
Angora government.

W. O. Seeley, former member of 
parliament for Wentworth, in the 
federal house, reviewed the situa­
tion, and said there was nothing to 
it but that the Liberals would win.

Scores U. F. O. Extravagance.
W. P. McLelland, K.C., said that 

he felt very hopeful about the situ­
ation. There had been a cleavage 
amongst the Liberal ranks, but with 
the experiment of the hyphenated 
Labor-Farmer group before them, 
there would be a rearrangement 
among thee old lines. Such Utopian 
dreams had through the centuries 
been failures. "The U. F. O. govern­
ment was the most extravagant in 
the history of the province, and tax­
ation was the highest under them. 
The most economical and efficient 
governments in the country had al­
ways been Liberal ones. I call this 
present government a class govern­
ment. After this last experience, 
there is no doubt but that the Lib­
erals will come back strong."

Carl rendered invaluable assistance 
and by the time the train crew had 
raced back to the scene he was ad­
ministering first-aid to the three ser- 
dously injured persons lying on the 
ground.

Immediately he put in a telephone 
call for the local ambulance, and it 
responded very quickly.

In the meantime Dr. Secord and 
Dr. Bier had been summoned and on 
the arrival of the injured members 
at. the hospital the physicians were 
already there. From the outset little 
hope was held out for the recovery 
of the boy and he expired at 8:30 
o’clock Saturday night.

According to Mr. Neff, who resides 
in a cottage right at the crossing, 
Saturday’s occurrence is the third of 
a similar nature at this point in the 
past three years. Une man was kill­
ed at this point in a similar accident.

Milton, April 23.—Halton Conser­
vatives are out to defeat Premier 
Drury, and party leaders have been 
busy at work stirring up the feelings 
of tho rank and file, and the result 
was evident when the Tories of the 
county met for their nomination con­
vention Saturday. There are over 
300 delegates, the basis being one 
delegate for each 40 votes polled for 
the Tory nominee in the last Domin­
ion election and thus the strong Tory 
towns get the heavy representation.

Oakville was out in full force, both 
women and men, in an endeavor to 
land the nomination for Geo. Hillmer 
the coal dealer and garage man of 
that town. Another aspirant for the 
candidacy is J. M. Skelton of Toron­
to, who has a farm near Georgetown 
and who is backed by the George­
town delegation.

Can Beat Drury.
Conservatives claim that they have 

a good chance to beat the premier 
in this riding, but they would feel 
much better if there were a Liberal 
nominated to make it a three-corner­
ed race. The meeting was 45 min­
utes late in beginning and President 
McDowell tried to separate the dele­
gates from those who had no votes. 
Fifteen minutes were allowed for 
nominations.

"We are up against a strong man, 
a man who will poll a heavy vote," 
said G. T. Lighthouse in nominating 
Geo. Hillmer. But what has Mr. 
Drury done for the riding of Halton? 
You could not find it with a magni­
fying glass.

"I tell you that he can and will be 
beaten."

Those nominated were: Geo. Hill­
mer, Oakville, M. C. Smith, Burden 
ton, G. A. Willoughby, Georgetown, 
John Irving, Milton, J. M. Skelton, 
Georgetown, W. H. Morden, Trafal­
gar.

John Irving, mayor of Milton. with­
drew as did also G. A. Willoughby, 
of Georgetown. Mr. Skelton in bid­
ding for the nomination provoked a 
little laughter by telling the audience 
that he was well caught up with his 
farm work and “all set" for a cam­
paign. The first ballot failed to elect 
Hillmer, and a second one was neces­
sary. The first was as follows: Hill­
mer 100, Smith 83, Skelton 18, Mor­
den 11. Total vote cast 312, neces­
sary to election 107. Both Skelton 
and Morden retired leaving the con­
test between Hillmer and Smith.

The second ballot resulted as fol­
lows: Hillmer 136, Smith 77. On the 
motion of Mr. Smith, the nomination 
of Hillmer was made unanimous.

“I hope it’s beer next time,” yelled a 
voice from the back of the hall, as

Mr. Hillmer took a glass of water, 
when he rose to return thanks for the 
nomination. The candidate hoped he 
would be able to conduct a clean, 
straightforward campaign, and with 
the united support of the delegates 
he had no fear of the result.

Ferguson As Premier.
Dr. Anderson, federal member for 

Halton County, delivered a brief ad­
dress, in which he predicted the re­
turn of the Conservatives in June, 
and referred to Howard Ferguson as 
the next premier.

Charles McCrea, M.P.P., for Sud­
bury, declared that those in New 
Ontario who understood business 
administration would prefer a gov­
ernment headed by Ferguson to one 
led by Premier Drury.

Howard Ferguson followed the 
Sudbury member and was given a 
hearty reception. He agreed that 
the issue in the election was to be 
the record of the Drury government. 
"Are you going to stand for a con­
tinuation of Drury debt and taxes 
or are you prepared to say someone 
else?” he asked.

He was not surprised to hear that 
W. D. Gregory was working night 
and day to prevent the Liberal party 
from having a candidate tn Halton 
County, because if any man owed 
a debt of gratitude to Premier Drury 
it was Mr. Gregory. Mr. Ferguson 
alleged that Mr. Gregory had earned 
more in patronage from the govern­
ment during the past three years than 
he ever earned before.

Will Herd Liberals.
"I don’t wonder that an effort will 

be made to herd the Liberal vote be­
hind Drury in this contest," Mr. Fer­
guson claimed that he had many 
Liberal friends.

“I fight from conviction," he said, 
"and I do not believe the Liberals of 
this province will sell their birthright 
for a mess of pottage, to be led by 
Mr. Drury. They will not accept the 
new faith, retaining office at all 
costs."

He declared that Mr. Drury had in 
the past declared that group govern­
ment was the only thing, but now he 
wanted a realignment of the party.

“As the wicked Tories we have not 
had real ghost for four years, it has 
been a combination of stupid In­
capacity and reckless waste of public 
funds.

“Have you noticed in the house Mr. 
Drury does not attack anyone but 
the Tories, and nobody but the 
Tories attacks the government with 
any real vigor?"

The only thing for the Liberals to 
do. he said, was to unite against this 
aggregation of wastrels and 
turn them out and then they could 
build up the Liberal party again.
