Guelph, Sept. 19.—At an enthusi-
astic gathering of Liberal electors of
South Wellington, which completely
filled the auditorium of the city hall
here this afternoon, Robert William
Gladstone, general manager of the
Capada Ingot Iron Company, one of
the best known young Y usinessmen
in the county, was chosen as Liberal
candidate in the forthcoming federal
election.

_Four other names were placed be-
fore the convention: Nicol Jeffrey,
K.C., of Guelph; Udney Richardson
of Elora; J. W. Oakes, contractor, of
this city; and Alex Stewart, popular
secretary of the South Wellington
Liberal association. All four nom-
inees withdrew, however, and Mr.
Gladstone’s nomination was made
unanimous.

Opposes Guthrie.

Mr. Gladstone is of Scotch-English
Hon. Hugh Guthrie, wha has accept-
ed the Conservative nomination for
the riding.

Mr. Gladstone is of c¢Sotch-English
descent, and was born on a farm not
tar from Guelph. The first eighteen
years of his life were spent on the
farm, following which for three years
he was a teacher in the little red
country school near hie home. At
the age of twenty-one he went to
Winnipeg, spending eight years in
the prairie provinces, where he
gained an intimate knowledge of. both
rural and urban life in the Canadian
west.

Returning to Guelph,
successfully in the manufacture of
liron culverts and road machinery,
and his business activities have won
him wide respect throughout all this
portion of the province.
