All who knew Stanley Smith
here, revered, respectéd and admired him
as a man, while in his public character as an
explorer, the province loses the valved
assistance of one whom it will be almost im-
possible to replace.

rons are assembled in Turkish waters, after
the British ambassador, Sir Philip Carrie,
has returned after consnlting with his gov-
ernment. Nobody doubts that the time for
action is coming, and it seems only a ques-
tion of a few days.

According to official Turkish advices the
Armenians of Zeitoun have, since capturing
the battalion of Turkish troops and practi-

cally obtaining Tschoukovrhissar, killed 35
Mpyssulmans, pillaged a house at Dunghel,
carried off the arms and cattle of the inhabi-
tanta of that neighborhood, and assassinated
the secrevary of the collector of customs of
that part of the country.

The Vali of Aden, situated some distance
from Zeitouu, and nearer thte coasts, tele-
graphs that 200 Armenians, disguisgd as
Ciroassians, have attacked and plandered
the Mussulman villages of Zsitunbeli and
Narl, killing a number of the inhabitants.
It is believed in some quarters that the
number of Armenians killed during the re-
cent massacrss, may come nearer 15,000 than
10,000. It is admitted that there has been
terrible bloodshed and that a large part of
the town wae barned.

Acocording to fresh advices from Diar-
bekir, the Armenians are alone responsible
for the recent disorders, which were origin-
ated solely by the rebele firing on the
mosque and attacking the Mussulmans. The
fire was started, by Armenian incendiaries,
as 90 per cent. of the shops destroyed and
every article of merchandise burned be-
longed to the Mussulmans. 1
.8. Admiral Selfridge hes been tele-
graphed at Havre to proceec at onee to Mar-
seilles and fly his flag over the San Franois-
co, relieving Admiral Kirkland, who will
return home. The Marblenead is at Mer-
cine, a few hours’ sail fr m Alexandretta
and the two vessels will represent the
American government in Tarkish waters.

CARIBOO’S TREASURE.

A Returned Prospector Describes the
Present Glowing Prospects of
the Famous Distriet.

Mr. D. D. Duhig, a prospector who has
spent the past two years examining a claim
of about 500 acres of mineral property on
the Quesnelle river, Cariboo, is a guest at.

His cperations have been con«
ducted in the interests of an English syndi«
cate, who are represented in Vancouver by
J. M. Buxton & Co., and who are on the 26th
instant in consequence of favorable reports
from Mr. Dubig, to form themselves into &
stock company for the purpose of develop-
ing the property. What makes the prose
pecta of the claim particularly promising is
the fact that the water supply c.n be ensily
utilized. As to the manner or extent of the
contemplated operations Mr. Dubig does not
say much, as all will depend  on
the wishes of .:the = company -after: it
ia formed. Mr. Duhig brings down s small
but excellent sample of the found o
Judge Charles E. Fishback’s (of* Seattle)
claim. The latter, acoompanied by his wife,
wenbt all through the Cariboo ocountry last
summer, and as & resalt obtained the right
of 26 miles of the Quesnelle river for dreg.g-
ing purposes. It is from this claim the sam-
ple came, and Mr. Duhig speaks very highly
of the property. The Hobson mine, at the
Forks, is now coming into gru&promhenoo,
and next year its manager anticipates a yield
of fully §1,000,000. In 26 days work bhere
has been $41,860 in gold taken out very re-
cently, and that, too, in a working day of
only 12 hours. The great hill which pro-
duces the yellow mineral, and which Mr,
Duhig desoribes as being three times the
height of the Driard hotel, ¢an unfortunate-
ly only be worked in thedaytime,owingtothe
frequencyoflandslides. Fromitebaseupwards
piping intersects it and it is here the miners
are engaged. Sentinels are employed whose
sole duty is to notify those at work of dan-
ger—of & slide when it starts down the
mountain side. One of theae slides buried a
miner about a month ago who had not cal-
culated sufficiently on the extent of ground
within the danger limit. He stood off
several hundred feet, but while watching
the progress of the slide down the mountain
he was struck and bnried under fifteen feet
of earth and debris. The mine is full of
ditches, any of which would be navigable
for many of the local - steamers. - All
the Quesnelle river claims appear to be
giving good returns and one which has not
been mentioned and which will come into
prominence next year is that situated below
Forty-Mil Creek, and at present being pros-
pected by Montrealers. Mr, Duhig says
that on the nerth fork of the river there are
splendid water privileges—the only want
in the Cariboo country. He says, teo, that
there is a very strong probability that a
telephone wire will be strung cobnecting
150-Mile house on the main road with Ques-
nelle Forks. The service would be of

value and benefit would be derived from it
in innumerable ways.
