London, July 27.—At the final meet­

ing of the British congress on tuber­
culosis, held today under the presi­
dency of Lord Derby, resolutions were 
adopted in favor of legislation toward 
the suppression of expectoration in pub­
lic places, and recommending the notifi­
cation of the proper authorities in case 
of phthisis and the use of pocket spit­
toons, asserting that these sanitary pro­
visions were indispensible in order to 
diminish tuberculosis.

A resolution was adopted expressing 
the opinion of the congress that the 
health officers should continue every ef­
fort to prevent the spread of tuber­
culosis, through milk and meat, and that 
as the doubts concerning human im­
munity from bovine tuberculosis raised 
by Dr. Koch were of vital importance 
to the public health and the agricultural 
interests of the country, the government 
should immediately institute a rigid in­
quiry into the identity of human and 
bovine tuberculosis.

Other resolutions passed endorsed the 
educational work of the national socie­
ties toward the prevention of tuber­
culosis and invited legislation in support 
of this work.

The appointment of a permanent com­
mittee to collect evidence for public lit­
erature and recommend means for the 
prevention of tuberculosis was advocat- 
e,l • The members of this committee are 
to be nominated by the various govern­
ments from national societies.

Precept to the Court Has Been Made 
Public.

New York, July 27.—Formal negotia­
tions for a settlement of the great steel 
strike were opened here today at a con­
ference between President Shaffer and 
Secretary Williams of _the Amalgamated 
Association, and J. Pierpont Morgan 
and a group of his United States Steel 
Corporation. The conference and. the 
movements of the conferees were secret, 
and no intimation of the result of the de­
liberations has come from-any one in au­
thority. It is believed, however, that 
substantial progress towards an agree­
ment was made and that a formal an­
nouncement of the compact for peace will 
mme within a few days. There has 
been much speculation as to the terms 
of peace, but nmoji -of. -it has been- pure 
conjecture. It-4s said that the sirike 
would be called off and tjiat there would 
be a resumption of the negotiations on 
general labor questions at the point 
where they were broken, off at the Pitts­
burg conference.

In financial circles, Jhowever, the opin­
ion was general that* the prospective 
agreement would go farther than that 
and in itself dispose of the serious ques­
tions at issue. The conference today re­
sulted from several days of preliminary 
discussion, ail of which was kept secret.

A representative of the Amalgamated 
Association was here on Friday and was 
given a lengthy interview by an oflteial of 
one of the companies forming the United 
States Steel Corporation. The confer­
ence of today is believed to have been 
practically arranged at that time. Shaf- 
I^Vand Williams slipped quietly out of 
Pittsburg and were in New York sever­
al hours before a hint of their presence 
reached the public.

Washington, July 26—The precept to 
the Schley court Of inquiry which the 
navy department has been preparing for 
the past few days, was given to the pub­
lic this afternoon. It is a document ad­
dressed to Admiral Dewey as president 
of the court, instructing him concerning 
the matters to be investigated. While 
it declares that the “entire matter” of 
Admiral Schley’s conduct during th oper­
ations in West Indian waters shall be 
investigated, making up the very words 
employed hy Admiral Schley in his let­
ter to Secretary Long, it also selects 
certain distinctive adts of the Rear-Ad­
miral concerning the facts and propriety 
of which it calls for particular investi­
gation. These points cover briefly Ad­
miral Schley’s alleged delay with the 
flying squadron at Cienfuegos; the slow­
ness of his progress towards Santiago 
after leaving Cienfuegos and the retro­
grade movement toward Key West; the 
effectiveness of the bombardment of the 
Spanish fleet at the range used in the re- 
conuaisance of May 31; the state of the 
coal supply on various ships when he 
telegraphed the department that he had 
to return to Key West; the Brooklyn at 
Santiago; the accuracy of his fire, and 
the naval engageaient off Santiago. One 
of the most important points in the pre­
cept is the direction to the court to re­
port in its conclusion “all the pertinent 
facts which it may deem to be estab­
lished, together with its opinion and re­
commendations in the promises.” Judge 
Advocate General Lemley, who is de­
signated as judge advocate of the court E.

NICARAGUA CANAL.

Today Gives Its Views Upon the Treaty 
Subject.

London, July 27.—Commenting upon 
the interview with Lord Pauncefote, 
British ambassador to the United States, 
published July 18, in which Lord Paunce­

DISSENTS FROM KOCH.

Professor Virchow Does N’èt Accept 
His View on Tuberculosis.

Berlin, July 27.—The German newspa­
pers have printed lengthy reports of the 
address of Dr. Robert Koch before the 
British congress of tuberculosis held in 
London this week, but few opinions on 
Dr. Koch’s address have been exprees- 
ed4 Prof. Virchow, the well known 
scientist, after having dissented at a 
meeting of the Medical Society from Dr.

The commission of the Danish govern­
ment conducted the most thorough ex­
periments, the results of which are most 
flatly contradicted by Dr. Koch. You 
cannot say ‘Rome has spoken,’ because 
Dr. Koch is not Rome, and the matter 
is far from being settled.”

Extension Men Will Have Another Con­
ference With Mr. Dnnsmuir.

Nanaimo, B. a, July 27.—(Special.)— 
Extension coal miners held a mass meet­
ing at Ladysmith today to consider Hon. 
James Dunsmuir’s proposal of ten cents 
per ton reduction. The present rate is 
eighty cents a ton, and one dollar a 
yard for dirt. The company’s proposal 
is seventy cents a ton-and a dollar for 
dirt. Mr. Dnnsmuir was at Extension 
all yesterday, and left Extension this 
paorning for Victoria. The minêrs meet­
ing was called to order by P. Maton, 
president of the union. The committee 
reported having waited on Mr. Dnns­
muir yesterday asking him if he was 
satisfied to continue the eighty cent rate. 
He declined, offering seventy instead for 
digging coal, and one dollar a lineal yard 
27 feet wide for all dirt over one foot 
thick. Mr. Dnnsmuir also informed the 
committee he had instructed Andrew 
Bryden, Extension manager, to make up 
the wages to them where there happened 
to be a large amount of dirt with the 
coal. On ballot (Mr. Dunsmuir’s pro­
position was rejected by one hundred 
and sixty-eight to twenty-six. At thT 
afternoon meeting a committee was ap­
pointed to proceed to Victoria to inter­
view Mr. Dnnsmuir offering to take 
seventy-five cents a ton for coal dig­
ging and a dollarefifty for dirt. Many of 
the men were strongly opposed to creat­
ing any trouble while others openly talk 
strike. The present discontent is being 
actively fomented by agitators from Na­
naimo, according to statements of the 
Extension miners.
