Efforts to Secure Release of Sealers
Held for Twenty-three Years.
Arrangements are being made hy
the former sealing men in California,
who were engaged ih pelagic sealing
before the United States forbade -citi-
zens of the United Statés from en-
gagihg dn the industry, are petitisn-
ing the Washington authorities sesk-
ing to have the United States govern-
ment interest itself in sesuring the
release of five sealers who have been
in .a Russian ‘prison for .23 years
They were given up as dead by their
ifriends.
Captain Jarriet of San Francisce Is
-heading the movement, seeking to
secure the release of his ‘brother and
four friends who were captured by
Russians in '1881 and exiled for lifs
to work in the mines of Siberia.
In 1881 .
Long, Charles Jerriett, Jee Redding,
Joe Smith of this country and two
other sailors from San Francisco and
Oakland shipped on'a sailing vessel
bound for 'Behring Sea. A year later
the whole "party was reported lost.
Last week a Russian exile called
upon Thomas Irwin, of Olema, Cali-
forpia, and informed him he had es-
caped from the Si mines, and
that he was exiled with boys from
this country. He. promised the seal-
ing party that.if he reached California
alive he would look up Irwin.
The Russian states the men ‘have
been in the mines 23 years; and seldom
see the light of day, and are sub-
jected to all kinds of cruelty.

only one-fifth of the amount of its ‘oil

. ed from the United Stdtes. The average

retail price throughout Canalla is 50
cents per gallon. ;

“Oil such as ‘we 4re producing,” said
Mr. Ferguson, “will produce about 20
gallons of illummating -0il per barrel,
and the lubricamts alone would pay a
large profit on the cost of production and
refining, so it is éasy to see that the
company will be able to reduce the price
of oil 50 per cent throughout the North-
west Territories and British Columbia
and still make a very large profit.

At present the company devotes at-
tention only to the illuminating and lo-
bricating oils; the by-products, such as
‘are utilized to sach great advantage else-
where, will- be considered at a later
time.

!\ “The seepages of oil in the southeast

very extraordinary, and are probably
more productive than in any pl;_lce in
the world where seepages of oil are
found, there being pools there where the
oil can be readily gathered in consider-
able quantity, 'in a condition, in some
instances, like refined kerosene, being
water white., The Indians take advan-
tage of this by throwing their blankets
over these pools, and when saturated
with the oil wring it out into a recep-
tacle and store it in bottles for use in
lamps,

“I think,” continued Mr. Ferguson,
“that the first wells that were put down
were not put in the most favorable loca-
tions to obtain large producing sources.
These wells were located at the larger
seepages. When the oil rock was struck
there was comparatively little escape of
gas. This would indicate that, the
ground being broken, the gas had prac-
tically all escaped, and with it, of course,
more or less of the oil. This escape
of the oil gas has no doubt being going
on for an unlimited period of years, and
80, naturally, would affect the volume
of the oil flow, and I think we were very
fortunate to obtain even 20 barrel 6il
wells.

“We are eonducting our opérations
now where the ground is unbroken and
where the anticlinals are exposed, show-
ing thereby that there has been no clear-
age or fracture of the formation, amnd
from the indications already obtdined in
the wells we anticipate very much bet-
ter flows, and shall be disappointed A
we do not get wells which will go easily
over 1,000 barrels per day.”

Diverting the conversation to general
topics, Mr. Ferguson went on to say:

“I think that Canadians should be
more loyal than they have been to the
industries developing within their own
borders. In a recent visit to Bastern
Canada I found that Canndian.peop_le
were investing largely in enterprises in
foreign countries, many of a very specu-
lative, not to' say exceedingly doq tful
uature and that they know practically
‘nothing of the marvelous resources of
the Pacifie province nor the develop-
ments which :are going on here. They
-seemed to think of British Columbia as
“‘a sea of mountains,” and were amazed
to hear of the enormous capnbilitigs it
possessed; of its fisheries, lumber indus-
‘tries, agricultural interests, [fruit grow-
ing, and of our extensive mining indus-
itries, which, to my mind, will, in a _no
distant future make British Columbia
the wealthiest province in the Domin-
ion.

“To return to our company’s matters,
concluded ‘Mr, KHerguson, “‘our No. 3
well is down 864 feet and we expect to
reach’ the oil rock within the mnext 200
feet.”

Another Big
Run Expected

Cenners Look for Another Rush
of Scockeyes This
Season,

Gesr Carried Away at the Sooke
Treps—Tug Belfast Has a
; Mishap.

W. J. Leary, managing director of the
Capital City Canning Company, is at
the Dominion. - He reports that the sal-
mon run is somewhat slacker at present,
but the prospects are that the full mooun
tides will bring in the usual heavy Au-
gust run, ;

“The old timers, whose veracity none
question,” said Mr. y, “say there
should be three distimct sockeye runs,
and the latest, or coming run, is always
the big run, known as the Harrison riv-
er run. These fish are making for the
Harrison and Seaton lakes and Lillooet
river, whereas ‘the earlier runs are mak-
ing for the upper waters of the Fraser.
The coming run is calculated to reach
the Fraser about the 10th or 12th of
August and shoutld arrive here some few
days sooner. :

“The ouly incidents at the Sobke
traps have been the loss of about 700
feet of lead, web, piles, capping and
all, at Muir creek, Tod & Munsie’s trap.
This is being repaired as rapidly as pos-
sible. = Fhere is a crew out with a pile-
driver at work and the trap will be in
its usual working order in a couple of
‘days.

“There was another accident at Jor-
dan river yesterday. Messrs. Malcolm
and MecRae’s fishing steamer Belfast,
whilst engaged in lifting their floating
trap, got her propelier fouled in the net,
and, drifting before a stiff southwest
breeze and runping flood tide, she
brought up in one of the B. C. Packers’
Jordan river traps. The steamer es-
caped with very Iittle damage, but she
carried away about 800 feet of their
lead web. = This also ‘is *being ‘rapidly
Tepaired.

‘The trap men are complaining bitter-
ly ‘of some marine or dJther monster
which is said to go about from trap to
trap, biting holes in the bottoms of the
pots and spillers” and allowing large
quantities of fish to escape. Messrs.
