The ‘*Red Polls."”

American breeders are now taking
a fancy to the red polled cattle, or
Norfolk or Suffolk stock Some of
the breed have already been intro-
duced into this Province, and there
are afew on the Stock Farm. To-
wards the end of summer a most
noteworthy hewd of these cattle—one
bull and ten heifers—were shipped
from Albert Docks, London, to the
order of Mr. R. J. Kimball, New
York. Mr. Euren, editor of the Red
Polled Herd Book, Norwich, Eng-
land, says of them, “that they are
the best selection ever made, the
endeavor being to give Americans
the opportunity of seeing good typi-
cal animals of the most noteworthy
breeds. No herd has ever been
formed with a few animals,” he says,
“which have, as these, such favor-
able prospects.” He anticipates that
they will' improve and increase in
size in a few generations, now that
they have been transported from the
poor pasturages in the Norwich dis-
trict to the richer grasses of America.

The breed of Norfolk and Suffolk
Rod Polled cattle is, it is asserted
by some, a branch of the Galloway
breed naturalized in England. There
is, however, Mr. Euren says, no re-
liable evidence on which to base such
an opinion, and, it is admitted, that
the ordinary Su‘ivlk cattle are sup-
erior as milkers to the best Gallo-
ways. The probability is, that, in
the several varieties of the Red
Polled cattle, exist the doscendants
of an ancient breed, valued by the
farmers of England, centuries ago,
for their large yield of milk. In

Hrrors in Draining.

There are two special errors that
in draining—the
first is that too many farmers neyer
get at it ; and the second, that when
they do venture to drain, they do
not do it thoroughly. A correspond-
ent in one of our exchanges, writing
on this subject, says :—

Through drainage is said to pay
for itself in one, two, or three crops
after the tiles are laid. It is a per-
manent- investment, and lasts for a
hundred years or moro, making the
best grsss lands in the world. Farm-
ers without exception are enthusiastic
in praise of tile draining, after they
have once tried it, and rarely rest un-
til every square rod upon the farm
that needs it is underlaid with thom.
Yet the average tiller of tho soil is
slow to receive these statements, and
still slower to open his firstdrain. He
has plenty of wet lands, rich in ferns,
mosses, flazs, poke root, skunk cab-
bage, hard-hack, rushes, elders, wild
roses; and that coarso herbage that
tolls of water upon the surface, but
he does not seem tc see it. He has
not the capital to drain with, or thinks
he has not, which is quite as bad. He
has money encugh, or sufficient credit
to buy more land, rajlroad stock, to
lend on bond and mortgage, but none
to put into “ocrockery,” as heo faceti-
ously calls the tiles. The wretched
quagmires, bogs, and swales, now an
offence to the eye, and a drain on tho
purse, might be made to hlossom as
the rose, but he dies without tho sight.
The next error is that when he ven-
turcs upon draining it is not thorough-
ly done. It is merely a surface job,
which does nat effectually relieve the
land of ils water and remedy its do-
fects. The roots of all cultivated
crops will penetrate tho soil throe or
more feet in search of food if they
have the opportunity. He drains a
foot or eighteon inches, if ho does not
strike hard pan nearer the surfaco, and
calls his job finished. Thero is, of
course, some advantage in this surface
draining, but it is slizht in compari-
son - with thorough draining, which
should never be less than throo foet,
in all soils, where thore is fall encugh
to allow it, This makes fewer drains
nccessary, and gives n, much larger
feeding ground for the roots of plants.
As the water goes out in the drains
the air ponotrates to the depth of three
feet, and is continually working
hoalth{ul changes in the soil, trans-
muting inert matter into plant food.
Tho rains of summer and the frosts
and =nows of winter are continually
enriching a deep-drained soil. The
hard pan, commonly found in these
clayey B6ifk that nced draining, 'is
gradually disintegrated, and tha crops
are wonderfully increased. It issome-
what expensive v penetrate the hard
pan with pick, crow-bar and spade,
but no laber in the process of drain.

O:;re of Poultry in Winter'

We have had articles on this sub-
Jject before, but because it is not new,
(as what article on poultry manage-
ment can now be new ?) it is not
the less important or interesting. As
it requires many a blow of the ham-
mer to drive a nail to the head, so it
is necessary to repeat a subject often
to attract the farmers’ attention, and
c&'_utu; it to find a hedgement in his
mind :— Y

