Rzcina, N.W.T., Nov, 16.—The deed is

done, Louis,Riel Is dead. He died like

martyr, Brave to the last, he walked
calmly to the scaffold, and in the midst of
a prayer, breathed rather than uttered in
the intensity of its earnestness, the bolt
was sprung, and Louis Riel was precipi-
tated into eternity. As the condemned
man appeared on the scaffold the few spec-
tators present held their breath in dumb
expectancy. As the bolt was drawn an
involuntary sigh escaped which took the
form of expression. Possibly no hang-
ing was ever more impressive, As the bolt
was shot, passion almost turned to regret,
and those who s few moments before had
strenuously declared he deserved his fate
felt a pang of sorrow which must always
arise on the death of a brave man, no mat-
ter how mistaken, how wicked, his career.

Exactly at 8.23.30 on the morning of
Monday, Nov. 16, 1885, Louis Riel’ paid
the penalty for heading a rebellion against
the rulers of the country of his nativity
and the best int-rests of that country., It
was a sad and solemn spectacle. Ope that
will be remembered for all time,

After Sheriff Chaplean had read the
warrant for his execution to him last night,

absent from his side.

and as they spoke the words ‘‘deliver us”
the bolt was drawn, and the éevent which
had been the sabject of so much bitter
og:rourly was soccomplished. -~ Lonis
©David” Riel wae no more. He had died
an ignominious death on the soaffold, All
his vain bosstings had been brought to
neught. In two minutes Dr. Codd, the
attendant surgeon, pronounced life extinct,
and nine minutes afterwards, or at 835,
the body was cut down, The usual
inquest in the jail was held and an appro-
yr?sto verdiot returned. :

From first to last the doomed man ex-
bibited no sign of flinching. His spiritual
advisers had persuaded him to abandon his
original intention of making a speech, and

®eyond” his devotions he uttered no
word. At 8,05 Pere Andre administered the
flast sacrament to Riel, who gave the re-
jsponses firmly. Although pale,he was fixm.
He was dressed in a black coat, brown
tweed pants, and moccasins, When the
hangman, accompanied by Deputy Sheriff

Gibson, ugpnud with  the pinioning
straps Riel was standing “with his eyes
open, praying

in French, the priests
standing in front,

He then walked firmly
to the seaffold repeating, “In God do I
put my trust,” His head was erect, his
step firm, and he never showed the least
tromour, As he repeated the prayerful
exclamation half a smile lit up his face.
Descending the few steps of the scaffold he
stood on the drop with his face turned
northward, Pere Andre and Father
McWilliams continued to pray, and Riel
said in English, I do ask the forgiveness
of all men, andforgive all my enemies.”
He then prayed a short time in French.
The execitioner took his place. The
white cap was drawn over Riel's head,
both priests holding lighted candles and
repeating the prayérs for'the dying.

The length of the drop- was eight feet.
At the firss moment of the fall Riel's body
remained still, with the knees drawn up
violently, Thres or four times the body
swayed to and fro quivering, and then
Riei was dead. The suspense had been
long, but the agony was short. The hange
man did his work well.

Extraordinary precautions were taken
against any possible interruption to the
proceedings or the intrusion -of unauthor-
igad persons. At a mile from the barracks
mounted patrois ohallenged all persons,
and compelled them to show written
passes. Other lines of guards were stationed
at points near the post, and the same pre-
cautions were obgerved at the jail. No one
was permitted to enter the guard-room
until 8.12 o’clock. The scene presented
then was that of Riel on the scaffold, with
-Pere Andre and Father McWilliams with
him, celebrating the mass. Riel was on
bended knees. He received the notice to
proceed to the scaffold in the same com-
posed manner shown during the preceding
night on receiving warning of his fate. He
displayed an inclioation at the last moment
to make an address, but Pere Andre
remiuded him of his promise and he then
arose apd walked towards the exe~
outioner, repeating his prayers to
the last moment, his final words
being ‘“Merci Jesu.” He died with~
out » strugele, Not more than twenty
persons, including the officials and news-
paper correspondents, were allowed within
the confines of the barracks to witness the
execution, .

