How is
it? It is not so. There is just as much sur-
prise and just as much newspaper talk
about actors or uctresses going astray us
there is aboul ministers, and if Dr. Gal-
braith will look at the records he will see
the percentage is greater among gentlemen
of the cloth than it is on the stage.

As to the assetions made in_regard to
the Tremont Theatre, Boston, I am in a

ition to state positively that it is false
every particular. - The theatre has never
had a rule that ladies unaccompanied by
gentlemen would not be admitted, nor has
it ever been closed as stated. It has not
now, nor never has had, any interest in the
rofits of any place where liquor was sold;
it is not patromized :{y the worst classes,
but is the high-toned theatre in Boston,
managed by Xbbey, Schoeffel & Grau, the
kings of high-class dramatic and operatic
ormances, who would not allow any-
thing in the theatre that would in the least
compromise its standing as & first-class
temple of amusement.

Furthermore, I defy the Doctor to name |
one theatre in America to-day which de-
pends on or receives any portion of the
profits of a bar or drinking saloon.

Again the Doctor says : “That the people
who generally support the theatres are the
worst class of the community.” How the
Doctor dare get up in a pulpit and make
such an assertion is past belief. The very
best people in Toronto attend the theatre
once or twice per week during the entire
season, and if the Doctor had taken any

George W. Pape, Dominion Cattle In-
spector, Montreal, accorded a World Young
Man an interview when pussing through
yesterday. In respect to the tion
raised among Canadiane by the scheduling
of the cattle, Mr. Pape expressed the be-
lief that those who raised- the loudest cr
knew little or nothing about the matter.

THE SEARCH-LIGHT.

The commanders of two big transatlantic
ocean steamships of the White Star Line
have been changed.
