That fog and ice are the most dangerous 
obstacles to the navigation of the North 
Atlantic by steam-ships must, I think, be 
admitted by every one with practical 
knowledge of the trade ; and if they can 
be avoided by a more southerly course than 
the one heretofore followed, surely tho 
additional distance is hardly a considera­
tion to ships capable of making three or 
four hundred miles a day. If such a route 
can bo followed, is it not the imperative 
duty, if not of the companies engaged in 
the service, surely of the governments 
interested in the trade, to ascertain the 
southern limit of the fog in those months 
when ice is liable to bo met with ; and if 
they can not compel ships to follow lanes, 
at least to designate the track by which 
they may escape these dangers. Two of 
tho least expensive vessels, in the British 
or American navy in one seasen alone 
could almost determine the matter. With

In the autumn of 1807 Captain Waddell 
was in command of a first-class schooner 
named the Explorer, bound from Windsor 
to the Manitoulin Island, having on board 
whiskey and mill machinery valued at 
$18,000, and on which was a heavy insur­
ance. The vessel was also well insured. 
The crew consisted of the captain, two sea­
men and a boy.

Ou the 25th of November the vessel was 
lost with all hands excepting the captain. 
He reported at the lime that tho schooner 
struck lightly on the Single Shoals, five 
miles from Tobermory, that she rolled 
partly over, displacing tho cargo. The 
captain ordered the men to trim ship, and 
while they were in the hold endeavoring 
to do so, she again lurched and went 
down, the captain having a narrow escape 
from meeting death with his crew. He 
narrowly reached the shore with the ynwl-

This was the report given by Captain 
Waddell. It sounded fishy to tho insur­
ance companies at the time and something 
like anjnvestigation was made. It re­
sulted* in nothing, however, and the in­
surance was eventually paid. Tho captain 
secured command of another vessel on 
Lake Huron, but his success as a naviga­
tor appeared to have deserted him. It is 
said that he hod a dread of the coast in 
the neighborhood of Tobermory, and in 
every case was a changed man. In 1873 
he was swept off the deck of his vessel 
about two miles south of Kincardine, and 
since then it is said that two of the cap- 
tain’s sons have been drowned and their 
bodies never recovered. People who had 
their suspicions about tho loss of the Ex­
plorer made mention of the facts, and did 
not scruple about drawing inferences that 
were considered by many to be harsh.

— What is the best thing I can use on 
rubber bolting to prevent slipping ? I have 
been in the habit of using castor oil and 
rosin, but I find that it causes tho rubber 
coating on the pully side of the belt to­
pee! or strip off. My belts run where the 
temperature is high aud full of hard coal 
gas. An ordinary leather belt will rot out 
in a very short time when run in this same 
hot room ; but wo bought a second-hand 
belt that was saturated with some sort of 
oil, so much so that it d ipped from it for 
months ; and it is in a good state of pre­
servation to-day after four years’ hard 
work. Use no oil of any kind upon rub­
ber bolting. Rub the bolt with a piece of 
beeswax. It is the best for both leather 
and rubber belting. It does not require to 
he piled on ; a little occasionally will mako 
even a loose belt do large duty. Is there 
any common oil that I can soak my lac­
ings in to preserve them, as they rot out 
in about two months now ? The only 
proper oil for lacings is that used by the 
tanners in dressing the leather, which is 
‘ neat’s foot oil.’ Your lacings will keep 
well by wrapping in strong browu paper, 
and putting in a close drawer out of tho 
influence of light and air.

How to keep steam boilers from corro­
ding ? If you are using clear hard water, 
your boiler will b come coated u[ on the 
inside with lime. Blow off daily, at least 
one cock. Clean out by washing and. 
scraping once a month, or once in two- 
months if thero is bat little incrustation. 
Put into the boiler a day before cleaning 
about one quart of tanner’s liquor or a 
strong decoction of tan bark, oak or hem­
lock per horse power, 
had then use one-half pound caustic soda 
or potash to the horse power. Dissolve 
the sody or potash in water, and pump it 
into the boiler through the usual channel, 
as also for the tanner’s liquor. The days’ 
boiling will dissolve and crack off the 
scale, so that the boiler can be readily 
washed out. If you are using water that 
is considered soft, such as crock or river 
water, you may not need one-half the 
above quantity, or possibly nothing but 
thorough washing out every two or three 
months.

On 
examining the hull that had been sub­
merged for fifteen years it was clear that 
the vessel had been well and substantially 
built. The timbers appeared to be sound 
as ever, but the iron was badly eaten away 
with rust. The cost of raising the vessel 
will amount to about $1,600, while the 
hull, if sold under the hammer, would not 
fetch $200. While the Victoria was in 
port the Explorer was seized at the in­
