14th.~ \Wensday. The storm continues. Wires child
died a¢ — o’clock. Four men received and 6 discharged.
Ingals child died at + o'clock this afternoon. The times
are serious 2nd the lessons striking.

15th.—Thursday. Clouday and warm. John McMaster
died at half past three o’clock this morning. Henry Pluck
died at half past 10 o’clock this evening.

16th.—Friday. Cold and clouday. A Surgeon came
on bord. A Mister {minister) of the Church of England
came on board and baptised Ingalls.

17th.—Saterday. Clouday. We have five sick men
from No. 406. Discharged two, onc from 85, and one sent
to35. Two women sent to 71. Pluck buried this forenoon.

1Sth.—Sunday. Clouday. I received hospital bed-
ding and cloths (clothes) the men in genl. better except

Ingals.

19th.—Monday. Pleasant. Amos Ingals died al 5
o’clock this morning. 6 men came from 406 and 4 returned.
The men verry sick many of them, 41 in our number of
sick. I had a reprimand from onc of the B. (British) Os.
(Officers).

20th.—Tucsday. Pleasant. Ingals buried. I gave
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
