or heard such an element ag disturbed
the meeting the o.ther ovening.

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Tho vigit of tho Governor-General
last weak will bo long romembered in
the Educational and Musical circles of
‘Coronto. Theannual Commencement
of Toronlo University took place last
Thursdny afternoon in the FPavillion,
and was of unusual interest owing to
tho conforring of llonorary degrees
upon his ‘Iixecellency, upon the
Licutenant - Governor, the Hon.
G. W. Ross, Minister of Education,
Vice - Obancellor  Mulock, President
Loudon and Dr. Patton of Princeton
University, N.J. His Excellency was
presented for tne degres of L.L.D. by
Chancellor Boyd, who in a short but
well worded speech said : “He was glad
the University was about to lonor a
man whom the Queen had twice
honored.” The Chancellor paid an
eloquent tribute % the Governor-
General’s porgonal attainments. After
recoiving tho hood of Dootor of Laws,
his Excelloncy signed his name on the
rolland addressed theConvocation. He
said: ' The distinction which I have
now receivad is, one which will always
bo valued and highly prized, not only
becauge of its source and character ;
but becauge of the circumstances in
which it has been conferred. I thank
you for the compliment—I thanisyon
for the manner in wnich it has been
conveyed.,” His Excellency concluded,
by expressing hit hearty good wishes
for the success of tha University, and
for the success of the young people who
were that day to receive the badge and
token of their Almna Mater.

Mr. Justice Maclennan then pre-
gented the Lieutenant-Governor, who
is a graduate of Trinity College, Dub-
lin, for tho degree of LL.D. M,
Kirkpatrick made a bappy and well
timed speech, at the conclusion of
which the students sang ¢ He s a jolly
good fellow.” Rev. Dr. Dewart, in
a short but strong speech, presented
the Bon. G. W. Ross, for his degree,
Rev. Father Teefy, in presenting Vice-
Chancellor Mualock for the honorary
degree of LL.D., gaid : * If there was
one thing about the proceedings to-
day that was to be regretted, it was
that they were not taking place in the
University building, but this he hoped
would not always be so. The Senate
bad done well in conferrivg the Mas-
ter’s degres upon Liord Aberdeen and
the Licutensnt.Governor. By so de-
ing it had paid a tribute to authority
and to learning. But two distinguish-
ed sons of their alma mater were also
to ba robed that day with the Master's
gown, and the £rst of these, Mr. Wil.
liam Maulock, he had the honor to
present.  Futher Teefy then deseribod
the present perfect freedom and eqaal-
ity provailing in the University, largely
due to the encrqy, devotion and policy
that Mr. Mulock lhad carried out as
Vice-Chancellor. The Rev. Father
conoluded by saying: ¢ To others wil

dovolve tho high trust of fulfilling Mr.
Mulook’s plans, and it was to be hoped
that thoy would regard it as their most

sacred duty to carry out these plans in
tho spirit of tho Vice-Chancellor, who,
in his administration, had taught tho
law of general tolerance.” L'ho Vice
Chancellor oxpressed in his usual
modest manner, his utter unworthi-
noss to the honor conforred on him
and said : “It was tha general wish
that this University shall stand invit-
ingly opon to tho whole youth of our
country, without regard to class, oreed
ov other distinotions.”

A largo number of students received
their degrees, and among them were
noticed several young Iadies who
shared the honors with the men m a
most creditatable manner.

On Thursday evening Lord Abordeen
attended the opening of the Massey
Mugie Hall, This magnificent gift of
Mr. H. A. DMassey to the city of
Toronto was inaugurated with a grand
production of ¢ The Messiab.” After
the firat part of the Oratorio the
audience was called to order and the
interesting, ceremony of the formal
delivery of the Key and trust deed of
the building to tha trastees by Mr.
Massey.

