Poor Lieutenant Mein bad been dreadfully frost-bitten, and
unable to stand for some weeks; the servants were useless, and
the ladies obliged to cook. Akbar supplies them with rice,
ghee, attar, and three sheep are divided among the whole of the
prisoners daily. She describes Akbar a8 a fine handsome man.
He murdered Sir W. M‘Naghten with his own hand, and put
out his own brother's eyes. Lady Sale says, “there is a mul-
lierry tree in the square, and we watch its leaves unfolding
daily, for it will make a nice shade to our windows. The
people who go to the hills to cut wood for us bring in bunches
of myrtle, which we prize, and keep in water with bunches of
narcissus, which the Affghans sometimes bring in; and ouce 1
had a spray of peach-blossom ; these are our luxuries. Our
amusements are watching a swallow building its nest in our
yoom.” The only books they have are a Bible and Prayer
Book, which they were huppy enough to pick up on the road from
Cabul. Lady Sale says that out of these Lieutenant Mein
reuds prayers to them duily. Mrs. Lumsden was shot dead
trying to escape from Ghuzuee disyuised in officer’s uniform ;
her husband at the same time cut to pieces. ~Akbar sent
Captain Colin M‘Kenzie, who is a prisoner, on his parole to
Jellalabad, to treat for the ransom of the prisoners, It was
expected a much worse fate for the women than death; but it
appears there exists, even in the midst of their savage laws, one
of rude chivalry that will guard the women from insult. The
truth on that point, of course, will never be ascertained exactly.
Poor Mrs. Jacobs, who, you remember, going up one of the
passes was confined in the Palkie, has lost her husband at Can-
dalloe, and is going home overland.  She sent the three other
children away to play at some distance with the bearers; when
they bad returned, she was sitting by the road-side, dressing
hier new-born babe. She was a pretty, lady-like young woman.

Kingston, October 4, 1842,

The Legislature have been occupied during the last two
days with matters involving little of public interest. In the
Council, on Saturday, the Bill for abolishing the Sleigh
Ordinance came under di ion, and Ministers sustained
something like a defeat, on the motion of the Hon. My,
Bruneau, ably supported by Hon. M. DG,BI‘"I“"C’C, to amend,
by suspending partialiy for two years, instead of ubolishing,
and to make certain alterations, intended to work a gradual
return to a uniform system. As this question has been brought
forward principally to indulge the prejudices of the French
party, who are furious in their batred of the Ordinances, it
will be gratifying to the country to perceive in the Council a
body of men independent enough to oppose such headlong
legislation. On a division, Mr. Sullivan was left nearly alone
in his advocacy of the Bill as sent up from the Assembly.

The reckless course of the Government was strongly illus-
trated in the Lower House yesterday: in Committee of the
whole, on a Bill introduced by Ministers to renew expiring
laws, a motion was made by My, Harrison to expunge the
clause renewing the act securing a pension to Chiet Justice
Reid, which was objected to by the Hon. Mr. Black, on the
ground of injustice to the individual, who would become
dependent ou the Administration of the day, instead of being
secured by law.  The hon. member for Richelien (said Mr.
Black) chooses to patronise the present Government ; perhaps
next session he may please to withdraw his support, and the
pension may be refused. Sir 4. MeNab was of the same
opinion ; we might next year have even a worse Administras
tion than the present: he protested strongly against the over-
bearing conduct of the Ministry; secure of a majority, they

The bill authorising the loan of a million and a half, under
the guarantee of the Imperial Government, to be expended
on public works in this Province, was read a second time, and
Mr. Hincks moved that it should be engrossed. This brought
up Sir A. McNub, who protested against & measure of such
importasce being burried through without going into com-
mittee. The bill had been introduced pursuant to resolutions
of the house, yet he found in it a clause placing the whole sum
in the hands of the Board of Works and the Provincial Govern-
ment. - Mr. Boult incided : he had confid in the prin-
ciples on which the present Ministry came into office ; if they
maintained those principles he should t them, and not
otherwise ; he would not entrust such power to any set of men ;
it would invest them with an influence of the most corrupt
character ; by favouring portions of the Provinge, they could
at any time controul the elections. Mr. Harrison eontended
that that clause conferred no new power on the Government ;
it was the same thing whether it were inserted or not. Mr.
Neilson recommended that the clause should be struck ont.—
After some further discussion, Mr. Hineks consented to refer
the bill to the committee of the whole. He thought, how-
ever, that the objections which had been raised were entirely
captious, The house then went into Committee. Sir A.
MeNub repeated his objections: he did not think them
captious : he would not trust such extensive power to the
Governor aud the Executive Council. The Board of Works
had already been accused of gross misconduct : he moved an
amendment, to alter the clause, by omitting the objectionable
part.  Mr. Harrison defended the clause.  Mr. Boulton did
not like to give any man the power of putting his had so deeply
iuto the public purse : he could not expect his constituents to
return him to the house again if he did so: the power this
clause gave was frightful. My. Williams disapproved of the
clause. Mr. Moffatt thought that the clause gave Govern-
ment too much power to select particular works : he con-
tended that all should proceed at once, as the house had
intended.  Mr. Hincks defended the clause, and, in s0 doing,
contradicted himself more than once, first asserting that the
clause had been introduced for the express purpose of
enabling Goyernment to make a selection, and then arguing
that they merely souglt to carry out the law: the power
of seleetion, he said, must remain  with the Government
after all. My, Boulton denied this construction of the law :
the works ought to proceee pari pussu. 'The Beauharnois
Canal was an instance of the necessity that existed for the
house to exercise & supervision over the acts of the Board of
Works. Sir A. McNab would refer the bill to a select com-
mittee; he considered it a contempt of the house for persons
entrusted with drafting a bill, parsuant to resolutions, to intro-
duce clauses not ordercd by the house. After considerable
discussion, during which it became evident that Ministers
would have a diminished number of supporters if it went to a
division, My, Hinchs consented to expunge that part of the
clause placing the disposal of the loan of a million aud a half
in the hands of Government, and substituting the words *‘ac-
cording to law.”

He has made such a return as will prevent Mr. Murney from
taking his seat, and 10 doubt the fyrannical and anti-British
majority in the house will sustain bt in any injustice, espe-
cially if it be exceedingly glaring.