Poultry-houses should be warm,
and yet well vontilated, perfectly dry,
light, and provided with dusting
boxes. If the manure heap from a
stable of cows and horses is under a
voof, it is not a great task to close in
the manuro shed, placing windows in
the south and east sides, and arrang-
ing for roosts for fowls, as well as lay-
ing boxes. They will scratch over
the heap, enrich- it with their own
droppings, keop warm, and koep lay-
ing. This is one of the most econo-
mical ways of keeping fowls. Their
feelding boxes can be suspended or
placed upon a movable platform, and
if this and the dusting box be occa-
sionally shifted, thoy may stand on
tho lovelled top of the manure hoap
There secems to be a nataral con-
nection between fowls and the dung
hill, which this plan of keeping them
recognizes. This seems at first as
contrary to the axiom that ‘ Poultry
houses should be kept dry,”"—and
though the munure heap is actually
moist, it is for poultry, especially for
fowls and ducks, a healthy moisture.
Tho ventilation however must be
good ; the dusting box near by, and
the roosta low. [ have practised this
systom for soiio years, and never fail
to have oggs in wintor, but do not
advocate it on the score of neatness
[ have the cow dung thrown undor
the roosts frequontly, which prevents
active formentation and loss of am-
monia. In cnse-it is not deemed best
to employ the sourve of warmth above
named, artificial heat may be intro-
duced -into the poultry house. Oil
stoves offer 8 means of warming a
house, which is both convenient and
safe. If a trench be dug through the
middle of the floor of the house, and
a brick flue laid under the floor, con-
necting o shallow pit atone end, with
a picco of stove-pipe two to four feet
high at the other—all inside the
house--an oil stove having eight
inches of wiek for every 500 cubio
feot of air, will temper the heat of the
house, so that in this latitude wator
will never freeze, providod the walls
are reasonably tight. The shallow
pit laid with bricks and cement,
should be coyered with a smooth flag-
ging siono, and this with a board in
case tho stovo gets vory hot. The
edgo of the pit must be framed to pro.
tect it, and at one rido of the stove a
brick or two must be left aut for air,
This arvangement will warm the earth
foor over a spaco & yard wide, and
besides the warm air will issue freely
from the pipe. Care is needed not to
have the wick so low that imperfeat
combustion takes place, giwing off
bad odors. This plan of placing the
oil stove under ground, is much better
than having it exposed. The whole
expense of this way of warming is
very little; if the atove be lit at 9 to

Farmers and their Health.

The American Agriculturist gives
the following excellent advice : —

By “ farmers "’ wo include, of course,
their wives and children, and we have
often thought, with the general lack
of precautions for preeerving health,
what wonderful constitutions we have
inherited. Were it not that we have
had a great storo of vigor from our
ancestors to draw upon, we should
have been long ago a nation of inva-
lids. But as one cun not always draw
upon & bank account without adding
to his deposits, so, sooner or later, if
we continuo to violate all the laws of
health, our drafts will be met with—
“no funds.” Tho farmer, of all men,
needs health, and farmers, as a rule,
are the most healthy of all people,
and this in spito of a general neglect
of the sanitary laws. If wo were to
say that we proposed to make some
* Hygienic Suggestions,” they would
probably be passed by. So we give
some suggestions nbout keeping well.
—Ono of the general rules given for
every one, in all climates, is to wake a
daily bath, or, at least, a bath once in
every 48 hours. A daily bath, as
generally understood, is impossible
to most farmers; but a pail of water
and a large towel is within reach of
every farmor and every one olse.
Wet ono end of the towel, and go over
the whole body, and rub dry with the
other end. If two towels can be af-
forded, all the better, but a large one,
properly used, will answer. The
comfort of a bath of this kind to the
farmer after a day's work in tho field,
when his skin is covered with dust,
has only to be experienced to make
it o oustom. The caution is: bathe
8o quickly, and rub dry sa briskly,
as not to get at all ohilly.

Qn gaing to bed, change the glothes,
and if those taken off are to be worn
the next day, turn them so that they
may air and dry thoroughly.—In eat-
ing, especially in warm weather, * go
slow.” Do not come in, hot from
work, and at onco sit down at the
table, but take time to eool off, and
at meals, eat slowly. Many look
upon the time spent at meals as
wastod, while it is really of the great-
est importance. Hat slowly, and chew
well. If you oan prolong the time at
moals by pleasant conversation, do
80. Do oot be in a hurry to resume
work after meals in hot wenther. Take
a long nooning. - Batter. spirits, and
increased vigor and strength, will far
more than make up the time takon to
rest. :

A general fault of our sleeping
reome, is lack of ventilation. One
reason for this is the attempt to koep
out flies and mosquitoes, by elosing
the rooms during the day. Frames
upon which wire.cloth, or the cheaper
wmosquito netting is strotched, will
keep out inseots and allow of nooded
ventilation.

Farmers who work all day, are not
often troubled with sleeplessners,
insomnia, aa it s called; yet it is
in some oases a disease, and the more
fatiguned one may be, tho less he I8
inclined tosleep. A brisk walk before
bedtime, and a sponging and rubbing
of the whole body, with a wet towel
around the head. will often break up
the vory unpleasant habit.

Farmers are very apt to negleot
their teeth. Every onc should have
a tooth brush, not too hard, and brush
the teeth, using water freely, on going
to bod and sgain on rising.

formed. The process may be so slow
that more than a single season is re-
quired for the growth and perfection
of a seed.