The hangman was Jack Henderson, a
freighter, He figured in the Red river
rebelilon, having been one of Riel’s prison~
erw at Fort Garry.

ReciNaA, N.W.T., Nov, 16.—The result

The execution was most cleverly 'ormed.
From the moment the body fell, judging by
the nature of the injuries received, it must
have been' entirely. without sensation. The
adontoid pgcess was entirely dislocated from
the bone the two upper joints of the
Vertebre, thus paralyzing all the lower por-

tion of the body.. There could have been no

pain whatever, The circulation ceased in four
minutes, an upusually short time. No death
could be more merciful.

The coroner and jury viewed the body
and found the features much distorted.
One juryman had to retire from the sight,
After a brief deliberation the following
verdict was rendered :

That the body is that of Louis Riel, convict-
ed of high treason, and sentenced to death;
that the jiidgment of death was duly executed
uoon the ho%;t the said 1 ouis Riel on this
16th day ’g& ovember, 185, and that death
was caused by hanging at the police barracks,
near Regina, N.W.T., asdirec ed by the court,
(Signed), Henry Dodds, M.D,, coroner; Fred
Champness, foreman; William, P. McCormick,
Jobn Dawson, W iiliam_D, Firstbrook, Davi
H. Gillespie, W. Bedford, Jones, jurymen.

The coffin was then nailed up to be tem-
porarily placed in the burying ground
attached to the barracke, pending the rela
tives ob'aining -permission to earry it to
St. Boniface, - - .

The rope nsed has been destroyed . by
Depaty-Sheriff Gibson according to
orders, to pmye\nt relic hunters getting
hold of it. --It ‘'was a stout hempen cord
five-eighths of an inch in didmeter. The
whole_ arrangements for the exeoution
were made by Mr., Gibeen, and the
sentence of the law was carried out
smoothly and effectually, During his last
moments Riel's behavior excited the pity
and admiration of ail. !

__ Excitement at Montreal.

MoxTeEAL, Nov, 16.—There was con-
siderable excitement in French Canadian
circles here when the news of Riel’s exe-
cution was received. The French Cana~
dian students, to the number of about
500, earrying tricolor flags, marched
throngh several streets of the city giving
vent to cheers for Riel and denouncing
Sir John, They groaned as they passed
La Minerve office, Flags are at half-mast
in many parts of the city.

The Post and the f""rench papers are
raving. Flags are half-mast everywhere.
The French journals will appear in mourn-
ing tosmorrow, The streets were crowded
all the afternoon with exocited Frenchmen,
who roundly abused Sir John Maodonsld,
Sir Hector Langevin, Sir Adolphe Caron,
Col. Ouimet and the Orangemen,

At a meeting of the oity council this
afternoon the following motion was moved
by Ald. Grenier, 'seconded by Ald. Dono-
van, and adopted:

That the «city couneil, having heard of the
execution of Louis Riel by order of the domin®
ion government, and ‘inasmuch as this execu-
tion has taken place for politica] purposes, that
this council do adjourn as a protest against an
odious violation of the laws of justice and
humanity. 2

The council then adjonrned.

After the city council meeting this after-
noon speechea wete delivered from the city
hall steps by Hon. Mr., Mercier, most of
the city aldermen, Boivin, Hon. Louis
Beaubien, Alfred.Perry, J. G. H. Bergeron
and others. Mast of the speakers coun-
selled’ moderation. Alfred Perry was
partioularly violent, declaring that Riel
had been murdered by the government at
the instigation of Ontario Orangemen. He
also severely criticised the 65th battalion
for going to the" Northwest, and said that
the medals for 'them ounght to bear the
stamp of the gibbet, The premier, he
said, should be hung for burning the par-
liament buildings in Montreal.