James Corkery calling himself ex-
monk and anti. Yomanist was tried at
the General Sessions in Hamilton last
week, for the assault in St. Mary’s
Cathedral a few week ago on Mgr.
McEvay, while the Iatter was giving
the Blessed Sacrament to the com-
municants at the nine o'clock Mass.
He was sentenced by Judge Muir to
one year’s hard labor in the Central
prison. The judge said, e was un-
able to decide whether the man was a
crank, a knave, or a fool. \When
Corkery was told he might address tho
jury, if be bad no more evidence to
put in, be began, immediately to argue
with the court in a most blasphemous
manner, and had to be silenced bya
constable. A largecrowd was present
to hear the trial. After Corkery was
handcuffed fo another prisoner and
removed, & woman named Secord,
who has been writing the papers in
his behalf, discussed the case to a small
number of people in the court house
square,

Kev. Patrick F. Brannan, pastor of
the church of Weatherford in the
diocess of Dallas, Texas, was at one

time Mayor of that town. DBeing a
lawyer of some stavding, he practised
his profession in Weatherford, nnd
wa3 olected Mayor for several terms.
Hig wife, who was a convert {o Catho-
licity, died. He gave up hislaw prac-
tico and entered as a student of theo-
logy. Father Drannan i3 now the
parish priest of the city of which he
was Mayor some years ago. He has
one son who is & business man in
Weatherford, and a daughter attend-
ing a convent school near Baltimore,
Md. He has written soveral poems,
which have been published by many
of the American papers.

Ten British soldiers bave died of
the plegue which is raging at Hong
Kong, among whom was a Capt.
Vesey, of the King's Light Infantry

Regiment. Thousands of people have
fled to tho highlands of the interior to
escapo its drondful ravages.

Tho ofticial estimates of tho loss of
lifo caused by the explosion of fire
damp in the coal mines at Karwin,
Austrian Silesia are 281 miners miss-
ing, and only twenty bodics rocovered.
One hundred of theso poor men were

married and leave 400 obildren. A
despetch says tho explosion was due
to dynamite blasting by ono of the
minars. It is striotly against the rules
to use thig mode of blasting, but it is
often done by miners to save work and
time.

J. R. Hooper, who last Autumn got
free from the charge of wifemaurder,
waslast Monday, at Threo Rivers, Que.
convioted to 26 ysars in the pententiary
of St. Vincent de Paul, by Judge
Bourgeois on the charge of attempted
murder of his wife, When the prisoner
was asked, if he had anything to say
in justification ot himself, he began
by asking for a new trinl and address-
ed tho Court for at least three hours,
At the conclusion of bis address he
quoted a verse of poetry.

Inspeotor O'Leary of the Dominion
police force, has been up in Maniwauki
prosccuting many of tho hotel-keopers,

who have been solling liquor to the
Indians. The guilty parties were
fined $560 and costs.

A petition is going the rounds of
Staten Island in behalf of Erastus
Wiman, who was found guilty last
week on the chargeof forging the name
of Dun & Co. It 1is thought the
petition will contain several thousand
names, when Wiman will come before
the bar for sentence.

The centepary of Pius IX. was cele-
brated at the Basilica of San Lorenza
with great solemnity on the £1st ult.
The following is a translation of the
inseription over the door of the church:
« Charitable Catholics, here, whore
among the ashes of his people, he
wisbed his own to be laid to rest,
implore a heavenly reward for the
soul of the great Pontiff Pius IX., and
fulfil the desire of all Christianity,
which has wisbed that his lowly tomb
should be enriched by the treasures of
art.” Beforo 8 n,m., the Basilica was
crowded, among whom were pilgrims
from all parts of tho world to do
honour to the memory of the lato Pon-
tff. At 10 a.m., the Solemn Requiem
was exquisitely sung by the Papal
Cantors.

Tho Holy Father reccived in audi-
ence s number of persons who hady
come o do homage to the memory of
Piug IX., and roplied in o most feel-
ing and pathetic manner to their ad-
dress. In the course of the Holy
Fathor's raply ho said: * Of our-
selves, beloved sons, wo wish to say
1o more than i3 enough to convey to
you the joy that is caused Us by your
demonstration, and to direst all your
applause to the one namoe of Pius IX.,
to whom we, too, wish to render a
morited tribute.”