To~night about 400 students started
from Victoria university, but when
they reached the Champ de Mars
they had been aungmented by from
five to ten thousand persons, They
carried French flags, transparencies and
effigies of Sir John Macdonald, Sic Hector
Langevin, Hon. J. A, Chapleau, Sir A, P.
Caron, Col. Ouimet and others. On the
Champ de Mars Chaplean and Langevin’s
effigies were burned  While on the Champ
de Mars revolver shota were exchanged
with the police but no one was hurt, They
then proceeded to Victoria square, where
Sir John's effigy;was burned in front of the
queen’s statue fon the square. Quite a
large body of pelice were present but did
not seem to care to interfere,. When the
effigy was burned a party cut it down with
the remark, “‘Ce maudit serpent !” (There
goes the cursed serpent). The gqueen's
statue was much blackened. After march~
ing through the west -end of the city the
crowd dispersed.

Piror, Nov. 16.—The Bulgarian troops
are making an obstinate retreat along the
whole line, - Five hundred Bulgarians have
been taken prisoners, The Servian tele~
graph officials have been forbidden by their
government to aocept from foreign war
correspondents despatches relating to the
movements of the army.

Prince Alexander has started for Slev-
nitza to assume command of the army. A
force ; of Bulgarians trom Widdin bas
orossed the Timok river and entered Ser-
via and is now attacking Negotine, Bul-
garia has resolved to fight to the bitter
end. Prince Alexander has again implored

THEEBAW’S WAR SHIP CAPTURED.

The Crew Jump Overbeard—The British
Going Up the River.

RaNGgooN, Nov. 16.—In a fight with
King Theebaw’s man-~of-war the fire from
the British steamer Kathleen caused 200
of the crew of the Burmese vessel to jump
overboard.  The British then boarded the
vessel and proceeded up the Irrawaddy
with her, B¢ is reported that 3000 Bur-
mese troops are stockaded at Fort Kuligon,
which ocoupies a high dominating position
overhanging the river at Minhla,

The capture of the Burmese man-of-war
will prevent the Burmese from placing
further obstructions in the river, or movs
ing’troops and guns by theriver reute, and
will disabuse the minds of the natives of
the idea that King Theebaw is invincible.
The steamer Doowoon, recently sent to
Mandalay to bring away Earopeans de-
tained there by the Burmese government,
has escaped from there and reached the
British® lines, When the authorities at
Mandalay discovered that the Doowoen
was moving out into the river they opened
a strong fire on her and sent a force to
board her, The_ boarding party wers re-
pulsed by the crew of the Doowoen, and,
baving got a full head of steam on, the
vessel ran the gauntlet and escaped with
little injury. The Italian oconsul and
other Europeans are still detained at Man=
dalay, having been unable to get on board
the Doowoon. The city was quiet on Nav,
4, but at the palace a revolution was
expected. |

A section of the works committee’s re-
port on flankage exemptions was struck out,
the clause passing as follows: Your com-
mittee begs to report that it has carefully
considered the advisability of exempting
flankages on roadways, sidewalks and
boulevards from taxation, and would
recommend that the principle should be
affirmed of exempting the flankage to the
excent of sixty feet, It is further recom-
mended that the charge of exempting
flankages be a oharge on the city at large,
on the same principle that street intersec—
tions are at present; and that the above
recommendation be retrospective,in accord-
ance with the act relating thereto; and it
is further recommended that the ohairman
of this commi be instructed to intro-
duce a bylaw to give force and effect to the
same,

The most important and interesting mat-
ter that came up was the discussion on the
following oclause in the works committee:
Your committee begs to report, for the
information of the council, that it has had
an interview with Mr, Roaf, barrister, in
support of an application made by George
Worthington snd others praying for the
passage of & bylaw to authorize the City
Gas company of Toronto to break up the
treeta for the purpose of laying mains in
order to supply gas to the citizens. Your
committee therefore reports the matter to
couneil for its consideration.

Ald, Shaw opened the ball with a speech
bristling with figures. His object was to
show by comparison that the Consumers
Gas company did not furnish as good gas’
for the money as companies in other cities
did, The Consumers enjoyed many valu-
able privileges from the public, but gave
nothing in return therefor, their aim and
desire being rather to extort as much
money as they could from the people. He
charged them with growing fat at the
expense of the public. It was high time
this paying large dividends and piling up
profits was stopped. Unless this wealthy
compsny were prepared to supply cheaper
and better gas, another company should be
allowed to come in, They were not deal-
ing liberally or fairly with the citizens,
and every effort shonld be made to bring
them $o time; they had had their own way
far too long.

Ald. Baxter complimented Ald. Shaw on
hls speech, but did not like the idea of an
American company obtaining a foothold
here. The Consumers had published a
statement which put their case in a strong
light and aldermen could not turn & deaf
ear to it; he hoped it would have their
earnest consideration.

Ald. Pepler asked Ald, Shaw for an
elucidation of his figures but the latter
replied that he did not hinge his case on
them, but on the fact that the company
made mo return io the way of oheap gas
for the privileges it enjoyed, the exemp-
tions it was allowed and other favors,

Ald. McMillan argued that the company
had forfeited their right to these privi-
leges and should not be permitted to hum-
bug the people longer. He wanted to see
competition in the gas business.

Ald. Frankland would like to hear some
information of a definite nature concerning
the new comrny. Who composed it, and
would they deposit a reasonable amount in
the city treasurer’s Hisnds to show that
they meant business? Personally he
objacted to having the streets torn up by a
new company.

Ald. Walker thought competition was
very desirable, _He disliked the Consum-
ers because they had threatened the city
with dirkness if the council did not si
their contract, and because they made
their gas out of water, and Don water at
that, being too mean to pay for city water,
He doubted if the recent so-call
tion was & reductiop at all, He would
encourage a new company: the opening up
of streets need not be = serious affair.

Dr, Cannifi’s Annual Report—Delinguent

The local board of health met yesterdays
present, Chairman Allen, Ald, Carlyls,
Jones, Johnston and Baxter. :

The medical health officer’s report for
the year ending Nov. 1, 1885, was adopted.
The council had laid several duties on the
health officer, v

hich from their nature
were not mentioned in the report. The
officer had visited several establishments
where food was made, notably bakeries,
to observe whether adequate provision
was made for the maintenance of the
public health in that direction. In accord-
ance with a resolution adopted by the
board of health of the previous year, when
cases of scarlet fever were reported he had
visited the house to see that proper means

ted | Of isolation and disinfection were purauved.

In the house to house visitation the city
had been divided into six districts with
an inspector for each district. The work
was begun May 4 and finished. October 17,
a period of twentysthree weeks, - Over
twosthirds of the principal portion of the
city has been visited. The total number
of houses visited was nearly 11,000. In
addition to the house to house inspection
each inspector had attended to the com=
piaints in his distriot, of insanitary evits
made by citizens.. Of such complaints
there had been upwards of 800. In addi-
tion to that, where cases of typhoid fever
and diphtheria had been reported, an
inspector had been directed to inspect
the place of disease, In ocertain cases
laces had been found in so bad
& condition that they had received the
same attention as the complaints, The
;ﬂeg‘h of th;u ﬂ:pecli‘lll attended to by
the ingpectors dul the season amounted
to about 1400. 4

After making all due allowance for the
increase in population, the large increase
in mortality from typhoid fever and diph-
theria as compared with last year was a
matter for serious consideration, Both
were preventable, and due to unsanitary
evils which should, if possible, be promptly
removed., . Reference to the report of the
house to house visitation would show the
cause of the increase to'be due to the Jarge
pumber of bad wells, cisterns, ocellars,
sinks, etc.,, to be found threughout the

city.

%ho returns from city physicians during
the year showed a total of 122 ocases of
soarlet fever, 63 of typhoid and 82 of
diphtheria. Four oases of scarlet fever and
143 of typhoid, which were treated at the
general hospital, made a total as far as
known of 126 cases of scarlet fever, 206 of
typhoid, and 82 of diphtheria, Dr. Caoniff
had reason to believe that for some reason,
perhaps forgetfulness, the city physicians
bad failed to report all the cases in their
hands, .. :

‘Notwithstanding the great alarm in

Toronto about the smallpox epidemic ir
‘Montreal, the disease has not thus far

obtained & foothold in Toronto, For sev-
eral years the city has been remarkably
free from the erice, Since Aug. 9,
Inst, when the first case was repx L it
has appepred in nine distinct instances at
different. periods and in different parts
of the -oity, except in the firss
instance, ‘where the mother, who  wae
nursing the child, contracted varioloid.
